Hituceu. Butter thus prepared, he «ay«, was, a 
year afterward*, a« sweet and free from disagree­
able odor, u« on the day when it was made—a 
fact, if it really be a fact, of no mean interest to 
houHekeeperti and other«. 

Poison of the Toad,—\\ in an ancient and still 
common opinion that thi toad possesses a subtle 
venom, but at present this is deemed fabulous by 
the scientific. MM. Gratiolet and Cloez, as ap­
pears by thp reports of the Academy of Sciences, 
*iave shown by experiment that they seerete a 
deadly poison. They inoculated small birds with 
the milky fluid contained in the'dorsal and parotid 
pustules ol tlii* animal, and found that they died at 
î ho end of five or six minutes. Even when dried 
I he fluid destroyed biros. Death occurred without 
convulsions, and all exhibited marked signs of 
apoplexy. ^
