Failure of Jacob Little Co.—The New York 
Kxpress of the 23d instant, says : 

Wall street was asiöunded this morning by the 
failure of the well known and hitherto powerful 
house of Jacob Little&Co. As "bear and bull" both, 
this house has now lor many years had a sway in 
Wall street that al times carried all before it; uid 
its attack upon a stock, or its defence of one, made 
or unmade a fortune. To the astonishment, h >w-
ever, ot almost every body, its failure was anncuri 
cpd this morning iu all its contracts—and the 
house, after surviving wind and storm hitherto, 
has al last gone h/ the board. The failure of the 
house is, as we have remarked, in its stock con> 
tracts; hut iu us commercial paper it hopes to 
meet us obligations, and it believe« that it will. 
The first blow of the house, however, was in the 
Delaware and Hudson canal stock, in which it. 
was 'a bull." Tins stock the house held at the 
cost of 140. or upwards, and it is now 107—and 
tue stock is held at thia los« in very large amounts 
It has made desperate efforts to keep up the prices 
but the »lock has been steadily going down. The 
latter looses of the house have been in Erie Rail­
road, Norwich, and Westchester, and other stocks; 
in all of which it was a great bear. To meet the 
rise in 'he slocks latterly, the house has been mak* 
ing desperate effort« ; hut to meet the losses on the 
Hudson and Canal, and on their stocks combined, 
it had not the means, and to day it gave way un­
der the pressure. 

The brokers in Wall strest, and others, have 
probably been more startled by this failure than 
they would have been by any other in the street.
