The San Francisco Herald of Oct. 1st, sums up 

'lie result of the elections in California» as fol­
low« ; 

The returns from nearly all the counties in the 
^%te have at last been reoeived and footed up, they 
*.w majorities for all the candidates on the dem­

ocratic ticket ranging from fourteen hundred and 
thirty-five to forty-eight hundred and forty-seven. 
John Bigler is elected Governor by fifteen hun­
dred majority. Messrs. Marshall and Mc Corkle 
ire elected to Congress by heavy majorities. Ma­
jor Romau leads his ticket having already four 
tiiousmd eight hundred and forty-seven majority 
over his Whig competitor; he gets a majority in 
eveiy county in the State except San Francisco. 
The returns from the counties yet to be heard from 
will increase the deinoowtic majorities about four 
hundred. Excluding the vote for Governor, nearly 
every county in the State gives a majority for the 
demo ratic ticket. The Legislature is strongly 
democratic in both branches. The whole vote 
polled in the State is about forty-five thousand.
