There are some curious Acta in history which 

witness how much influence shows have always 

bad, or been a up posed to have had, in democratic 

elections. We have neither the time to gather 

them together nor tbe space to place them in our 

columns. The candidates of the ancient Creeks 

personally contended for fame, glory and popular 

applause in their manly aad heroic games. The 

most popular of Romans contributed the most 

prodigally to popular shows. The moat favored 

leaders in the brilliant lepublica of the Italian Re­

publics of the middle agee were lavish in contribu­

ting to popular celebrations. Torch-light proces­

sions aad displays were the common instruments 

they used to influence the people; and even the 

bloody Robespierre, the crafty Napoleon, and the 

puritanical Cromwell, the reader of history will 

remember, resorted to this agency of popular 

movement. 

Declaiming on the stump or through the col 

•umna of a newspaper against a practice common 

to every nge and every land in which a popular 

movement is permitted to manifest itself, is about 

as idle aa lecturing upon the moral law. It might 

answer for newspaper Bugcombism, but could 

have * very limited practica&fiect. 

It is true enough that tbe common sense of the 

mattor is, that torch-light processions and matter» 

of that kind are very extravagant, and mnke no 

votes. One of the oldest and most experienced 

poliliciana in the city or State, has expressed to na 

his conviction that the laat grand procesaion of the 

Marigny olubs, cost not less than 93000, and 

probably (5000, while the last grand mnas proces­

sion of tbe Freret clubs coat not less than 92000, 

and perhaps 93000. That is, $5000 to |8000 (an 

amount which might have made the poor of 

the city comfortable throughout the winter) were 

expended in two fruitless displnys. We ssy fruit, 

less, because the Marigny clubs made by far the 

handaomest (they claim the most extensive) dis. 

play, and yet, this day, Mr. Freret is Sheriff elect. 

It is true, also, that torch-light processions and 

such matters minister lo a wiid excitement, which 

is any thing but healthful, physically or morally. 

Bnt then, bating all Buncombim, if men will 

become excited, we muat have torch-light proces­

sions, or some thing worse. If passions are 

quickened, if enthusiasm be aroused, there muat 

be a safety-valve, and processions, probably, quite 

as well as any other medium, exhaust explosive 

material. It is a great pity that men will become 

excited, that they cannot maintain a cool nnd even 

temperament, that they cannot decide elections by 

tbe deliberate exercise of the calmest reason ; but 

we oaanot go into high heroics, nor indulge in 

moral hysterios, if they relieve themselves of their 

surplus warmth in not very profitnble display. In 

the mean time, we will beg onr readers who 

credulous of very loud processions, to imagine foi 

us any desirable quantity of edifying lectures upon 

•W interesting subject. 

The fact of the matter is, we hear very little of 

the wastefulness, the humbuggery, the immorality 

of torch-light processions and such matters, during 

the progress of a canvass. When the election« are 

all over, and it doea not cost any thing—when no­

body is " hit," we have a nauseating superabund 

ance of this kind of self-righteousness and aelf-

glorifying morality. We think the toroh-light pro 

cessions bad enough, ridiculous enough in them-

elves, wasteful conduits of moneys which might 

be more usefully employed in a thousand other 

tbinge ; but we do not think they are half as gross­

ly humbuggish as the afier-election righteousness, 

which has a sick stomach for fraud, bribery, cor­

ruption, humbug, etc., only when it discovers that 

particular Avoritea are not elected, or pet views 

supported. 

Way is not this cry of super-excellent righteoua-

ness raised during the progress of a canvasa ? 

Why do not editors of the unsurpassed influence 

claimed for these reformers or political morality, 

claimed in their own writings, of course, atand out 

a party conventions and insist upon abstinence 

from practices they denounce as shocking 

The answer is very simple. It costs nothing to 

talk and even to censara, after the election, when it 

might during ite progress; nnd besides, who 

kuows on which side humbug may avail most ! 

We hope the freest and smartest nation in all 

ation will agree to give up all idea of indulging in 

humbug. We hope there will be an end of torch­

light processions and similar humbuggery. We 

could write a column of moml deprecation of 

them, but wo do not wish to fatigue ourself and 

the reader. If the $30,000 spent upon Marigny or 

Freret club processions, had been invested in char-

itie», how many cheerless homes would have been 

gladdened, how many sufiering mortals relieved, 

how many poor orphans made comfortable ! Bui 

we live in a singular world. It is a pity some peo 

pie, (and particularly editors,) are not permitted lo 

re-Ashiun it into something like decent shape 

The Next Congrus.—The members of the 
Thirty-second Congress have now been elected in 
all the States but Mississippi and Louisiana.

Peter Conrejr, Jr., vaa His Creditors* 

A petition and schedule were yesterday filed in 
the Second District Court, by Mr. Conrey, showing 
the exact condition of his affairs at this time. The 
amount of property, shown by this statement as 
held by Mr. Conrey, is immense, exceeding, by a 
sura which of itself is a respectable fortune, one 
million of dollars ; and all is surrendered for the 
payment of debts nearly a quarter of a million less 
than the assets. 

The schedule embraces memoranda of securities 
for the payment of the amount due from S. Jaudon 
& Co., only a portion of which securities will 
probably be made available. It also embraces 
planations concerning morigages, notes of hand, 
etc., which our limits.exclude. 

The petition of Mr. Conrey sets forth that he sold 
bills of exchange drawn on the firm of Samuel 
Jaudon & Co., of NewYork, and remitted to them 
the funds to pay said bills, to-wit: more than 
$500,000. The said firm did not appropriate peti­
tioner's money to the payment of said bills, but 
permitted them to be protested. The petitioner has 
endeavored to obtain from said firm the sum remit­
ted or its equivalent, but has not been able to do so, 
because of the failure of eaid firm. The petitioner's 
affairs have, therefore, been thrown into great 
embarrassment, and it is found impossible to con­
tinue his business, or to meet his engagements^ 
Many ot his creditors have instituted suit against 
him, and others threaten to sue him. He, there­
fore, desires that his property should be fairly dis­
tributed among his creditors, and he has prepared a 
schedule of his affairs, whi h, with his commercial 
books, is filed with thi* petition. 

Petitioner prays that a meeting of his creditors 
be convened—that a cession of his property be 
cepted by the court for the benefit of his creditors 
and that, in the mean time, ail proceedings against 
him be stayed, etc., etc. 

The schedule filed with the above petition is 
sworn to as embracing a descripiion of all Mr. 
Conrey's property and debts. The items are very 
numerous, and fill twenty-five pages of foolscap 
paper. We present the amount summing up under 
the different heads of his schedule :
