Thie ptafoond end aeaompliahed Jurist, Profas-
ear of Civil Law and the Juriaprudeaee of Xjouia-
iaaa in the Lew Univereity of thie oily, delivered 
hie iatredaetory lecture last evening loa large and 
intelligent audience, in the United Statss Court 
room, in theSeeoad Municipality Hall. 

We are able to giva scarcely a synopeis of this 
able and elegant production of one of the meet emi­
nent laaryeia of Louisiana. Profeeser HoseKne, 
after alluding to the nature and ehereeter of the 
seieaeeef Law, aad the courts proper to be pur­
sued by those Storing on its study, preoeeded to 
show in what manner Municipal Law had ita 
foundation in Natural Law aad public policy, and 
that it waa the paramount duty of all good citisens 
te yield the most implicit obedience to the lew of 
the State. On thia point the learned Professor 
eloquently referred to a topie which at this lime is 
invested with peculiar interest, in the following 
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We have else information, from a reliable source, 
thet the polle ef the Second Ward, First Munici­
pality, Were removed from the place in which the 
eotsa were received, end that many of the citisens 
sf the ward were refused admittance to the room in 
which they were counted.

To illustrate upon these facte, clearly, we make

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It will require eeveral supplemental petitioaa 

to eatah up with tbia, even if the Sixth Werd, 
Second Municipality, returns can be aucceaafully 
attacked, which they cannot be. 
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" A prapoateroua pretension ha« lately been ad­
vanced by certain deluded individual« in connection 
with the act of Congress generally known as the 
Fugitive Slave Bill ; they attempt to justify their 
resistance to that law, on the ground that its 
enactments are contrary to what they are pleased 
to style an anterior or a higher law of paramount 
obligation, by which they mean, I presume, the 
natural law. The absurdity of suoh a position 
must strike the mind of every reflecting person at 
once. Let me ask, what would beoome of govern­
ment, nay of society itself, if every individual could 
interpose his own crude notions of natural right 
between ill« law of the land and its execution t 
Take, for instance, the opinion expressed by one of 
the leaders of the French Socialists, Proud nun, that 
all property is theft ! Here we have m person of 
education and intelligence, seriously asserting in 
the councils of one of the most enlightened nations 
of the earth, that the whole frame-work of the 
social system is founded in iniquity and crime ; that 
all laws enacted for the protection of property are 
contrary to natural right, and should, therefore, be 
dwegarded ; that the thief, the burglar, the robber, 
the forger, and the swindler, instead of being pun 
ished, should be held up to an admiring world, as 
models of virtue and philanthropy ! Yet what is 
the difference in principle, between the tissue of 
ridiculous nonsense of the French Socialist m rela­
tion to property and the unintelligible jargon about 
anterior or higher law of paramount obligation in 
extenuation of his murder and treason. Both are 
equally shocking to common sense and common 
honesty." 

Here followed numerous historical illustrations, 
illustrating the sound view« of the learned and 
patriotic profession, whieh we omit for want ol 
room. 

The lecturer next proceeded to develop the es­
sential elements of law, and to classify rights and 
duties; entering into an elaborate comparison ot 
the merits of the system sof common and civil law ; 
and ably vindicating the civil law against the ira 
puiations sometime« cast upon it, as being less 
favorable to personal liberty than the common law 
he then took an extended survey of the French and 
Spanish laws; and then connections with the 
jurisprudence of Louisiana ; indicating to the mem 
bers of the clam the authors most worthy their 
consultation; the course of reading most advan­
tageous to be pursued ; and impressively exhorting 
them to the formation of habits of close thought 
and reflection, and energetic and unremitting ap­
plication, and the cultivation of pure and irre­
proachable moral characters as indispensably requi­
site to eminence and usefulness in their profession. 

The leoture fully sustained the distinguished 
reputation of the learned Professor as a lawyer of 
unrivaled ability, and a scholar of the rarest at­
tainments ; throughout the whole, it was evident 
that the mind of the lecturer was dealing with 
topics with which it was perfectly familiar, and 
traveling through fields, the most intricate path« 
of which it had thoroughly explored. It conclu­
ded with an eloquent and impressive appeal to the 
members of the olass not to regard their profession 
as a mere trade, but to study it as a noble and 
comprehensive science, and to become honest, en 
lightened and learned lawyers. Professor Rose-
lius has aa heavy a practice as there is at our bar, 
and is consequently immersed in the active duties 
of his profession; yet he snatches the time devo­
ted by others to retirement, rest aad quiet, aad 
zealously devotes it to the delivery of lectures and 
the instruction and assistance of those commencing 
the legal professioa. In so doing, doubtless he 
makes great sacrifices, but he has the satisfaction 
of knowing that he is not only conferring invalu­
able benefits on the students, but that he is doing 
much for the profe««ion—much for the State's ju­
risprudence. 

His lectures, containing expositions of all the 
principles ef the whole body of the civil law, are 
presented with logical arrangement and charac­
teristic clearness. His examinations of the text-
books of his ohair are thorough aad searching, and 
his deportment to the stndsnts kind aad pare ital, 

In future years, whea our University shall have 
many sons dispersed throughout this and sister 
States, the name of Roselius will awaken in the 
hearts of all reminiscences of the most gratefal 
kind, and he will be remembered with the grati­
tude, veneration and affection which are due to an 
eminently parental-and considerate character.

the revenue of the Municipality enough to 
make, keep aad repair the bridge and roed, and 
afford without cost, the great pleasure and conven­
ience which would be enjoyed by the intercourse 
between the river below end above, not to speak of 
theadditioaal supplies of fuel, msrksting, and many 
other things to ths city. Even ifa good oonnection 
with the grave-yard were made, from the end of 
Common strset, it would save a great amount in 
funeral expensss to ths people of the Municipality. 

The First Municipality has lately caused greet 
expense to ths st(jscsnt proprietors by opening 
Bienville strset to the Metairie Ridge and the grave­
yards, but il hss not been eo unwise as to lsave 
the commonicetion incomplete.
