All tht water Qpmipg from the mountains is 

made use of for irrigating tbeir fields, wfeich, al­
though but recently made, promise on foripfer trials 
great yield« of grain and vegetables. 9féU. of the 
improvements in this region have been made last 
spring ; the experience in the use of water for irri­
gation, time of applying it to crop», in constructing 
ditches and dykevwae but very limited; H» fact, 
it wa* but a mere experiment with the farmers : 
but, in spite of all this, they have raised as good 
crops as are met with elsewhere. Wheat, oats, 
barley, have yielded abundantly of the finest 
grains. Melons And all the vine« are in perfect 
tion.and vegetables flourish likewise, the climate 
and soil suiting tropical productions. 

Should their experiments with the grapevine, 
olive, orange, lemon, pineapple, tea and coflTee, etc., 
succeed,of which there is but little doubt, they 
will be able in srtpply their rapidly increasing pop. 
ulation with all the necessaries and most of the 
luxuries other countries enjoy. While the valley 
below produces tropical fruits, the beach land or 
old shore of the lake at the altitude of three or four 
hundred feet above ihe plain, brings forth all the 
productions of the temperate zones, and still higher 
up, the cedar, pine, juniper and other evergreens 
of a Northern Clime flourish; hard-wood, however, 
is scarce^ a species of maple being the only native, 
but chestnut would thrive here, and yield as good 
timber feod frait as any of the slopes of the Apen-
inas. I 

The pasturage on the plains, as well as on the 
beach land and side-hills, is .luxuriant, equaled for 
fattening qualities only by that of California, hav­
ing the advantage over this country of the verdure 
extending to the lops of moat of the mountains. 

In the way of minerals they are well provided. 
A geographical survey has brought to light aa in­
exhaustible bed of stone coal, the specimens at the 
State-house equaling Newcastle coal ; iron ore, 
With a vein of silver running through it, which 
latter aione would pay for working ; gold in small 
quantities and platina, a very rare and valuable 
metal, are found ; and traces of eopper and zinc 
have been discovered. Their mineral springs are 
famous, little as they have been tried ; they proved 
efficacious in some cases of long standing, and the 
analysis shows them equal to the best and most 
resorted to in the old country. 

The country only needs a thorough investiga­
tion and hands enough to develop its resources, and 
the population will be independent of supplies from 
other quarters. Should they succeed in getting 
their grand system of irrigation (conducting the 
river Jordan by canal to the city, a distance of ?5 
miles along the foot of the mountains) an immense 
scope of land will be brought under the influence 
of isrigation, besides a vast water power for ma­
chinery, which will give support and employment 
to the old inhabitants, as well as to the new ac­
cession of 4000 or 4500 souls of the present year's 
immigration, swelling the population of the Val­
ley, inclusive of the settlements of Utah Lake, 
Sand Pitch, Bear and ^Weber rivers, to between 
6000 and 7000. 

The plan concluded upon by the leaders will 
eventually secure success to the enterprise, if en­
ergetically and perse veringly pursued. After 
bringing as much land as possible under cultiva­
tion, by an extensive and judiciously conducted 
system of irrigation, to have one year's supply of 
provisions in store, they intend to set up and finish 
their machines, furnaces, etc., for smelting ore, 
casting rails and finishing engines, for manufac­
turing purposes as well as for railways, to put 
themselves in connection with the neighboring 
country. A southern railway to top the Pacific, 
at some practicable point, is a favorable plan with 
them. A road to Oregon is spoken of; and the 
railroad from th head of navigation on the Mis­
souri to the Salt Lake Valley will some day be as 
much traveled as any of our main thoroughfares 
are at present. 

Trial of the French Miracle Worker. 
Rose Tamisier, arrested on a charge of having 

J»y a pretended miracle at St. Sa»urnin, committed 
' an outrage on objects of religious worship," was 

brought to trial before the Tribunal of Correciional 
Police of t'arpentras. She was extremely pale, 
anil her features bure the mark of mysticism. Her 
bearing WRH modest, and she was dressed in black, 
with a nun's cap. Her age is thirty three. The 
et urt was crowded, and the famous bleeding pic­
ture was placed behind the judges. If was proved 
that Rose had always pretended to work miracles. 
To one witnee» she once showed a letter which 
she «>aid had been written by a person who could 
neither read nor write, and that person had been 
miraculously endowed with the faculty of writing 
in consequence of her prayers. To another wit-
net* she asserted that she had been nurroundeiV by 
a grt-at lieht from Heaven. To a third, she 6aid 
that she had once, when in the Convent of Salions, 
planted a cabbage by the command of Heaven, 
and I hat in a few days ii grew to such a vast size 
that all the pereons in the Convent were able to 
make a dinner off it. A priest said that in Ansu^t, 
1850, she told him that she had miraculously re­
ceived the sacrament in the parish church, and on 
going to the tabernacle of the altar he found that 
the eonsecrated wafer had disappeared. On two 
subsequent occasions the consecrated wafer again 
vanished, and Rose pretended that she had again 
miraculously communicated. He, therefore, re­
moved the key of the Tabernacle, and forbade her 
to approach the altar ; he also directed his vicaire 
to say mass at the principal altar; but nevertheless 
the consecrated wafer was again taken away, and 

*iPu!n not P088'*5'? discover that any second key 
to the Tabernacle existed. On going outonemorn-
ing, he was surprised to find the Tabernacle open, 
two candies on the altar lighted, and Röxe prostrate 
on the ground. 

In answer to his questions, she said that the can­
dles had become light*) of themselves, that the 
tabernacle had voluntarily opened, that she had 
felt herself fixed to the ground at some distance 
from the altar, and that the consecrated wafer had 
then advanced alowly to her mouth. About the 
same time she pretended to have marks of a mira' 
culous character on her breast, and to prove this 
assertion she produced her linen, which sometimes 
had staius representing the Virgin Mary, and, at 
others, a crown of thorns. One day he ordered 
Rose to place a piece of clean linen to her breast, 
and not to leave the church. When the mass was 
over he made her produce tha-lirien ; to his aston­
ishment it bore the figure of the Virgin. By direc­
tion of the Archbishop, he directed her to pray to 
God that the marks on her breast might be re­
moved, and a few days after they disappeared. 
The vicaire of Saignon, after deposing to the re­
peated disappearance of the consecrated wafer, 
stated that in the month of October last, he had to 
say mass one morning at five o'clock, and expressed 
to Rose the fear that he might not awake in time. 
Rose answered, " I will have you awakened." 
T he next morning he was aroused from his sleep 
by three blows struck on his night table, and ai the 
same time heard distant music. Several other 
witnesses then deposed that R*se had made extra­
ordinary statements to them; had pretended to be 
in frequent communication with the Holy Virgin ; 
to have peculiar marks on her breast, etc. One 
taid that an intimate friend of Rose had assured 
her one day as tvve females were passing the 
church of St. Saturin, they tound themselves irre-
sistib'y attracted to ihe interior, and on kneeling 
before a picture saw blood fl .w from it. 

finally, the tribunal d-ciared itself incompetent 
to try the case, and adjourned.
