Don Manuel Godojr. 
The foi''»w ing curiou« sketch of part of a strange­

ly varied life,-is taken from the feuilleton of a Pa­
risian journal of October 14: 

The arcades and gardens of the Palais Royale 
have, jost lost one of their oldest and rao»t constant 
habitues, in thw person of a little, mild-eyed old 
man, wt.o n*ed to eome every day, with his placid 
-mile, to take hi* walk there, and sit in the open 
air, when the weather permitted. Hts indifferent 
appearstwe, hi« simplicity of manners, and his plain 
dress, announced a modest, aorial rank, ind a 
humble fortune. lie was a wonted sight to the 
lounge.«, to the children, and their nursas. The 
sparrows tlmi spurt there.had learned to trust in 
the fricdly old man, and came bbldly to pick the 
crumbs that'he distributed to them from his break-
fas< loaf. He loved to chat with his acquaintances 
of the garden, whether they were castors a la mode 
or the flit cap. He would have joined In the game 
of the children, Kopping the errant hoop of an un-
skillful driver, or throwing bark the ball that fell 
ai his fet-ei. If ihe snn s none brightly, he would 
go towards noon to see the solar-cannon, which 
always furnished a new pleasure. Such is the life 
of some Worthy citizens, who, content with their 
moderate income, spend their last days inquietue«*, 
at peace with the past, content with the present, 
not seeking to [»Ian for the future. 

No one who has observed him, in this latter 
state, would have dreamed for a moment whaj he 
once had been. If one had told you that this little, 
old man, with bis plump periphery and rounding 
bai k, was ore of the most attractive cavaliers of 
hi* time, you would have answered : That may 
be: such transformations are common enough, 
brought fa bout by the ravages of time. But you would 
have bf-en astonished to hear, in addition, that (his 
plainly dressed man bad a right to cover bis thread­
bare coal with riband», and crosses, and stars, and 
to put the collar of the Golden Fleece on his old 
black cravat. This man once held the destinies of 
a w hole people in his hands, and held sway of do-
minion without curb or limit; he was the favorite 
of a queen, the master of a king, and ruled a great 
kingdom, un though he had been its sovereign. 
Twenty xhepts of parchment would not contain the 
list ol hin titles and dignities. That ring upon his 
finger, is the insignia of Iiis marriage with the In­
fanta ol Hpain, a prince«« of the house of Bourbon ! 
In fine, this poor devil, whom you take for some re-
ired shop-keeper, is no other than Monsiegnpur, 
Don Manuel Godoy, Duke of Aleadia, and Prince 
of Peace. 

Yes, it was really he—that humble promenade, 
ot the Palais Royal. And after all, why wonder 
at the metamorphosis iq this age of startling down­
falls. How many of these shades we have geen 
pass by ! How many of these pale phantoms of 
departed grandeur ! He, like so many others, was 
for those wh'> knew his name and the romantic 
brilliance of his early history, only a subject for 
philosophic reflections. AH favorites at Court be-
gin alike, and succeed by like means and advan­
tages. D.»n Manuel had a good figure and an 
agreeable face; he sar.g prettily and touched the 
guitar Hkiiluily ; he made an elegint appear) 
in the splendid uniform of the body guard ; he was 
lull of grace and spirit, of pleasing address, hold, 
presuming; ho gave little heed to the Spanish 
proverb that, sayà» "Touch not the Queen/ 
What more did he want to make MB fortune at-
gallant t'ourt, governed by a feeble King and his 
passionate consort ? 

He had the fortune of Potemkin, but not his 
penius. At twenty-eight lie was Prime Minister, 
Ind-ui with honors ; the first grandee of the realm, 
allied to rhe Royal family, nephew in-law tu the 
King. All thai, but to fall the further, and to 
leave a little void among the loungers of tt.e Palais 
Royal. 

At the Eastüf vacations next spring, when th« 
theatrical year re-commences, the dramatic artiste« 
who come io Paris to seek engagements at that 
season, and td establish their centre of operations 
in the^garden of the Palais Royal, will ail inquire 
what h become of the pleasant old gentleman who 
had made himself their friend. As soon as thev 
had reached headquarters, at the close of the 
country campaign, Godoy would come to meet 
them and install himself in their midst. He knew 
them all and loved them ; he look pleasure in their 
conversation, questioned them about their suc­
cesses and failure*, and listened with interesr to 
the chronicle# of the green-room. No one was 
better informed than he as to the condition of art 
in the provinces ; no one had his memeory so well 
siortd w ith th^ personal movements and position 
of the dramatic array in the Departments. He 
knew ;il| their names, and their history from their 
first debut. He was known to tbem only under 
the nume of Manuel, for he carefully preserved 
his incognito and the secret of his pan greatness. 
" More than o ice. managers in quest of subjects 

for their theatres, offered him engagements. They 
would say : You would suit the part of a respect­
able old father most admirably. Will you engage 
us a regular stock actor ! I have a prompter's 
nirth to tili ; or there is a stage manager's place 
vacant. The Prince used to reply modestly, that 
he did not think he had enough talent Cor an art­
's' ; and, a3 for the other proposals, that his very

Mr. Calhoun's TFonb.—The first volume oF 
these works has been published, arid will be read 
with eagerness by the public. It will be examined 
with the more attention from the faot that it con­
tains aa exposition of bis project for altering the 
constitution, so as to plaee the 8outh on a footing 
with the North. At the time he referred to this 
subject in tbe speech made in the Senate shortly 
before he died, the people were much at a loss to 
eonjecture what remedy he designed to propose to 
effect his object ; and we are under the impression 
that he intended that the Southern States should 
be allowed an equality of Senators under all cir­
cumstances ; but it seems, from a quotation from 
this volume of his works, published in the Southern 
Standard, that he meant to propose a dual execu­
tive, one President to be from the South, and the 
other from the North. The following paragraph 
embraces his ideas on this subject : 

" How the Constitution could best be modified, 
eo as to effect the object, can only beauthoritatively 
determined by the amending pow^r. It may be 
done in various ways. Among others, it might be 
effected through a re-organization of the Executive 
department ; so that its powers, instead of being 
vested, as they now are, in a single officer, should 
be vested in two ; to be so elected as that the two 
should be constituted the special organs and repre­
sentatives of the respective sections in the Execu­
tive department of tbe Government, and requiring 
each to approve all the acts of Congress before they 
shall become the laws. One might bfc dhargetf 
with the administration of matters connected with 
the foreign relations of tbe oountry ; and the other 
of such as were connected with its domestic insti­
tutions ; the elections to be decided by lot. It would 

decided preponderance in tbe Electoral College, 
and to the other majority a still more decided influ­
ence in the eventual choice—in ca*e the College 
failed to elect a President. It was intended to 
effect an equilibrium between the larger and smaller 
States in this department, but which, in practice, 
has entirely failed, and by its failure, done much to 
disturb the whole system, and to bring about the 
present dangerous state of things." 

The Latest Prima Donna.—Jules Lecompte, 
the Paris correspondent, gives a description of 
S ignora Barbieri Nini, the latest operatic star, 
which Manager Luraiey has conjured above the 
horizon of Lutetia. It appears she is a Florentine. 
The Grand Duke, hearing of her fine vocal organ, 
assigned her a pension to pay for a proper musi­
cal education. The famous Merelli, the impresa­
rio of the Scala, and of the Imperial Theatre at 
Vienna, engaged her for three months, upon the 
recommendation of Romani, the Florentine mas. 
ter. In 1840 the new cantatrice made her appear­
ance at Scala—failed—the public were disgusted. 
Merelli tried to get rid of her : she resisted ; a law­
suit followed ; she gained it, and, in his wrath, the 
impresario sent her off to the provinces. After 
passing through the purgatory ot fairs, harlequin­
ades, and other choice appeals to vulgarian taste, 
her term of service with tbe implacable manager 
came to an end, and la Barbieri, with a capital 
voioe, finely developed, sought once more the in­
structions of Romani and Lamberti. From these 
she escaped with little injury, and at once took 
rank with star performers. All Italy rang with 
her praises. She was set down among the artists 
di eartello, the favorites of the carnival, and final­
ly formed a matrimonial engagement with one 
Count Nini, and a musical engagement with Mr. 
Lumley. M. Lecompte describes her as in the 
full force of age and talent. Her voice has lost the 
characteristics of its earlier history. Practice has 
flexed the modulations and equalized tbe powers 
of tbe rude instrument wnich at first performed so 
badly. To-day the organ is most perfect in its 
upper register—" strong, eloquent, crystalline, vel­
vety." Her method is full ol hardy and startling 
traits. Physically she has little to boast of ; she 
'Vksce ihe righr, which Pisaroni cedes to all talented 
eantatrici, of being particularly homely in the out­
ward getting up.

The Failure of Wells if Co.—The most im­
portant intelligence in the San Francisco papers, 
to tbe 4th of October, is the failu re of Messrs. 
Wells & Co., bankers, who, on the 3d of October, 
made an assignment to Charles L. Strong and 
Horace P. Jones. The Alta California says : 

It seems that the correspondent of the house in 
Boston deemed it unsafe to accept its drafts, owing 
to exaggerated reports of the losses it sustained at 
the great fire. The news by the last steamer, that 
their paper has been dishonored, together with the 
intelligence that an agent had been sent out to 
wind up the concern, who would arrive here on 
the California, induced the parties to make the 
assignment, with a view to protect their depos­
itors. 

Many rumors were prevalent yesterday respect­
ing the amount for which they have failed ; some 
of which were undoubtedly exaggerated. Seventy 
thousand dollars was mentioned among other 
amounts. It is useless, however, to hazard a con­
jecture, for it is clear that nothing definite can be 
known with regard to the affair, at least for a few 
days. 

The misftrtunes of Mr. Wells have heretofore 
been enough to breakdown almost any inan, and 
this stroke must have added the last drop to his 
cup. When in the full tide of success, the devast­
ating fire of the 4th of May came down upon our 
city, and swept thousands from his hard earned 
capital. Nor was it content with this. His office 
must not only be made a ruin, his capital must not 
only be shattered, the books even of his concern 

not only be totally destroyed, leaving his busi­
ness in utter confusion, but the dread element, not 
ret satisfied, must touch even him with his wither 
ng blast. 

fcor days Mr. Wells' life was despaired of. At 
least, however, he slowly recovered from the effects 
of his burns/ His banking house was re-opened, 
and sfter a manly struggle for success, he finds 
the overwhelming odds against him too much, and 
we see him at last yielding up his all for tbe benefit 
of his creditors. Were it imprudence, were it a 
rash speculation which has brought this about, the 
case would be different; but the fact that untoward 
fate has done it all, is what has excited the utmost 
sympathy of the whole community for Messrs. 
Wells Ab Co., in their severe misfortunes. 

European Relations with the United States —A. 
Washington letter in the N. Y. Journal of Com­
merce says : 

" Il is understood In diplomatic circles here, that 
Cbevatier Hulsemaun has received a letter from 
Prince Schwarzenberg, the substance of which 
he has communicated to our government, in rela­
tion to the proposed visit of Itçssuth to this coun­
try. Though Chevalier Huhemann is not directed 
to withdraw, upon the arrytal of K<wsuth, or, at 
lea^t, has not communicated such instructions, yet 
he has informed this government that Austria will 
look with concern and ivgret upon any official re­
cognition of Kodsuth by this government aud that 
of Great Britain. This communication was mado 
to this government, as is believed, on Saturday. I 
have reason to think that the questions growing 
out of the Cuban aflairs, between the United States 
on one side, and tbeGovernments of Great Britain, 
France and Spain on the other, are all to be satis­
factory adjusted, or, at least, will create no diffi­
culty. 

44 In respect to the orders given to English and 
French cruieers to intercept or search American 
vessels, supposed to be engaged in a hostile expedi­
tion against Cuba,, or any proposition for a mutual 
right of search for such purpose, they have recently 
been met by an appeal, on our part, to Lhe princ -
pies established by tbe Ashburton Treaty. 
" The doctrines on this subject, which were laid 

down by Mr. Webster in his dispatch to Lord Aber­
deen, through Mr. Everett, during the negotiation 
of the Ashburton Treaty, will be fully sustained 
and carried out by this Administration ; and these 
doctrines would preclude England and France from 
urging into éxecution any orders such as were re­
cently given/* . 

A Grand Arcfieotogieal Discovery.—Alexander 
von Humboldt publishes in the Gazette de Spener 
some particular* of his interesting discovery, at 
Athens, of the Council Chamber where the •Five 
Hundred held ther deliberations. At a depth of 
one foot below the surface, be had come upon a 
large mass of inscriptions, columns, statues, etc., 
which forbid a doubt that there had been the seat 
of that building. The explorations have not gone 
on as rapidly as they might, on aooonnt of tbe 
expense. There is little doubt, however, that the 
disoevery is of extraordinary importance. 

. A Moonlight Balloon Excursion. — A Par 
paper of the 14th uit. gives an entertaining log­
book of an aerial voyage recently performed by 
M. Eugene Godard and a half dozen companions, 
en a brilliant moonlight night. M. Godard was 
endeavoring to demonstrate his ability to steer the 
atmospheric ship as conveniently as one riding the 
water, and appears to have succeeded to a charm. 
He passed from one point of Paris and its environs 
to another, picking up his passengers; and stated 
when he finally arose, to what points in the depart­
ment he proposed to travel, and fulfilled his prom­
ises with wonderful exactness. When passing over 
Clichy, at an immense height, the scene is described 
as one of fairy-like beauty. The moon was 
the horizon ; the heavens, entirely free from cloud 
or vapor, glittered with stars; and below, the dif­
ferent streets and boulevards of Paris were dis­
tinctly protracted in long lines of light. At those 
ganglia of the city, the Place de la Concorde, the 
Palais National, etc., the effect of the gas lamps 
was to produce an atmosphere dazzlingly phospho-

•«Mt, and perfectly magical in its intense oolor-
iprtyt£nd the elevated towers of Notre Dame, the 
conythns and domes, stood out in dark relief from 
the glaring ground. After voyaging for i 
hours, the balloon descended at Garges, and the 
party traveled cosily and safely upon terra firma 
back to the city. 

A Desideratum. — The following paragraph 
from the NewYork Journal of Commerce announ-
ces a great convenience for American travelers in 
Europe : — 

u We notice that the banking-house of Messrs. 
Duncan, Sherman dc Co. have introduced the plan 
of i»suing circular notes for the convenience of 
European travelers, which will possess many ad­
vantages over the old letters of credit, where the 
sum to be disbursed is moderate, and wanted at 
different or uncertain points. The notes are pay­
able to the order of the bearer, whose signature is 
attached, and when endorsed by him will be 
promptly eashed by agents of the drawers, at fifty 
different places throughout the continent of Eu­
rope, with no further deduction than the ordinary 
rate of exchange on London. With these in his 
pockets, a traveler can realise his tunds wherever 
most convenient, at Paris or at Moscow, at Lon 
don or Cfadiz, and all without paying any commis* 
sion. 

New Species of Cotton.'— The Demopolis Argus 
has a description of a new species of cotton, called 
the " golden chaff," which has been during the 
season cultivated by a few planters of Marengo 
county. Its growth hitherto, it is stated, has been 
altogether confined to a few in Sumter county. 
The Argus states that the weed is diminutive, and 
the seed very small. Fouiteen hundred pounds of 
it in seed yield five hundred pounds ginned. One 
of those who have planted it will make eight bales 
to the hand. On the plantation of Mr. B. J. Pope, 
4*2 acres will yield 60 bales. Others who have 
planted it seetn to be equally successful ; and all 
who have examined it say that it yields one-third 
more than any other species of cotton ever planted 
The staple (says the Argns) is quite fine, and all 
that we have seen looks very white and nice.
