We defy attack, we defy insinuation, upon 

these points, on which we have taken position! 

We will hold the whig party, as we would have 

held the democratic party had i t been successful 

to a sense of respect for public opinion. We 

are not boastful of our position of independence 

We are willing it shall speak for itself. We speak 

our own opinions. They will not suit everybody. 

We know that. We are prepared for that. We 

know nothing of the humbug independence, which 

insinuates furty thousand things, and says nothing 

We pursue no such course. We say what we 

think, and we are willing to abide by what we 

say« One party may be wrong and the other may 

be right in ottr opinion. We will say BO when we 

think so. Let the consequences follow aAer. We 

can meet them. We have no meaningless puffs to 

give to any one. We petition for no patronage. 

The Delta runs over the list of candidates which 

it has been pleased to notice ; and asks if we mean 

this or that in reference to them. The editor of 

the Delta has a remarkable facility in such matters, 

which would be altogether more ertditab'e if he 

were a party to the business. This is the third 

time he has, without warrant or color, asked us 

question of a similar character. We do not seek 

difficulties and have no desire to make general 

remarks personal. If we choose to do so, we 

desire no prompter. 

We think this, and we any it plainly. The office 

of U. S. Senator is a highly honorable office. It 

should be conferred upon a man of a position which 

should place him above begging. A begging con­

test for the position woVild be discreditable in 

every way, and the office-beggar should be 

promptly rejected. No man should be elected 

who is not above such a necessity. Messrs. 

Peters, Adams, Hunt, Kenner, Benjamin, ought 

to be above it If any one of them is not, we are 

in favor of defeating him. 

But we say plainly and distinctly, that we are 

convinced that the game of begging has been 

begun, and that we will work against the parties 

to it. No one will take offence at this, but those 

"the cap fits." We are earnestly anxious that 

Louisiana shall be properly represented in the 

Senate of the Union. Senator Downs is in. 

The whigs have the power to supplant him, and 

they have the right to do so. A party is entitled 

to the fruits of its sträggles. But if thsre is to be 

a pitiful and disgraceful contest—if country and 

city presses are to be bought and flattered into 

service—if candidates for U. S. Senator are to 

rsn around and write to members of the Legisla-

tnre—if the whole election is to be a petition and a 

farce, we are distinctly in favor of quashing the 

whole matter by the re-election of Downs. The 

whigs are entitled to the Senator. Let them see 

that they are not imposed upon. Let them shut 

their ears to beggarly appeals for votes. Let 

them vote for the best man. But if there is to be 

squabbling, trickery management, we are in fim,r 

Ut electing our patriotic Senator, Downs. We 

are that honest ; will the Delta say as much 

The whigs have good men, but we are opposed to 

little squabbles for so honorable an office. 

The Delta wishes to know (it does not say so, 

but it insinuates so) whom we mean by a fancy 

man, a holiday man, an unscrupulous caucus 

manager. Well, we referred to two gentleman, 

with both of whom we are upon conversational 

terms ; and either of whom would do no discredit 

to the position they seek ; but we do not like the 

way in which they seek it. If the "cap fits,'' 

they will understand what we mean without the 

gratuitous assiatance of the Delta. 

But we say the preliminary contest is unfair. 

Even yesterday, in noticing our article, the Delta 

ignores the fact that the friends of Mr. Roselius 

are anxious that the office of U. S. Senator should 

be conferred upon and accepted by him. The 

meaning of all this is plain enough. Every body 

knows who the candidates are, and that they are 

in these classes : 1st, active candicates, Hunt and 

Kenner; inactive candidates, Adams, Peters, Ko-

selius, McWhorter, Declouet, BorJelon. They 

are all, active and inactive candidates, competent 

to represent the State faithfully and creditably ; 

and we ask of them not to disgrace the State by a 

small, contentious and embittered contest. The 

man of the hi hest character is the roan most 

likely to be influential in the U. S. Senate ; and 

ght to be elected. He is not the man to 

" electioneer." That is our position. We are in 

favor of him ; and we work up no elaborately 

humbuggish " independence" upon the subject. 

If a democrat is to be Senatbr, we are in favor of 

Downs ; if a whig, of a man who will not per 

sonally, or by others,''stoop to beg. If the whigs 

are not careful, they will lose the Senator ; and if 

they do, it will be their own fault They can 

mark this as prophecy.

Holders have met 

the demand freely throbghout the week. The 

stock of American Cotton on hand at this port is 

100,000 hales less than last year at this time.
