Bigamy and Attempted Murder.-"The Mayor of 
Richmond, Va., on Friday VN» ek, issued a warrant 
for the arrest of Arthur Ryan, charged with bigamy 
and an attempt to take the life of his wife, Ella 
Ryan, to whom he wai married several months 
ago, in St. Vincent's Church, Baltimore. It ap­
pears from the statement of Mrs. Ryan that Arthur 
had another wife, in Ireland, at the time he mar­
ried her, and that she has lately arrived at New 
York. 

Railroad Aeeidênt.—Ku accident occurred on 
Vriday week, as the night train waa on its way 
from Augusta to Charleston. The boiler of the 
locomotive James L. Petigru exploded with so 
m ch force as to kill the engineer, Mr. Philip 
Scholr, and two firemen, Frederick Kruse and B. 
Brother. The bodies were dreadfully mutilated. 
The two latter were men with families. None of 
the passengers sustained injury. Three of the 
cars were much damaged, one horse was killed, 
aiyl the telegraph posts and wires suffered some 
injury. 

American Wine.—The cultivation of the grape 
is carried on extensively in the neighborhood of 
Cincinnati, and it is supposed that not leaa than 
one thousand acres are devoted to this purpose. A 
correspondent of the Newark Daily Advertiser 
suites that in one wine cellar which he visited in 
Cincinnati, he saw 75,000 bottles of sparkling Ca­
tawba, and about 40,000 gallons of wine in casks 
varying from 40 to 5000 gallons in each. 

Insanity in California—According to an article 
jn the Philadelphia Inquirer, insanity ig said to 
prevail to a (earful extent in California. Nearly 
every physician in the State has patients, and 
har'lly a vessel leaves for the Atlantic States, 
which does not carry away some sufferer. The 
judge of one of the lower courts of San Francisco 
recently suited that more than one hundred and 
fifty cases had come under his observation in that 
city in less than six months, and the editor of the 
Courier thinks there have been at least four hun­
dred victims since the settleméfct of the place by 
the Americans. 

Arrested.—A roan named Samuel P. King was 
arrested near Providence, Indiana, recently, on 
charge of kidnapping a slave from Louisville, Ky. 

Fires.—A fire occurred at Mobile Saturday morn­
ing, on Dauphin, between Laurence and Hamilton 
street«, which dealnoyed all but two small buildings 
ol the north front of said square. A dispatch to 
the Charleston papers, from Augusta, Ga., of the 
18th, hays a destructive fire was then raging in that 
place. \inong the building« destroyed was the 
office of the Chronicle and Sentinel. 

Bragg's Artillery.— The 8t. Louis Republican, 
noticing a drill of Col. Bragg's battery of flying 
artillery, at Jefferson Barracks, says 

We are not familiar enough with military terms 
to attempt a description of the various evolutions, 
but s nie idea may be formed of the rapidity with 
which they are eiecuted, by the time occupied, as 
noted by several gentlemen. The company iame 

* down tue parade nt full speed, halted, formeü in 
battery, uniimbertd, and fired several rounds. The 
order was given to take the whole to pieces. The 
cannon were taken off the carriages, the wheels off 
the axles, the swabs and every thing pertaining to 
the guns scatter over the field in apparent confu­
sion. The cannomers sat down upon the prostrate 
wheels and trails, and the horsemen were all dis­
mounted. The whole of th s movement, from the 
command to halt to the dismounting oi the gun 
carriages, occupied two minutes and five seconds. 

Again the word of commaud was given, the 
wheels were replaced on the carriages, the guns 

I» mounted, every thing in its place, the horses at­
tached, and reformed in battery, and fired in fifty-
two seconds. The maddening speed with which 
they drive, no matter how uneveu or dangerous Cuba, 
the ground, the quickness with which they halt, 
the rapidity with which the horses wheel to their 
position», the celerity and regularity with which 
every person connected with the guns performs his 
special duty, cannot be described. 

Such is the perfection of the guns and carriages, 
fhai if any thing breaks, or is destroyed by an ene­
my, it can bd at once supplied. They even carry 
extra v- heels, and every part of a gun is the coun 
terpart of any other in the battery. 

lu theee manœuvres the horses partake fully in 
the rider's excitement. With distended nostrils 
and glowing eyes, they furiously rush on, but soo 
learn the word of commaud, and seem to unde 
ftanU what is required ot them. 

A Daring Exploit.—A most daring exploit wu 
performed at the lower ferry in this town a few 
days since. Two men ^drunk) came to the ferry 
a buggy, and, unabie to cross in the boat as so 
a* they wished, dashed into the river and crossed 
in the buggy, with the horse attached. At this 
point the river can not be less than three hundred 
yards in width, at least fif ty of which required to be 
swam by the horse. It was accomplished without 
damage. Such a teat would prove successful once 
in a hundred times.

It seems thai Henderson Parchman and John 
Dillingham were intoxicated, iell out and com 
menced fighting with knives, when Joshua Dilling 
ham attempted to part them ; on beeing ihts, Mar 
tin P- *hot him dead, blowing tils brains out. 
Henderson P. and John D. continued fighting ; 
John D. waa cut nine times, and, though not dead, 
is not expected to live; Henderson P. was cut 
once in the thigh, which proved mortal. The par­
ties were addicted to drinking, and were quarrel 
some when drunk. Maruu Parchman escaped 
rAberdeen (Miss.) Ind., 15th inst.

'he snug.little bit of pocket money, $500,000, by 
the operation.

$25,000 for the right to pick up such loat articles as 
fell through the crevices of the floor upon the 
ground beneath.

The late Failures.—The Dry Goods Reporter 
mention» that Messrs. Cheseborough, Stearns <St 
Co., of N. Y , who (ailed in Sept. last, have com­
promised with nearly all their creditors, paying fifty 
per cent of their indebtedness. 

James R. Smith & Co., who recently suspended 
t in Philadelphia, have offered their creditors seven 

ty cents on the dollar ; fifty in six, nine and twelve 
month-«, and twenty in eighteen and twenty-four 
months, without interest. 

Commerce of the United States.—The Journal of 
Coram« ree reports, from information derived from 
a reliable source, that the imports into the United 
Stat-s for the fiscal year ending June 30, 1851, 
were $210,000,000, and the exports from the coun­
try for the samfl period were $188,000,000—show 
ing an exeesii of importa over exports of $32,000,-
<KX). The exports as stated, we presume, include 
those of specie, of w- ich, from the port of N. Y. 
alone, rn »re than $35,000,000 have gone forward 
sinne January last to this date. 

Rise in the Rtver.— The Arkansas is at length 
coming up in fine style, and has now risen four feet 
at this place, with every prospict, from the news 
that reaches us from the west, of a fine stage of 
water for our larger class of boats. The late heavy 
and continued rains have been general, and we 
doubt not the rep< rt of a large rise above is reliable.

Cause and Effect.—The city temperance society 
of Albany, N.Y., reports that the number of com­
mittals in that city has increased 25 per cent, dur­
ing the year. Il attributes the increase of crime to 
the free use of liquor, and proposes the passage of 
a law like that recently enacted in Maine.

The public mind in France was in a state of ex-
citement, it having been stated by the editor of 
the Constitutionnel, a personal friend of Louie 
Bonaparte, that the latter intended to propose the 
abrogation of the law of the 3lst of May, and to 

intry for the presidential election. 
nstitutionnel takes to lecturing 

the United States for the imprudence of their pre­
parations, and asks Mr. Fillmore what he means 
by ordering commanders of forts and naval sta­
tions to fire salvos in honor of M. Kossuth, as if 
he were the representative of a foreign power ; and 
how he dares to recall Mr. Owen from Havana for 
refusing to intercede to prevent his piratical coun­
trymen from being shot; and how it comee that 
General Sanford had issued an order of the day in 
which he convokes the militia of New York, to 
give a hearty welcome to Kossuth. 

We read in the Piedmontese Gasette, of the ?4th 
ult., that all the country around Nisxa, Doglian 
and Cherasco, is so inundated that the mails have 
been stopped. 

The Lombardo Vsneto announces that the whole 
district of Cavarzere, in the Venetian territory, is 
under water from the overflowing of the Adige ; 
that all the corn and forage has been either spoiled 
or washed away ; and that upwards of 2000 persons 
are encamped on the heights, in the open air, and 
sleep on straw. 

Kossuth's reception in England, the great meet­
ings held in his honor, the loud expressions of anti-
Austrian sentiments in the bold and simple lan­
guage of that country, is not without effect. The 
rage of the government and the court, and of a 
great part of the army, is incredible. 

A correspondent writing from Vienna, says: "1 
have had frequent opportunities of conversing with 
Magyars and with disinterested, impartial individu­
als, not desirous of misstating any thing. I learn 
that the mass still adhere with obstinate firmness 
to the belief that Kossuth will one day or other re 
turn to re-raise the Hungarian national standard. 
The impoverished by the war do not curse him, the 
wounded do not blame him, the exiled do not ac­
cuse him. Kossuth remains the idol of three-
lourths of the people. His patriotism and energy, 
his simplicity iu power, and dignity in misfortune, 
compel and fascinate the admiration and affection 
of ail true Magyars." 

The Episcopacy of Hungary has been summoned 
to meet in Vienna on the 1st of November. 

A statue of William the Conqueror was inaugu­
rated at Palaise, (his birth place,) on Sunday, the 
26th ult., in presence of a vast crowd, among 
whom was M. Guizot, who made a speech. 

There appears to be a settled calmness in Aus­
tria. The grain crops are said to have turned out 
very ii different this year. Prices were rising in 
all the markets. \ disease like the poiatoe rot liad 
attacked the grapes. 

Ttie Neapolitan minister, Prince Cestelcicala, 
who has tecenily been brought to the notice of the 
public ny Lord Palmerston'a letter, is to be repla­
ced in Loudon by Prince Carini. 

The Queen ot Spain has accepted the resigna­
tion of M. Fermiu Arteta, Minister Del Fomenio, 
and his appointed the Senator Mariano Miguel de 
Reinoso to succeed him. Brigadier Salus, former­
ly Secretary of the Governor of Cuba, had arriv­
ed at Madrid from Havana. 

The Chambers of Saxony are convoked for the 
1st of December. 

The Loudon Globe, of the 30th ult, states that 
the returns of the next day of the Bank of Eng 
land would show an increase of £170,000 in tne 
bullion at the Bank. This is the more worthy ol 
notice, as there had been a large drain for the pay-
"Bill of the dividends. 

The indirect taxes in Belgium yielded 59,012,-
507f. during the fir*t uine months of the present 
year, ending the 30ih of September. 

1 he dispatches from India in anticipation of the 
overland mail, bring dales froin Bombay to OcL 3 ; 
Calcutta, September 20. Commercial affairs, both 
at Calcutta and Bombay, were exceedingly dull. 

The distiches are unusually barren of interest. 
The railway question (»etween Abbas Pacha and 
the Sultan is suii pending. 

The priucipai item of news from Bombay is the 
reported determination of the Governor General 
seixe on a portion of the territory ot the Ameer 
Dost Mahomrned, of Cabul, it being well r-ituaud 
lor establishing a post to waicti and overawe the 
Afreedees, Wuzerees, etc., round Peshawur. 

The Military Gazette, of Spain, mentions that 
le hundred guus have been sent to Havaua, 

for the armament of the forts aJonir the coast ol 
"uba. 

The Tuscan Moniteur stales that the dowager 
Duchess Maria Louisa drove out of Florence in a 
court carriage, by the gate of St. Frediano. When 
a mile out of the town, some drunken Austrian 
soldiers, with drawn bayonets, forced them to de­
scend from the carriage, which the ladies did, and 
sought refuge in a house. After tearing the cush­
ions of the carriage to pieces, the soldiers attacked 
the house, endeavoring to lorce au entrance, but 
before they could succeed, some neighbor: 
and drove them off.
