Theie several articles and clauses 
of the Constitution,all resting on the same authority, 
must Mand or fall together. Some objections have 
been urged against the details of the act for the re 
turn of fugitives from labor; but it is worthy-of 
lemark, ttiat the main opposition is aimed against 
ihe Constitution itself, and proceeds from persons 
and classes of persons, many of whom declare their 
wish to see that Constitution overturned. They 
avow their hostility to any law which shall give full 
and practical effect to this requirement of the Con­
stitution. Fortunately, the number of these per­
sons is comparatively small, and is believed to be 
daily diminishing, but the issue which they present 
is one which involves the supremacy and even the 
exisiebce of the Constitution."

GBNBK.IL COUNCIL.—'This body met last evening in spe­
cial session—ten members present. Mr. Waterman was 
elected President, aud bnsinesi oommenced by reading the 
message of the Mayor calling the meeting.
