Senate.— Hon. Mr. Stockton, of New JeriVy, 
appeared to day and was »worn. 

A nnmber of notices of bills were given. 
The joint resolution of Mr. Foote, making ar­

rangements for the reception and entertainment of 
Kossuth, wan taken up. 

Mr. Foote moved to fill the blanks so that the 
tfena'e committee whould consist of three Senators, 
and the Houae of five members. 

Mr. Dawxon opposed the resolution. Such 
honor« were never conferred on any one before, 
Have Lafayette. Kossuth was in no way identified 
with this Government, or its establishment, as was 
Lafayette. Kossuth wan a great man, and all 
sympathized with him, but he thought en'ugh hud 
been done by »ending a national vessel for him to 
»how our respect, etc. He had nothing against 
Kosftuth, but he objected to the manner of extend­
ing him this great honor. 

Mr. Hale proposed to amend it by adding to it 
that the committee assure Kossuth of the sympa­
thy we feel for all victims of oppression, and that it 
is the earnest desire of this Government that the 
day may shortly arrive when the rights of man may 
be universally recognized and respected. 

Mr. Foote replied to the objections of Mr. Daw­
son. Ko*«uth wa* pre-eminently distinguished for 
all the virtues of warrior and statesman. Kossuth 
had been invited to our shore«, and it was proper 
that something be done to provide for his reception. 
He denounced the amendment suggested by Mr. 
Hale as the result of a desire to fasten upon this 
resolution the peculiai notions of the base and 
miserable faction who had been laid bare by the 
recent legislation of Congress. 

Mr. Ilaie replied, defending his amendment. 
Mr. Foote rejoined, and said that ita Senator 

from New Hampshire could not deny that the pur-
; rs« d object of his amendment was to obtain an 
expression of sympathy for a certain population in 
the Southern States. 

Mr. Cass followed in support «if the resolution 
and in opposition to the amendment, as improper 
and unjusi. 

Mr. Underwoo I addressed the Senate in opposi­
tion to the re-olu'.ion. He was opposed to all in­
terference, • by resolution or by act, with the af 
fairs of other nations.

The negotiations 
which it we« supposed would have put au end tc 
the war, have been abandoned, and the conflict 
was about to be renewed. The British Packet, 
the org tu of Read, represents that since the 3d of 
October, Ori:»e has frequently offered battle to Ur 
«jo za, which the latter has declined. Unfortu 
nately, no reliance whatever can he placed upon 
the maternent* of the Packet, nor probably ai 
averments of the Comercio, a Montevidean i 
paper on the opposite interest, any more trusworthy. 
Supposing the truth to lie between the two, v 
fer that Urqutza fias the advantage of Oribe, and 
thai i|e>enioiii from the ranks of the latter have 
beer* coincide table. Urquiza, with a considerable 
f .rce, had reached the Yi.and a captain ot a ' 
arrived at Buenos Ayres reported that he had heart 
a heavy cannonade in the direction of Montevide 
from no' n until evening on the 9th of October. 

A law was p&Mted by the provisional legislatui 
of Buenos Aires, on the 8th of October, accepting 
the withdrawal of the resignation of Rosas, and 
it» promulgation was the occasion of some |>opular 
rejoicings at Buenos Ayres.

A Tea Drinker.—Hazlitt, the celebrated writer 
nd critic, usually rose at one or two o'clock

•ssively strong black tea, and a toasted French 

roll till four or five in the afternoon) silent, 
tionless, and self-absorbed, like a Turk ove: 

i p'iuch ; for tea served him in this capacity, 
s the only stimulant he ever took, and, at the 
time, the only luxury: the delicate state of 

his digestive organs prevented him from tasting 
any^ fermented liquors, or touching any food but 
beet, mutton, poultry, or game dressed with perfect 
plainness. He never touched any but tbe black 
tea, and was particular about the quality of that, 
always using the most expensive that could begot, 
and he used, when living alone, to consume nearly 
a pound in a week. A cup of Hazlitt's tea (if you 
happened to come in for the first b re wage of it) 

a peculiar thing ; I never tasted anything like 
He always made it for himse f, halt filling the 

teapot with tea, pouring the boiling water on it, 
d then almost immediately pouring it out, using 
th it a great quantity of sugar and cream. To 

udge of its occasional effect upon him, it in all pro­
bability, hastened Iiis death, which took p ace from 
disease of the digestive organs. But its immediate 
effect was agreeable, even to a degree of fascina­
tion ; and not feeling any subsequent reaction from 

he persevered in its use to the very last, not-
thstanding two or three attacks similar to that

The Reaso?i why the Water of the De'id Sea 
Unfitted to Support Life.—Mr. Robert J. 

Graves. M. D., has communicated to the Edin­
burgh Philosophical Journal a very interesting 
tide on the causes why the waters of the Dead 
Sea are destitute of fieh and other marine animals 

Dead Sea con'iins no living thing within its 
fatal boundaries, yet this salt sea, so famous in 
•lory, is supplied with water from fresh water 
rivers, räiich abound in lish and vegetables. The 

face of the Dead Sea is 1300 feet below th 
level of the Mediterranean, is 1000 feet deep, 60 
miles long and 9 broad. It receives all the waters 
of the Sea of Galilee. A correct chart of the old 
lake was never given to the world until the expe­
dition under Lieut. Lynch surveyed it. The full 
credit of this important fact is given to our coun­
try by Mr. Graves. It had been stated by Dr. 
Robinson and Mr. Warburton that the ahores of 
the Dead Sea were non-volcanic, but the expedi­
tion brought home specimens of lava and sc 
thus refuting former accounts. 

There is another sea in the world just like the 
Dead Sea of Sodom. This is the Great Salt Lake 
of the Mormon country, discovered and explored 
by Lieut. Fremont. This lake contains no living 
thing within its bosom, and it also receives the 
fresh waters of Lake Utah. 

The waters of the Dead Sea of Jordan contain 
24 per cent of saline matter, consisting of chlo­
rides of potassium, sodium, calcium, magnésium 
iron, mairganese, with bromide of magnesium. 1 hi« 
saline impregnation accounts for the absence of 
all vegetable and auimal life. The waters of the 
great American Salt Lake are nearly of the same 
composition, and present sim'lar phenomena to 
that of the Sea of Sodom.
