Faataa of Partlea. 

Until lately we have looked upon the propored 

fuaion of partiea aa one of the groaaeat humbuga 

of the day—it eeemed to ua ao entirely unreaa.

The published proceedings ahow that the 

Southern ultraista—aome of whom never would 

have been elected had they not more than inti­

mated a dispoeition to acquiesce in the Compro 

miae—joined with the Northern free-aoilere io 

put down the reaolution of acquieeeence. If they 

will not aay they will acquiesce, what do they 

mean to do ? 

We apprehend from thia significant fact that 

agitation upon aectional queationa is not dead ; 

and unfortunately, as it appeara to be again warm­

ing into life and making head, its great foe and 

conqueror, the American Pacificator, ia, aa we 

learn from Waahinftton, alowly passing away from 

life and the corneals of patriotism. The Wash 

ington Union—a paper which haa done some aer 

vice in behalf of the Compromiae—saya that the 

introduction of the resolution of acquiescence waa 

"inexpedient" That is another bad sign. Why 

" inexpedient" ? " Inexpedient" to offend free-

aoilism? Is it so powerful ; haa it grown ao atout, 

that the national organ of the democratic party 

thinka it " inexpedient" to offend it > 

If that be the conelusion, if that show itself 

to be the fact in the Legislation of Congress, 

one reault ia almost certain to follow, and that 

is the Fusion of P.rties. If the politiosl elements 

be thrown into choas, it will be but momentarily— 

they will briefly shape themaelvea into form and 

order, and out of them will arise two great parties ; 

the one compact in single devotion to the mainte­

nance of the Union ; the other sectional, but dis 

jointed bj opposing ultraisms. The friends of the 

U;,ion will be called upon to make one magnificent 

demonstration, and in the triumph of the Preaiden-

tial conteat, aa in the fall of a great wave, aection-

aliam will be wrecked and aeattered in fragmenta. 

If auch a conteat ahould come, we have no fear 

of the reault. The Uaion victoriea in Miaaiaaippi, 

Alabama, and Georgia, light up the future. If it 

come, it can have no real iaaue, concealed aa it 

may be, but the maintenance of the Fugitive Slave 

law and non-interference with the exiatence of 

alavery in placee under the juriadiction of the 

United Statea ; and thoae are Southern issues es 

aential to the life of the Union. If it ia to come, 

it may as well come now ; and the victory of the 

Union won, partiea can then reahape themaelvea 

into their old forma, a moat deairable result in our 

view. If it is to come, Foote, Cooper, Caaa, Clay, 

Clemena, Webater, Cobb, Fillmore, Duer, Crit­

tenden. Toomba, Jonea, (Jaa. C.), will be the 

leading men. A majority of the Whig Congres­

sional Caucus were Northern men ; the Resolution 

of Acquiescence in the Compromise (rejected by 

the Democratic Caucus) was adopted by it and 

only three members left in consequence of its 

adoption. Hera is another good sign, if such 

contest ia to coma. 

We have, however, but little fancy for fuaion 

of parties, and could only accept it as a matter 

of the last resort. It would be almost like an 

appeal to war, and would seriously demoralize 

our politics In the future. Parties with clearly 

recognized principles, with distinctly staled mea­

sures, are essential to the full vitality of a Re­

public. They quicken vigilance. They caution 

against the abuae of power. They check, ad­

vise, restrain statesmen. They provoke discus­

sion, and diacuasion elioita truth and enlargea 

popular intelligence and watchfulneaa. Discus 

eion of the principles of government lives only 

in them, and the life of a Republic lies dormant 

without diacussion. The issue of Unionism or 

anti-Unionism would leave to whiohever tri­

umphed no active and beneficial policy ; to the 

first only defence, to the latter only destruction. 

And taping always and believing always the 

beat, the interval which would elapse would be 

sufficient to deaden the wholesome activity, the 

keen vigilance, and the useful, if somewhat bit­

ter, scrutiny of our politica. 

Fire and Loss of Life—On Tuesday night 

week, the old Osgood House, about three miles 

from Keene, N. H., was destroyed by fire, with 

one of its inmates. The house was occupied by 

Jonas Osgood and two siaters, one of whom had 

been insane for many years. The fire is supposed 

to have taken place in her room, and she perished 

in the flsmea. The others barely escaped with 
their lives. 

Denounced.—We learn by recant Turin jonrnals 

that the late Papal Bull against Professor Nuytx 

and his lectures in the University of that capital, 

haa been treated with the utmoat contempt on all 

aidea—by the gorernment and the people. The 

Miniatry reaolred to treat it "aa a nullity," and 

the Profeasora and officera of tha Univeraity con­

tinue to manage their own affairs in their own way, 
without modification. 

Liberia Society.—The colored population of N. 

York hare formed a " Liberia Agricultural Soci 

ety," and propose to send an agent to Liberia,wit 

authority to clear lande, build houaea, etc. Thia 

aasociation is composed entirely of colored men, 

who propoae to aecure to each colored family ami-

grating there, a farm, and to aupply it with imple-

menta, etc., free of expense. 

Captain John Remington, one of the most re­

spectable and moat highly estepmed aea captains 

belonging to the port of Philadelphia, died in that 

city on the 4th instant, after a long and painful 

illness. Captain R. had been for a number of 

years engaged in the Havana trade. 

The Eastern Canals. An Albany dispatch of 

the 4th saya that the canals are (irmly closed with 

ice, with no prospect of their opening before spring. 

Sunk.—A die patch of the Hih inst., from San­

dusky, statea that the Lake steamer Sultana struck 
a rock near that place the day previous and sunk.
