Kossuth and the Philadelphia Committee—
Probability of his wot leaving New York only to
return to Europe '—A committes of the City
Council of Philadelphia waited upon M. Koesuth,
in Now York, on Saturday, at the lrving House,
and presented him a copy of the resdlutions of in-
vitation pussed by the corporate swhorities, A
short and eloquent address was made o him by E.
Y. Farqubar, Esq , to which he replied substantially
as follown :
