I respondent of the Lebanon (Tenn.) Packet, writing 

irom Pikesville, Bledsoe county, in this Stat«, 
I gives the following account of a singular freak 

Dame Nature has been playing up in the Cumber­
land Mountains : 

" In March last, about twenty miles from Pike-
ville, on the road leading to Harrison, Walden's 
Bridge commenced bursting up at the first break 
or bench from the top of the mountain. This oc­
curred some time in March last, and the rupture 
was accompanied by a rumbling noise, not unlike 
deep-toned thunder. I did not learn whether there 
was any oscillation or trembling of the surround­
ing surface, resembling an earthquake, or whether 
(he noise and upbreaking were accompanied by the 

fr "sual attendants of volcanic action. The citizens 
I were terribly frightened, and though six months 

have elapsed, they regard it as one of the most 
^^riiih'ful occurrences in nature they have ever wit-
w nessed. 

u 1 noticed, in my descent from the mountains, 
a huge gap in the dense timber that fringes the 
side c f the Ridge, extending about two miles in a 
parallel direction with the top. The gap in the 
timber appeared to be about sixty or a hundred 
feet in width, and the fissure in the earth reached 

T to au unknown depth, in which trees of the largest 
size were torn up, and enormous rocks, which had 
probably lain concealed for ages, were rent from 
their «primitive beddings and laid bare. There 
seems to have been no convulsive throe of nature 

relieve herself of the expansive force of con-
^^Bjied elements, but simply the giving way of a part 

ot the foundation on which the mountain rests, and 
tho sinking or settling down of the unsupported 
part on a new basis.''
