St. Tammany parish is located
twenty-two miles north of New Or-
leans. Covington, the county site,

IMMIGRANTS,
with a small amountof capital and
a fair supply of industry and perse-
t verance, cannot possibly do better

than locate in our parish. The cli-
mate iseas fine as any in the world.
The winters are generally mild, and
snow rarely falls. Spring opens
early in February, with blossom
on the peach and quince trees, and
vegetation comes rapidly forward.
The heat of summer is moderate,
and the unfailing breezes of the
evening refresh man and beast after
the labors of the day.
