Spring opens
early in 'ebruary, with .blJonom
on the peach and quince trees, and
vcgetation comes rapidly forward.
The heat of summer is moderate,
and the. unfailina IJeezea o- Lie
evenling refresh man and beast alter
the labors of the day.

THE SOIL
is very productive, and admirably;
adapted for raising sugar cane, clt-
ton, oa!ts, corn, rice, peanuts, etc.
The sine is indigenox;s, and yearly
bears large harvests of deficious

. fruit. Oranges. pears, peach, plums,
quinces, figs intd pecana thrive well.
