NOVELTIES OF CHINESE COS.
TUME.

1•othing Fits Except Hiik Stockings, Jackets
and Capis.

The principal feature albout a China-
lman' cosltumi is the fact that nothing
ever fits but hisi s:ockings. His cloth-
inp con-its really. of three or four shirts.
or garments made after the fashion of a
shirt. each opening in front and ha ing
liv., button:. a sacred number. These
buttons are nevier in a .straight row, but
in a sort of semi-circle half around the
boa,,y. The outer garments have sleeves
a foot longer than the arm, a fact which
ailrl.s abundant oport unities for theft.

A ('hinaman's i:tckets are his ther-
nlolnter. lHe will say: *"To-dav is
three jackets cold, and if it increases at
this rate, to-morrow will be four or five
jackets cold."

Their shoes are well known, and their
eapr are of three or four dif.rent forms.
Onetheyca they call the watermelon cap,'' of
the shape of half a watermelon, having
no front-piece. but instead, a knob on
the top by which it is handled. The
second is like a round top felt hat with
the sides turned up. and others are
of various shapes. The color of the
knob on top of the hat is the sign of
rank among mandarins. The lowest
wear a gilt knob, then a white stone, a
clear crystal, a pale blue stone, a deep
blue, a pale red and a deep red, in order
of rank. Yellow may only be worn by
the Emperor sfamily, but as a mark of
respect to age, men over sixty years by
special edicts are allowed to wear yel-
low, this always entitling them to great
consideration among all classes.

The dude pantaloon probably origii,-
ated among the Chinese. for, from the
dawn of history, on state occasions.
olficials and dressy persons will wear a
sort of pantahlon. fitting as tightly as
lposilble to the leg and each leg being
entirely separate from its fellow. These
trousers are of silk or satin, and the legs
are held in place by being fastened to a
waistbiand or belt around the body. On
the approach of cold weather tlie Chi-
nese increase the nunber of their gar-
ments, until sometimes they are like
animated bahls of cotton, their arms
being forced into a. nearly horizontal
position: nor do they take off their
masses of clothing until the return of
prinrg.--t.

MATERIALS FOR REPAIRS.

How Farnmers May Nave Time by Using
Florei ought ani System.

When a tool or machine is broken or
g.ts out of order on the farm, it always
.:aves time to have the materials for re-
pair at hand. Hours, or even days,
may be lost, at a season when time is
valuable, for want of some small ap.
pliances. Among the materials which
every farmer should always have at
hand in his 'tool-house, are the follow-
ing:

Cords, ropes, twine and packthread-
for temporary tying, closing bags,
ting up various packages and repairit
cushions. Packing needles large
enough to take small and strong twine
are sometimes a great convenience.
Saddlers' and shoemakers' thread is
very strong for its size, and may be
unted for various purposes. besides being
always on hand for repairing harness
on rainy days. when not convenient to
employ a regular mechanic. All these
m:terials may be often secured by
merely saving what is frequently thrown
away. Twine. for instance, which
comel on packages from the tlry-gmoods
and other shops. should be earefully as-
sorted and rolled up in neat balls or
skeins, and placed in a box -peeially de-
voted to it. Wrapping-papner saved in
a similar way and carefully packed
away may occasionally be of much use'.

Another box. with apartments. should
contain rivets and screw-bolts of dill'er-
ent sizes. Some may be saved from
worn-out machines, and others pur.
chased at a small price at hardware
stores. A few copper rivets are often
useful, as they are easily inierted and
secured. N:ails, tacks and brads of dif-
ferent sizes, are indispensible. Copper
tacks may be sometimes handily used for
repairing leather straps and simple lhar-
ness. as copper is more flexible than iron,
:lnd imay bhe bent and easilyseienird.
For the same reason there should be
always on hand a supply of copper as
well as iron wire; the copper may be
subtituted for twine in many case to ad-
vantageze. Strips of sheet-copper, an inch
or two in width, are valuable for repair-
inm fractures in wooden tools and ma-
chines, by nailing across the fracture.

There should be always fin hand asuf-
iicient supply of bolts, screws and extra
knives of the mowing and reaping ma-
chine, so that immediate repairs may be
made when necessary, and the work not
stopped in the midst of haying and liar-
vest.

No farm can do without gimlets. awls,
augers, bits, wrenches, planes, ham-
mers, and other tools for similar pur-
t•es. The work-bench in the work-

hllop being placed against the wall, the
'arious tools should be hung directly

over it on tihe wall, and be always neatly
kept in place. The boxes and apart-
ments for holding nails, screws, rivets,
cord, etc.. should be placed against the
further side of the work-bench.-Coun-
try Gentlit. mn.

Horse Eaters.

During the sie ve of Paris hit ipllhaiyi v
was a matter of neei<-iiy: inleedl, to-
ward the conculnhdin. mni nthi Ia viande
che'valine had bhe.oine a luxury: unat-
tainable by the vast Uma:Zs of popula-
tion. Since 1371 the consumption of
horse-flesh has gone on steadily in-
creasing. In 1X7t the number of
horses slaughtered for food in Paris was
4,682. Ten years later the consumption
had nearly doubled. In 1 Ii: Paris ate
9,485 horses, W:07 asses and forty mules,
or not far short of 5,Ul),0•0 pounds
weight of horse, ass and mule meat.
The explanation of this increase is, of
course, the high price of beef and mut-
ton in the French capital. While the
artisan can purc'hase a horse steak at
less than sip.;'erIt- a poIull. he has to
Ipay three tineo s : s much for a cut of
beef or minttto:i.
