BILL NYE AS A LAWYER.

The Tragic Death n? ‘'His Client—The Sor-
row and Sadoess Incident to an
Active Practice.

A dear friend in Pennsylvania writes
me that he has learned casually that
some years ago I was a menrber of the
legal profession, and he asks me to
state, if I will, publiely, whether that is
true, and, if so, why I abandoned the
profession.

It is true that I did practice law in
the West for a short time, in a very
quiet kind of a way. After a few
months, however, I abandoned my
lucrative practice to accept the port-
folio of the Laramie City Postoflice.
During my brief but tempestuous carecr
48 an attorney, 1 paid out £120 for rent,
and drew a chattel mortgage, which I
was never paid for, as near as I am able
to judge.

My principal reason, however, for
abandoning the profession, was the
sudden death of my client. When a
young lawyer has assiduously sat and
Tooked out ‘of his office window for twa
months and a client comes in and shows
sipms of intrusting business 1o him,
there springs up at once between the
two a warm friendship. Soch was the
vase with me. A middle-aged gentle
man came into my ollice one dav and
said he bad been referred to me by a
}mn_\' in town, and asked me if 1 had
eisure to attend to him. T said that 1
wonid lay aside other matters and at-
tend to him at onee, if he wished. He
=airl it would be a great accommaodation
if I would allow my other clients to ae-
cumulate in the hall for a few moments,
aml in the meantime do the business
that was on his mind. He had asked
Charlie Kitchen, at the Thoresburch
House, to give him the name of some

told him that I was about the poorest
lawyer he knew of, sohe had come right
to me.

I saw at once that he was a shrewd
business man, and | did all I counld 10
please him. He was delighted with
the promptness with *which 1 had done
the work, and said he would have more
for me to do very soon, as he had pur-
chased the controlling interest in a new
silver mine over at Jelm Mountain. On
the strength of this revival in trade. 1
went down town aud bought a half ton
of coal.

I then opened a set of double entry
books, which T still retain, and which
are almost as @ood as new. 1 had just
got my new client fairly on the books
when he was killed by falling down a
shaft a distance of 200 feet in a perpen-
dicular direction. I then said that the
practice of the law was invested with
too much sorrow and sadness for me.
I could not endure the constant sunder-
ing of pleasant, friendly ties which an
active practice demanded. Isold my
Revised Statutes to a new Notary Publie
at Last Chance, and gave my other law
books to a warm pegsonal friend.
Having thus disposed of my library, I
retired from the praectice of my profes-
sion by taking down my tin sign and
nailing it to the front door of the pest-
house at the close of a beautiful summer
day. There is nothing that will damup
the flood of professional business so
quickly as a course like this. A young
lawyer may be ever so popular and
overworked; no matter. he can remove
his library to the small-pox hospital,
and in a week he will have all the
physical relaxation and intellectual re-

se he wants,

So like the swift flight of a brilliam
‘meteor across a black sky, I flashed
through the heavens, lighting up tlte
wide realms of space and then disap-
peared forever. With thousands of
other people to select from, death
sought out the only client I ever had and
gathered him in. With a world full of
the aged and the sick, to say nothing of
Chinamen and Indians not taxed, the
grim reaper struck his sickle into a man
in whom I felf a wonderful interest. No
one knows, who has not seen his sole
client eut down before hiz face, the

at sorrow that settles down upon the
ﬁ(-nrt at such a time. How lonely my
office seemed after that. How still it
seemed. I could not endure it. Iat
once abandoned the profession to its
fate.

Contrary to my fears, however, it
goon rallisd. Young blood entereg into
the practice, and in three months after
I had turned the key in my office door
one would hardly notiee that so recently
a bright lizht in the legal profession had
been squelched, and a clarion voice that
had alwaysrung out for eternal justice
and equity, at so much per equity, had
ceased to vibrate.

I was clear-headed and eool, but a
normally conservative attorney. I was
not only conservative in my practiee,
but in my pross receipts. I saw at onee
thai I could not afford to pay forty dol-
lars per month rent and depend upon a
book acconnt of two dollars and fifty
cents to offset it.  While I may say that
I was passionately fond of the study
amd the praetice of the law, I felt most
keenly the ostracism and the depressing
isolation which it seemed to engender.

Advice to Farmers on Secoring a Good
Water Supply.

The well of the house shonld be situa-
ted near the kitchen door. Don’t place
it a few rods away simply because
tgrandfather’” or somebody else had a
well at that distance. Remember, this
age has done away with the “old oaken
bucket" and thirty-foot sweep. If a
suction pump iz to be used, then place
one in the Kitchen sink, extending the
pipe disgonally or on a cnrve to the
water in the well. It will nsually be
found economy to have a pump of some
sort in the same well out of doors.

It sometimes happens that when a
well is dug the water is found to be clear
and of good flavor, but soon after being
stoned up a disagreeable taste is deteet-
ed. This is often thought to be cansed
by a new vein of water discharging into
the well, but nine times in ten the canse
eould be traced to the dissolving or
chemical action of impurities in the
stone composing the wall. This trouble
may usually be removed by pamping the
well dry two or three times at intervals
of several davs.

For wells less than twenty feet to the
surface of the water, a robber-bucket
chain pump is perhaps best, the action
of the chain passing rapidly through the
water thoroughly aerating it—a point of
no small importanee. But there is
t liability to freeze unless the well
1s protected, making the use of an anti-
freezing pump or windlass almost a ne-
cessity, In an article of such universal
nse as & pump or water-drawer im-
provements are looked for, and are made
every vear by the hundreds, as the Pat-
ent oflice record shows. But somchow
they fail to present points of value of
sufficient importanee to induce their uni-
versal adoption. Nearly every farm has
relics of some inventor’s scheme for
raising water. But for shallow wells
the general verdict is that the old-fash-
joned wooden or chain pump is the best.
Where a great amonnt of water is to be
pumped, especial for stock or irrigatin;{
E:l‘pﬂﬁc.‘i. a power of some kind shoule

employed, the cheapest of which is
the wind-mill. Iffavorably placed, they
readily raise water from deep wells.—
