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MANURE.

Some Speculstions Relative to Its Manu~
facture and Use.

On? of the most important questions
affecting the future welfare of the farmer
is the question of keeping up the fertility
of the soil. If farming is so conduaped
'that. the farmer is continually exhaust-
ing his capital, the soil, bankruptey can
only be a question of time. If the farm-

.2rs should grow the ordinary rotation

of crops, selling off the farm all the
fruits, vegetables, grass, straw and
£rain grown, it is evident that, while
he would be selling his products in their
cheapest, least valuable forms, he would
be reducing constantly the amount of
food for crops in his soil, diminishing
its capacity for producing future crops:
The farmer who consumes on the farm
only what is necessary to feed his famil
and such animals as are needed to work
the farm and supply the family with
such meat, milk, ete., as it needs, sell-
ing the remainder, is reducing the farm’s
fertility a little less rapid, but none the
less certainly. The farmer who works
enough stock to consume all the hav,
straw, corn, oats and barley, converting
all of these products into beef, mutton,
wool, milk, pork, eggs, etc., and selling
them in such forms, generally receives
more money for his produets and re-
tains a larger percentage on the farm to
feed future crops, than by any other
disposition he can make of his farm’s
products.

There is still another way: The
Iarmer who converts his products into
animal forms, selling in their crude
state only his wheat, potatoes, beans
and fruits, purchasing and feeding
enough meal, middlings, oil meal, ete.,
to equal the plant food sold, and care-
fully saves and judiciously applies the
manure to growing Crops, may accumu-

. late money and keep his prineipal, the

ingredients ot crops in his soil unim-
paired. After having done all of this
many farmers really increase the fer-
tility of their soil, under crops, by a
judicious purchase and use of commer-
cial fertilizers, some forms of nitrogen,
phosphorie acid and potash. When a
farmer is able to do all of this he is a
successful farmer.

Next to the question of making all
the manure consistent with true econ-
omy, it becomes a question of hardly
less importance how best to save and
use the manure. Forty or fifty years
ago, while the farmer understood some-
thing of the value of the solid excre-
ments of animals, but little effort was
made to save the liquid exer t

—An exchange thinks a good substi-
tute for the major portion of milk feed
to ealves can be made at a small cost as
follows: One-half peck ground linseed,
one peck of und corn, one peck of
ground oats, one peck of wheat bran;
mix thoroughly and boil one pint of the
mixture in three gallons of water, stir-
ring often.  After the first three days
this can be almost wholly fed to calves,
with only a quart of skim milk at each
feed.
—Lemon Pudding: Beat the yelks of
two eggs in a pudding dish: add two
cupfuls of sugar; dissolve four table-
spoonful: of corn starch in a little cold
water; stir into it two teacupfuls of
boiling water; put in the juice of two
lemons with the grated peel; mix all to-

ther with a teaspoonful of butter;

ke about fifteen minutes. When done
spread over the top the beaten whites
of two eggs, previously sweetened with
white sugar. Let it brown a moment
in the oven. Serve either cold or hot.
—Boston Budgel.

—Chicken jelly for invalids: Half a
raw chicken pounded with a mallet,
bones and meat together; cover with
cold water and heat very slowly in a
covered vessel. Let it simmer until the
meat is in rags and the water reduced
one-half. Strain and press through a

Since then chemistry has taught him
the value of the latter, and considerable
effort is made to save them by using
litter under the animals to absorb their
lignids, or by draimng them into
gutters supplied with absorbents.
Doubtless few farmers make all neces-
sary efforts to save the urine voided by
their domestic animals, but progress
has been made in this direction.

But how shall the manure be saved
from loss through decomposition, evap-
oration, solution, ete.? Forty years ago
much was said about composting ma-
nures, mixing them with absorbents, so
that decomposition would be slow, and
the volatile parts, the ammonia espec-
jially, would be taken up by the absorb-
ents. Practical farmers found that this
involved too much laboy, bandling over
the manure and absorbents too many
times. Finally, practical farmers con-
ceived the idea of conserving manure
by applying it to the soil as fast as
made, and allowing the soil to act as an
absorbent. The greater bulk of the ma-
nure made on the farm is when the an-
imals are up from pasture, from the first

_of November to the first of May, and a

1 portion of farmers apply this
I::.EI‘;II‘:B to sod land for corn. Consid-
erable experience has satisfied them
that if this manure is drawn out dail
or weekly, and spread u the i
more beneficial eflects will be visible in
the next season’s crop of corn than by
keeping it in the barn yard and apply-
ing it in the spring. We have n
assured by farmers that have com-
menced in November drawing ont and
spreading their manure on sod, contin-
uing it up to the time of ploughing for
corn in May, that the best corn in the
field was where the first manure was
applied and the corn diminished gradu-
'a.ﬁv to the last application fore
ploughing. The manure can gain
mothing in plant-food by lying in a pile
in t.h:ﬁm-ya.rd or under a shed grin
s barn-cellar, and it must inevitably
lose something.”

Will it not waste more where spread
out upon a sod? Experience says not.
The small proportion of ammonia re-
feased by slow decomposition is prob-
wbly absorbed by the moisture present
;mf ually washed into the soil, and

the soluble portions are also washed in.
Then the effect of the manureasa mulpb
is benefici Scientists have not satis-

cial.
ily explained the good effects ol
mulch, summer and winter, upon soil,
but experience has borne witness to it.
¥or gardening operations of many
kinds it seems quite important that
stable manure should be rotted down
fine, but for ordinary ismu% purposes
it is seldom necessary. ell-rotted
manure undoubtedly costs several times
more than crude manure, and  the ex-
tra cost is only where the

nets are much more valuable than
ordin farm crops.

Commercia
fertilizers have .ne:ﬁly been found
most useful when drilled in with the
seed. That, with a great many farm-
ers, they have added very much to the

jelds of wheat, barley, oats, corn,

dence during the last twenty-five years.
On some soils they do not appear to be
effective. What soils they will benefit
and what not not can only be deter-
wined by experiment.—Rural Home.

" KYANIZING.”

The Process by Which Posts Are Made
Indestructible.

In agrigultural and other journals
shirty or forty years ago, much was said
of “Kyanizing.” a process by which
wood is rendered insusceptible of decay.
How long the process had then been
known, the writer is unaware; in the
United States Patent Office report of
1861, it is stated that Mr. Kyan, of En-
gland, endeavored *“‘many years ago"
to have it generally adapted as a means
of preserving =hip timber. Originally,
a solution of corrosive sublimate was
forced into the wood, but other and less
expensive agents were afterward em-

loyed with equal success. Sulphate of
iron, or copperas, sulphate of copper,
or blue vitriol and chloride of zinc are
some of the chemicals thus used. The
philosophy of the process is, that the
albumen contained in the wood, a sub-
gtance similar in properties to white of
egg, possibly indentical with it, and
uliarly liable to decay, is converted
¥ the chemieals into an insoluble com-
nd very much az the albumen or
gelatine_of hide is changed in the pro-
cess of nning. Thus réndered insolu-
ble, instead of being, as before, an in-
citing cause of rotting of the woody
fibre, it surrounds and protects every
cell and %'micle with a water-proof in-
destructible coating, and so prevents
decay.

On the Slater farm at Greece Center,
