THE PLANET MARS

Some Recent Discoveries Made by
Astronomers.

Prof. Holden Talks of 1ts Mountalus, Val-
leys, Rivers, Canals and Seasons—
Its Life Manifested on &

Grand Scale.

The surface of Mars when viewed in
the telescope is at once seen to be di-
vided into regions of three classes
whose primcipal distinction is in color.

The reddish regions have been called
continents, islands, land; the dark,
greenish regions have been called seas,
oceans, gulfs; the whitish regions near
the poles of Mgrs have been identified
with the polar caps of ice and snow. In
genernl these latter wax and wane as
they should with the Martial winter
and summer; and in spite ol minor
variations it seems to be fairly proved
that they are in fact what they seem to
be—namely, masses of polar snow or
ice. If snow and ice exist on the planet
there must be water there and the va-
por of water. The spectroscope yiolds

We come now, however, to a discov-
ery announced by Prof. Schiaparelli im
1881 which presenia a veritable mys-
tery. Every thing heretofore known,
if not explained, seemed explicable by
terrestrial analogies. In 1881, how-
ever, the distinguished Italian astron-
omer announced that tha known oanals
were frequently doubled or paraileled
by others of precisely similar appear-
ance. The new map of the canals was
the old one viewed througha doubly
reflracting prism., as M. Terby happily
phrases it. In 1885 M. Perrotin, at
Nice confirmed this singular phenom-
enon, and in 1888 both he and ML Schia-
parelli have again eonfirmed it under
now conditions: No other observers
than these have as yet seen this phe-
nomenonr of duplication. The season
for such observations in 1888 was the
months of April and May. The Lick
telescope was not ready for such work
until the middle of July. Aftar that
date the planet was not observed else-
where with any advantage; but here, in
spite of the low altitude of the planet
(not more than thirty degrees), of ils
small apparent diameter (not more than
ten seconds) and of other draw-backs,
we secured a series of forty careful
drawings. * These show the submerged
coulinent Libya in essentially the same
state as my drawings of 1875, as I have
said; and they also show the principal
canals a3 in the mape of M. Schiapa-
relli, but not asingle canal was seen
doubled, neither were they like fine
narrow lines, aa depicted, but rather
like broad bands, wide enough to cover
the spaces occupied on Schlapmlli"s
maps by two canals and the brighter
region separating them.

1 am by no means unaware of the un-
favorable conditions under which our
observations wecre made—more than
two months after the season for such
work, aund 1 am only highly gratified
that so much was shown by this power-
ful telescope under the circumstances.
I must deeply regret that the observa-
tory could not have been completed in
time to take it part in this work, for
which its equipment and its situation
are alike adapted. We have, however,
obtained assurances that the next fa-
vorable oppositions will enable s to
do our full part toward solving the
enigmns presented by the marvelous
appearances reported by MM. Schiapa-
relli and Perrotin.

It would perbaps be superfluous to
atrempt an explanation of a phenome-
non which requires so much further
study. But we may simply allude to

independent evidence of the pr
ol watery vapor in the planet’s atmos-
phere also. Whether the dark green
or the reddish regions are the oceans,
sens and gulfs has never yet been scttled
by observation. The colors seem, by
terrestrial analogies, to designate the
green areas as oceans, the red as land,
but this distinction is one based almost
exclusively on analogy. The encroach-
ment of green areas upon red onea is
mow explained as partial submergences
of (red) continents by the neighboring
(green) seas. But the case may be the
exactopposite, and. in fact, it is quite
possible a very different affair altogeth-
er. The hmbs or edges of the planet
are always of a lemon yellow hue,
which tint usually masks the sharplines
of the markings It is by uo means
understood how the absorption of the
plaoet's atmosphere operaius.

“A comparison of the earlier and
later drawings has established one fact
beyond question. The spots and mark-
ings seen by Hooke and Huyghens, in
1B36-59, are to be seen to-day unchanged
in form. Agsin, the positions of the
points of Mars, which Maedler accu-
rately fixed more than fifty years ago,
are the same as their positions deter-
mined to-day (their latitudes and lon-
gitudes) within the small errors insep-
arable from and to be expected in
this kind of observation. In general
then we may say that the main features
of Mars remain unchanged from year
to year. While this is certainly true in
general, Prol. Schiaparelll has demon-
strated that it is by no means rigorous-
ly true. Many parts of’ the planet's
surface vary in color from time to time;
the boundariesof the dark regions have
varied to and fro over measurable
spaces; certain of the more delicate
fentures seem to be more easily seen at
one time than at others (though this
may well be due to the varying trans-
parency of the earth's atmosphere), and,
finally, the atmosphere of Mars itsell
must and does produce meteorological
variationa As Prol Schiaparelli has
said, “this planet is no. desert of arid
rocks: it is living, and its life is mani-
fested in a complex system of appear-
ances, some of which are on so grand
a scale that they can even be detected
from our station on the earth.”

During the opposition of 1877 M.
Schiaparelli, not content with laying
out the boundaries of the various con-
tinents and seas with a precision as yet
unreached, gave his attention also to
the delineation of the very finest de-
tails of the planet's markings. He was
eoon rewarded with the strizing dis-
covery of a whole network of fine dark
lines, which for want of n bLetter name
he called “canals.” They usually ran
from one dark sea or bay to another.
Their courses were, not sinuous like
those of rivers on the earth. They
are, however, far too broad (about fifty

miles) to bear any real an v 10 ter-
restrial and artificial but we
must repeat that this de mlion js a
mere name of convenicnee.  The eredit

of the discovery of these canals is en-
tirely due to M. Schiaparelli, who first
studied them with suflic eare and
made adequste maps of th

roopurses,
Many of them had been laid down,
however, In the drawings of observers
previous 1o IST7: and recent observa-
tions made by iarge telescopes may be
said to entirely confirm the map of

Bchinparelli, if not in every detail, yet
in every essential respect.
then to regard the topography of Mars
as singularly complex (eonsidering the
circumstances under which we view it.)
To the continents, the seas, the polar
caps of Mnedler we have to add the
complex network of canais. No new
mystery was added by their discovery
—only a greater complexity. We must
remember that the distribution of land
and watar on the surface of Mars is as
yet unknown; thut **contincats,”
vepas” and *‘canals” wre alife in being
mena vames for markings of varinus
eolars

We have |

the sugge put forth by various
writers. The name *‘canal” has sug-
pested to several writers, who should
be more cautious, the explanation that
these markings (not known t0 be wa-
ter at all, be it remembersd) are in
fact commercial water-ways. They are
doubled, one may suppose, to relicvea
traflic alrendy too crowded. They have
been called rivers by others But
these rivers run from one dark mark-
ing to another. They do not rise in
the brighter regions (land), and they
have no sinuousities.  Their duplica-
tion has boen explained asa diffraction
phraomenon caused by the fogs lying
along the river valleys. Uthers again
suppose them to be crevices in the gla-
ciers (also proved not to exist) in the
planet. All these hypotheses are as
vet without a sufficient foundation. We
must assuredly be content to wait for
another favorable opposition of this
planet (1892) before we can be entirely
satistied as to all the facts of the case,
and we must postpone until that time
any explanation.—Edward 5. Holden,
LL.
