Care of Sheep.

A writer says that it does not re-
quire much more time to take care of
one hundred sheep at this season than
it does for one or two cows, yet they
need to be looked after every day.
They need fresh water where they can
#o to it when they please. Sheep drink
but little at a tinse, but drink often
when not feediag upon green grass or
eating roots. They neod fresh bedding
frequently. They need a shed that

fore important that the seed should be

planted under the most favorable con-

ditions, and that the treatment in every

detail should be such as will tend to |
the most rapid an perfect ﬂ.avelnp—l
ment of the plant. It should. as far as |
we can eontrol it, come up quickly and |
commence at once, and continue with-

ton will bear a dezrea of neglect: it

will recover entirely from the bad

treatment and unfavorable circum- |
stances attending its earlier period of |
growth—if the bad treatment be re- |
formed and unfavorable conditions be '
removed.

The time of planting is important,
but experience, aft-r all, is tho omly
safe guide, and experience Las told |
every man, according to particular lo-
cality of his farm. or particular char-
acter of soil, or other unchanging cir-
cumstauce, what is the best time to
plant. The temperature of the air on
any particular day, or the mean tem-
perature of the week that has just
pust, the flight of birds, and the bos-
soming of plants, are not even helpful

igns, except as findicating to n
stranger in a strange land that spring
ia nt hand. The rule we evolved
from yeare of practical experience is
this: Plant when the month and (if
you please), the day of the month,
has arrived, which previous ex-
pericnce  tells us  involves the
loust  trouble in  getting & fair
“itnnd, the least expense in after
cnlture and the best results in yield:
and when the ground is in good plow-
ing condition. We have repeatedly
planted corn when the ground was
crusted by ice in the eagly morning,
and yet a prompt germination and good |
stand resulted inside of two weeks. In |
such ecases the *time bad come™ to
plant corn; we were ready to plant;
the ground was in plowing condition,
amd the cold snap was unscasonable and |
temporary. It requires from ten days
10 two weeus for corn to come up, |
when planted in the spring. What is
wantad is good, sunny, warm weather |
during the sprouting and coming up. |
It we plant now, when the air is warm -
and balmy, we have no guarantee that
the weathier will not be rainy, or the |
temuerature down to freezing a weel |
orwan days hence.
