ROCKING STONES.
An Espilanation of the Manaer of Thelt
Formatieon or Deposition.

Rocking stones are common imn all
glaciated regions—so common, in fant,
that s list of them could be expanded
to an slmost interminable length
There are ordinary examples all over
the New England States, only few, how-
ever, deserving even a casual notice.
Balanced Rock, in the Garden of the
Gods, Col., may possibly have been un-
loaded by a glacier. The manner of
formation or doposition of rocking
stones is simple. A glacier wsually
carries & great number of bowlders
along its surface, aside from thoso
which constitute its lateral moraines;
when, from any cause, the glacier re-
cedes from its lowest limit of extant, it
scatters these bowlders all along 1t
former path. Now and then they are
left stranded upon the rounded parta
(roches moulonnecs) of the glacier's bed,
in such & manner that, while easily
moved, they are not unbslanced. Such
examples are very common in the
Sangre de Cristo range of the Rocky
mountains. I have seem at least ome
example where the bowlder was depos-
ited on a rock which is now the edge of
a chasm two hundred feet deep. Its
equilibrium seemed so unstable that one
would think s very slight foree would
overthrow it
Another still more remarkable ex-
ample I used to see oscasiomally in
Devil's Canyon, Pinto Creek, Arizona.
There were several sandstone spires or
*jug-rocks” in this canyon, one of which
was surmounted by a loose, weathered
fragment of sandstone about ten feet in
diameter. Im this instance, a stratum
of harder rock near the top of the apire
bad resisted srosion Lo such an’ extent
that the upper part, which had actually
weathered through, had become seveced
from the column. The bowlder rested
quietly on the hard table, which aiso
served to protect the rock under it—
