work properly. Aper dissolving the water I
have nothing left but the spoon, and have
nearly melted that in my repeated attempts.
Is it the water that gives the trouble? I
thou•ht. of course. you meat our Akrom
water. There should ce~tanly be a large
amount of residuum In that; or ld you mean
the water we vw get after they tap Summit
lake? If that is what you mean. I have no
doubt but what that would do, but will have
to walt before I am convinced. Perhaps if you
had a proofreader he might enlighten me, but
I doubt it."

The proofreader, kind Akron' lady,
may not be able to give you the de-
irel Information, but we can-and
will. The author of the recipe, being
a dweller in the modern Gomorrha at
the foot of Lake Michigan, conducted
all his experiments with Chicago river
water, a mysterious lnid whose chem-
ical properties are simply marvelous.
A single immersion will turn any white
or colored fabric into a fast black.
Careful rinsing has been known to pro-
duee a charming terra cotta effect, but
in either case ink spots in the material
are obliterated effectively and forever.

Left Over tewed Temates.
If, as often happens, you have a little

stewed tomatoes left over from dinner
this isa nice way of using them: Boil
two-thirds of a cup of rice in two cups
of water (or steam it in the double
boiler) adding half a teaspoonful of
salt at the time you pour the boiling
water on to the rice. Cook until soft,
which will be a half or three-quarters
of an hour. Remove the cover and stir
the rice carefully with a fork to let the
steam eseape and dry off the rice.

Yet the habit that most of us have
acquired of plain our beds wherever
it is possible with the head to the
north will probably cling to us. One
thing, however, that Is of Importunee
Is that the bed should not be placed
against the wall, but should be acosesi-
ble on both sides. The old fashion of
placing the bed in an alcove, which
cannot be ventilated as well as a large
room, Is considered to be an unhyglenle
one. An excellent reason why a bed
should not be placed against the wall
is that the person who sleeps at the
rear of the bed is likely to have his
face, during sleep, so near the wall
that his breath, striking the wall, will
be rebreathed again.

So large a portion of existence is
necesarily spent in sleep that the lo-
cation of the bed, the bed covering and
bedding and the furniture of the bed-
room should be the subject of consid-
eration and thought. As it is, too
often this is the last room considered.
In many families a good-sized eloset
with no opening into the outer air, Is
considered good enough for a bedroom.
Not only should the bedroom be thor-
oughly ventilated and expoed to the
rays of the sun, If this is possible, but
the bedolothing should be taken off
and hung in the air and sun for several
hours before the bed is made up. The
fashion of the double bed is rapidly
passing out of use. Where two per-
sons ocuapy the same room two single
beds, or twin beds placed side by side,
take its place, for two persons can
rarely sleep together without one of
them feeling ill effects. It is a most
injurious practice for a child to sleep
with an adult, but it is equa!ly bad for
a strong, vigorous child to sleep with a
delicate, nervous one. The stronger
person may sometimes draw strength
from the weaker, but usually this Is
reversed, and the more rigorous person
is the sufferer.-N. Y. Tribune.

THANKSGIVING TURKEY.
-ew to Prepare the bi for the Osen..

Tooth m e I-ses.
Draw the turkey and rinse with sev-

eral waters. Prepare a dressing of
bread crumbs, mixed with butter, pep-
per, salt, thyme and wet with hot
water or milk. Add the beaten yolks
of two eggs. Mince a dozen oysters
and stir into the dressing, and, if you
are partial to the taste, wet the bread
crumbe with the oyster liquor. Fill
the body of tbe turkey, and sew it up
with a strong thread. Dredge It with
our before roasting, and baste often,

say every fifteen minutes; at first with
butter and water, afterward with thegravy in the dripping-pan. After lay-
ing the turkey in the pan, put in a tea-
cup of hot water. Many roast always

upon a grtng placed in the pan. Inthat case the boilin water steams the
underpart of the owl, and prevents
the skin from drying too fast or crack-
Ing. Roast to a fine brown, and if it
threatens to darken too rapidly, lay a
sheet of white paper over it until thelower part is also done. Stew the
shopped giblets in just enough water
to cover them, and when the turkey is
lifted from the pan add these with the
water in which they were boiled to theirippings. Thicken with a spoonful of
drIppings. Thicken with a spoonful of
browned lour, wet first with cold wa-
ter to prevent lumping; boil up once
and pour into the gravy boat. If the
turkey is very fat. skim the drippings
well before putting in the giblets.
Serve with cranberry sauce. Some al-
ways lay fried oysters in the dish
around the tarkey. In roasting, if
your fire is brisk, allow about ten min-
utes to a pound; but it will depend
largely upon the turkey's age whether
or not this rule holds good.-Home.

The average middle-class husband
goes out every morning to business of
some kind or other. He meets friends
and acquaintances, enjoys the ever
varying kaleidoscope of the busy streets
and the smaller or greater excitement
and pleasure to be derived from hisa profession or business. He returnsL after the labors of the day, enjoys his

evening meal, and then indulges in
his loose coat, slippers, armchair,
newspaper and pipe.

If his wife should suggest a walk or
a visit to any place of amusement the
man will plead that he is tired. No
doubt he is, but so is the woman, and
I what a difference there is in their
tiredness! She is tired of the four
walls of her little house, of the silence
and want of variety, in fact, she is
s yearning for what her husband is tired

of
"I have been working all day," the

t man will observe.

So has the wife.
"I have earned the change which I

call rest."
So has the woman earned the change

which she wants, but she must not
have it, because it does not please her
lord and master.

I believe that in the majority of cases
this egotism on the man's part is
brought about through education, ig-
norance and want of thought. The
intensely selfish manner in which most
boys are educated causes them to think
that the earth and the fruits thereof
are all theirs, with the exception of the
few they allow the women to gather.
The ignorance of the woman's nature,
of her wants and requirements, which,
if they do not learn It aseboys, many
men never seem able to grasp or under-
stand, and, finally, want of thought,
which generally means too much
thought-of himself.

If that is the cause, the remedy s
easily brought about. It merely re-

PAY OF CHINESE SOLDIERS.

They Receive Their wages ia slrer sed
Exchangea It for Col.

The Chinese soldier reeives his pay
once a month only,and Chinese months,
it may be remembered, are much long-
er than those we are accustomed to
reckon by. On the eve of the pay day
the captain of a company, together
with his sergeant-major, goes and re-
ceives the amount of money requisite
to pay his company from his next su-
perior officer.

This is not paid to him in jingling
coins, but in nue silver. whikh- how.

This is not paid to him in jingling
coins, but in pure silver, which, how-
ever, has been broken into somewhat
irregular pieces. The whole of the
night preceding pay day is occupied in
weighing out for each man the required
quantity of silver, and this occupation,
as may be imagined, is a very tedious
one and only successfully accomplished
by infinite care, for here a piece the
size of a pin's head has to be chipped
.of, and there a piece of large dimen-
sions has to be added to make up
weight, and any deviation one way or
the other means the loss of perhaps a
day's pay or more to some poor defend-
er of the Celestial empire.

When the process of meting out is
accomplished the silver is carefnlly
wrapped in paper, upon which is writ-
ten the name of the intended recipient.
On the following afternoon the com-
pany is mustered and the sergeant-
major divides the money, commencing
with the first man in the company and
going onto the last. When thisdivision
is concluded the question is asked in
stentorian tones: "Has any one else a
claim?" sad the customary "No" hav-
ing promptly been given, the men are
then dismissed.

Each one now repairs to the nearest
tradesman's shop, where he exchanges
his silver. For one tael he receives
sixteen hundred small coins called
"cash," perforated in the center so as
to allow of being threaded on a string,
and having received the proper amount,
turns homeward with a cheerful mien,
but.nearly sinking beneath this bur
den.

The private receives three and a half
tels, equal -to nineteen shillings,
monthly, out of which he has to pro-
vide himself with clothes and food.
This to us, no doubt, seems a very in-
significant sum, but we must remember
that the whole of a Chinese soldier's
subsistence only costs him about one
tael, for he lives on ric absolutely
nothing but rice. His clothes, too,

THE NAPOLEON REVIVAL

why the p.rer Is the easi P epner
Chmaeter is Hters.

Within the pest year there has been
a revival of interest in the career of
Napoleon Bonaparte that is almost
phenomenal In literature he has fig-
ured in the pages of memoirs and rem-
Iniscences by those who came into
more and less intimate contact with
him. Inart not only has he been a po-
tent inspiration to modern painters
and sculptors, but he has made price-
less all pictorial recordsof his time. In
the drama he poses as the most pictre-
esque figure that has been brought
upon the stage within the century.
Personal relics of the man are held as
sacred and beyond all price. As Paul
Bourget aptly says, "Napoleon has
hypnotised the French people again."
In France the sting of defeat after
the Franco-Pruslan war turned the
thoughts of all to their period of great-
set glory, and so it needed but time to
see Napoleon enshrined as an idol. An
equally logical explanation is found
for the most notable feature of the Na-
poleon revival iu this country.

T•.e Century's e of the emperor was
projected five or sit years ago, before
anyone could have foreseen the pres-
ent attitude of the public mind. It
was undertaken solely with the idea
that Napoleon was one of the greatest,
most forceful and picturesque charac-
ters In the entire range of history, and
that hitherto he had been inadequate-
ly represented. For that reason Prof.
William M. Sloane, the greatest Amer.
ican student of French history, was
commissioned to write the life. and
his years of study among unpublished
archives have brought out his com-
pleted labor at the most opportune mo-
ment. And Prof. Sloane showa us a
new Napoleon, a devourer of books, an
unsuccessful literary aspirant, an inef-
fectual Corsican political agitator, but
the new Napoleon certainly makes the
old Napoleon more easily compre-
headed.
