NICOTINE BLINDNESS.
A Dpeass Bald to Provall Ameng Tobaces
Emokarn

“Did you ever hear of tobacco blind-
ness?” said a doctor. “It ia something
we meet with quite freely, yet not so
much as one would suppose, when the
great ption of toba is con-
sidered. Yet there are many who are
on the threshold of tobacco blindness
who have, or may not have, an experi-
emee with the disease.

“For, In tobacco poisoning, like that
produced by other drugs, the system
can resist the influence of the invader
up to a certain point, when the small-
est further dose of the poison will
duce the same symptoms as the tak
of a larger dose wounld. Thus, in the
case of many people, the mere smoking
of a pipe or two more a day would pro-
duce in them all the advanced svmp-
toms of tobacco poisoning. So it isthat
doctors make it imperative In such
cases that the smoking habit must be
dropped entirely. To smoke moder
ately will hot do, You cannot afford
totake the chanees of giving the sys-
tem that little bit more of nicotine

which would cause the case to be serl-
ous.

“Tobacco blindness can, fortunately,
be cured. With the smoking habit
abolished, plenty of outdoor exercise, a
good nerve tonic which wonld assist in
the purification of the blood as well as
toning up the general system and ab-
stention from alcoholic beverages,
there is no reason why tobacco blind-
ness cannot be eured.  Aleohol, drunk
in any of its forms, is liable to produce
tobacco blindness in a fairly heavy
smoleer.

“But the strangest part of it allis
that a person does not have to sinoke
tobacco to become afflicted with to-
baceo blindness. In fact, one of the
most obstinate cases I ever had was
that of a waiter in a city cafe. He was
a nonsmoker and a total abstainer, yet
he came to me with tobacco blindness
fully developed, censed by being com-
pelled to work all day in the atmos-
phere of tobacco smoke, breathing the
poisoned air polluted by thirty or forty
smokers. It is a wonder why more of
the disease does not develop when this
is considered. Dut, fortunately, nature
is more kind to us than we are to our-
selves, so she gives us strength to throw
off many evils to which we are care-
lessly exposed.™—Boston Post.

GRANDPA’'S HEAD REST.

Simple and Plain Enough to Be Enjoyed
by the Uld Gentleman.

The dainty head rests that have been
50 popular recently are often confined
to the chairs that are least in use
Their daintiness and the difficulty in
washing them make them distinetly
ornamental instead of useful, and the

ly toshun themas altogether too “fixed
up” for his after-dinner nap in the rock-
ing chair. But grandfather's white
head must be pillowed. Omne of his
granddaughters might make him a
simple but very pretty head rest like
the one in the accompanying sketeh.

A downy pillow is first made and cov-
ered, just big enough to fit the speeial
chair it is to hang upon. Then a pil-
low case of dainty gingham is made in
fine stripes or plaids and in the dainti-
est, moftest colors obtainable, for it
will wash like a pocket handkerchief
and so need not be any of those de-
pressing colors that “won't show dirt.”
Let it be as pretty a gingham as the
counters offer.

The case is trimmed across the bot-
tom with a full ruffle that curves round
the lower corners and graduslly merges
into the sides. Four flat—very flat—
buttons fasten the pillow iato the cas-
ing and also add somewhat to its ap-
pearance. They will not come into
contact with the head as they are down
under the curve of the pillow, and so
will not be likely to cause discomfort.

Two strong loops of cord fasten the
rest to the chair, and these may be of
cotton eord whose colors go well with
the gingham case. Then, when the
whole needs washing one has only to
slip out the pillow and send its cover-
ing just as it is to the laundry. When
it comes back as good as new. the pil-
low is buttoned back into it and prand-
father’s chair is rezdy again to coax
him into another nap.—Country Gentle-
man.
