If our people
contract debts in foreign countries
they will in future, as they have in
the past, pay their debts It the law-
ful money of suek countries where
the debts are due.
It internatiousnal agreement can be

secured to renoognisoe silver in all
countries, I am in favor of that,
but salver that is coined by foreign
