The mouth of July is always the
eracial - eth ber the ,oega p.
If the Is to muic rain, the Morn
go6s to #alk mostly and what there
is of it is inferior color and quality.
If there is too little rain, the cereal
stunted and the product is insignifi-
cant.

In the early part of July the
promise of a fine corn crop was ex-
cllent; up to that time,. all the
conditions favoring its growth had
been to the farmer's taste. The
farmers in the corn belt of the
Western and Southern States almost
held their breath, therefore, to see
what sort of weather July would
bring. For to them it made all the
difference between wealth and ruin.

The first half of the month be-
haved itself in frst-class fashion,
there being hot weather and re-
freshing showers in constant soc
cession. But when, just after St
SwithiL's Day, although Aquarius
carefully held up his watering pot
on that day of days, it set in to
rain and to rain somewhat heavily
for a week or so, apprehension
got the upper hand of hope, and
the farmers began to dread the
worst.

But a change set in again about
the 21st or 22d. and from then un-
til now the weather has been "'every-
thing that could be desired." It

has been dry and whrm, as was
wanted to ripen the grain and give
it body and color; and there have
been only occasional showers to
lay the dust and freshen things
generally. In fact for the last
twelve or fourteen days, the weath-
er in the corn growing States has
been as if it had been expressly
sent to order.

And the result is now beyond
the reach of injury, humanly speak-
ing. There is such a crop of corn
as has never been known in this
country before. In Kansas. for
example, where the crop last year
was an absolute failure, there is a
crop this year of between 375,000,-
000 and 400,000,000 bushels. And
if it takes the average price of corn
in plentiful years at 35 cents a
bachel, that crop will mean to the
State of Kansas this 3ear $140.000,-
000 more than last year. The corn
crop throughout the entire corn
belt this year will fetch to the grow-
ers at least computation $400,000.-
000 more than last year; and what
that vast sum means, not only to
the farmers themselves and those
engaged in agricultural work,
but to the transportation com-
panies, to agricultural implement
makers, etc., can be imagined.
The railroads, in fact, are beginning
to furnish up all their resources;
and it will be all that they will be
able to do, with the entire means
at their disposal to transport this
vast product of the corn-fields to
the seaboard and the internal cen-
tres of distribution.

The corn growers of the Western
and Southwestern States have not
been in very good luck for several
seasons; but the presant year of
unusual abundance will make up to
them for much past meagreness.
And not to the farmers alone will
this bounty of nature be a boon anad
a blessing; it will give a very per-
ceptible and a very grateful fillip
to the general prosperity of the
United States. - T'imes-Demorrt

He could drink
or he could let it alone, he said, and he
drank, first wine, then something
stronger until to-day he is chained
down by such a cruel, burning thirst
that only a drunkard can understand.
Yob might bring the evils of this habit
forcibly before their minds by a contrast.
Speak to them of all the misery, pover-
ty, sin and Ignorance that is c Bused by
drink; the homes that are destroyed;
the hearts that are broken; the hopes
that are blasted; the souls that are sent
to a.drunkard's grave. Do you know
that it costs $1,000,000.000 a year to
cause all this misery? It does. Think
what that money might do. With it
we might establish 100 colleges giving
$1,000,000 to each. How many people
would thus be enabled to secure a
good education. They could not only
take a collegiate course but a theological
one as well and thus be better qua18ed
to labor for the Master. If there is
anything In this world that we
need it is better educated men and
women to teach the word of God. But
that is not all we could do. We might
alsoestablish 100 hospitals giving 1,001.
000 to each and 50 missionary societies
giving them $10,000,000( a piece.
Think how much good this would do.
And besides all this we could erect
1000 Y. M. C. A. buildings giving $100,-
000 to each. Here the young men
would be taught christianity and tempe-
rance. We would still have $200,000,-
000 left which would build 20,000
churches of $10,000 each. Try to bring
out before the class the harm that this
money does and the good It might do.
I think it would be good plan for the
teachers of each class (except the in-
fant class) to have a card with a pledge
written upon it and have as many as
will sign it, letting them know that yeu
are relying upon their word of honor
to keep it. And as for the music, I
think it is always best when we have
a temperance lesson to sing temper-
ance songs. A good thing to brighten
up and encourage those who are trying
to hold the temperance banner aloft is
a Quarterly Temperance Rally, where
temperance songs are sugg, temperance
pieces recited or read and perhaps a
speech is made, at least something en-
tertaining in the way of a temperance
progam. But, oh! do not let us fail to
utter the terrible warning found in 1st
Cor. 6, 10 and Gal. 5, 12. In both of
these verses it says that no drunkard
inherits the kingdom of God. This
warning is needed so much all over our
pountry, And in conclusion let me say
that we do not know how much good
would be done if all prof.ssing chris-
tians would stand shoulder to shoulder
in this cause and pray earnestly to God
to help lift the curse of intemperance
from our land.
