They shall be able to re.ad and
write and shall each own in his own
right property of an assessed value
of two hundred atm.l fift3 dollars in I
the parish for which they may be
elected.

Sec.tin 2 Be it further enacted,
etc., 1'hat this act shall go into if
feet at the next general State elec-
tion, and that all laws or p,.rt! of
laws i: confllict herewith he ttlld
the same are hereby repealed.
