P of copper on ships’ plates
by an electrolytic method is now in
actual operation. The coating depos-
ited adheres so firmly as to make its re-
moval very difficult; in fact, it s
claimed that the copper becomes prac-
tically a part of the steel plate when
the process is complete.

pleted and not to the separate plates,
and hence existing vessels may take
advantage of this method to sava fock-
age. The possibilities of the process
are not confined to steel vessels; for
wooden vessels may be coppered by
this method if their sides are first
treated with plumbago. To prepare
the zides of a steel vessel for réceiving
its coat of copper, shallow baths, aver-
aging, say, 60 square feet, rectangular
in shape, and open on one alde, are
made watertight by a coating of tar,
and are ided on their edges with
heavy soft rubber gaskets.

In the bottom of the bath are two
pipes, through which the electroiyte
is circulated. The bath is held cp
against the side of the vessel by poles.
1t is first filled with s pickling mixture
composed of dilute sulphuric acid, and
this remains In contact with the plates
about 12 hours, after which it is re-
moved ond the plate ia scoured with
rand and soda. If a suipbate bath were
then applied a coating would be depos-
ited, but such coating. owing to the
free acid of the mixtuze, would readily
peel off. To avoid this a preliminary
coating is deposited by the use of
eyanude instead of sulphate of coppér.
Copper electrodes are placed in the
bath, and proper connection Is made
with the dynamo which furnishes the
electrolyzing current. The sulphate
bath is applied for 48 hours, and when
the process is complete a coating of
three thirty-secondstoone-eighthofan
inch is deposited over the whole sur-
face, The process is said to save its cost
many times over, besides making greut
econamy of time possible.—Pittsburgh
Dispatch.

THE LARGEST DIAMOND.

An Immense Stone Which Has Been
Found In the Brazllian Fields.

The largest dinmond yet discovered
weighs 3,100 carats. The great Jagers-
fontein, which was found in South Af-
rica about two years ago, and which
was said to be the largest known to be
in existence up to that time, weighed
asbout 970 carats.

The stone was found in the Carbon
distriet, the old diamond fields of Bra-
zil. It is of the class known as “black
dir ds,” or commercially as barbon,

the only point of very noticeable dis-
similarity being a slight scar upon
Cal. Ingersoll’s face. \When { ongress-
man Williams told the lawsunit story,
Judge Culberson concluded to get even.

Thre value is
placed by experts at between 230,000
and $40,000. The price paid for it by
the present owner is somewhat unger-
tain, one account putting it ai $26,000,
while another says that they paid 52a
3d. (English) per carat, which would
make the price nearly $40,000, or not
far from its probable maximum value.
There is little doubt that it will eventu-
a'ly be placed in the Brazilian museum,
as no private firm could afford to pay
the amount asked for it by the present
Lolders, or which would be likely to be
usked by commercial house into
whose hands it might pass.—Engineer-
ing and Mining Journal.

A Jopaness Eath.
