Any person desiring to vote shall
give his name, occupation and
registration paper, if such be pro-
vided for, to the presiding commis-
i sioner. The commissioner shall

give him one, and only one, ballot.
But if the voter, in marking the

names of the persons for whom he
desires to vote should spoil his tick-
et, the law allows him to have a
second, or even a third, if the
second should be spoiled; but after
that he cannot get another.

On receiving his ballot the voter
Sshall forthwith, and without leav-

ing the enclosed space, retire alone
to one of the voting booths or to the
table or shelf and without undue de-
lay, unfold and mark his ballot
therein as hereafter described.

When the voter has so marked
the ballot received by him, he shall
before leaving the booth, or en-
closed space, refold the ballot m the
identical folds in which the ballot is
folded when received by him, and
so that Ahe whole face of the ballot
shall bi concealed, and the fac si-
mile endorsement on the back of
the ballot shall be visible.

The voter shall mark a ballot in
the following manner and not other-
wise. In marking the ballot he
shall obliterate with the official
stamp the white circle in the voting
space at the right of the name of
each candidate for whom he desires
to vote.

The eight blank lines under the
heading of Presidential Electors,
are to insert names when one wishes
to vote for electors of different
parties.

THE DEATH OF RIOBERT

McDOUGALL.

Amite City, La., Oct. 24.-News
reached here this morning of the
I death of Robert McDougall, at Mc-
Dougall. Washington parish, La.,
which occurred at 9 o'clock yester-
day morning under rather peculiar
circumstances. The facts as learn-
ed by the Times-Democrat corre-
pondent, are about as follows;

Mr. McDougall, or Bob, as he
was familiarly called by almost all
of his acquaintances, left the house
after dinner on Thursday, but as
he was away around the farm and
gin most of the time nothing was
thought of his absence until some
one inquired where he had gone,
which caused inquiry to be made
among the farmhands and neigh-
bors. Some of the tenants on
on the place had seen him crossing
the farm Thursday evening, but
further than this nothing could be
learned, and not much uneasiness
was felt by the family. Near the
dwelling in the yard stands a iittle
storehouse in which a few supplies,
medicines, dry goods and the Mc-
Dougall postoflce, are kept. rhe
mail only goes to McDougall three
times a week, consequently the
storehouse is closed most of the
time. A neighbor came over to get
some tobacco Friday morning about
9 o'clock, and was given a key tq
go in the store and get- it himself.
Upon opening the door he saw Bob
lying on a pallet made down in the
middle of the store, and a hasty
examination satisfied him that all
was not right. He went hastily to
Mr. Frank McDougall, brother of
Bob. and told him that Bob was int
the store, and that something was
the matter with him. t'hey return-
ed together, had not more than
gathered up his lifeless body pre-
paratory to carrying him to the
house, where he could be made
more comfortable, when the breath
left it.

Examination of the surroundings
revealed the fact that some time
during the previous evening or
night Bob had entered the place
and gathered together a number of
bolts of dry goods, and had made a
comfortable pallet. On the floor
was a half empty vial of morphine
and a glass of water, pipe and to-
bacco and his pocket knife. A
careful search failed to reveal any
written communication left by de-
ceased, as certainly would have
been the case had he contemplated
self-destruction. His most inti-
mate assoeiates for the past few
iaoaths state that he had lately be-
come addicted to the habit of using
morphine, and it i the general
opinion that be aecidentally took
•o overdose, which resulted as
above stated.
