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REGISTRATION MIS-
UNDERSTOOD.

We notice a disposition on the
part of certain papers in the State,
Populist and Democratic, to con-
tinually and urgently press upon
white males of voting age their al-
leged duty to register under that
abomination of abominations, sec-
tion 5 of article 197 of the Consti-
tution. It is vigorously put for-
ward "that no white man who can
should fail to register in time, that
the time is short, and the opportu-
nity must not be neglected."

This is a misapprehension and
perversion of the objects and pur-
poses of the special registration
which is to close on Sept. 1. Those
objects and purposes were one and
single, namely, to prevent the dis-
franchisement of white citizens of
voting age by reason of their "fail-
ure to possess the educational quali-
fications prescribed by this Consti-
tution.

No person who can read and
write, either in English or in his
native language, and who demon-
strates that fact to the registrar,
can be disfranchised in this State
",by reason of his failure to possess
the educational qualifications pre-
scribed by the Constitution," and
ex vi termini no such person can
register under the exceptional sec-
tion 5. The third section covers
the case of every literate, and the
fifth section is alone for the pro-
tection of illiterates, and has no
relevancy to any other class of
persons.

It is very wrong indeed,consider-
ing the enormous iniquity and
obliquity of this abnormal fifth
section, to so far misunderstand it
and misconstrue it and misapply it
as to crowd upon it every white
man in the State. The registrars
themselves, without being incited
thereto, should prevent the misap-
plication of the constitutional pro-
vision by refusing registration un-
der the fifth section to such persons
as can read and write in English or
their mother tongue.

If all the white males are placed
on that special registration, the
roll will be seized upon through-
out the United States as a complete
and official demonstration of the
illiteracy of Louisiana. No defense
will be available against this per-
version of the truth, because the
white literates will have officially
pleaded guilty to illiteracy.

The absurdities and iniquities of
the fifth section have been exposed
at great length in the columns of
the Times Democrat and almost
every other paper in the State.
By placing that section in the Con-
stitution, the conventioners who
voted for it confessed its incapacity.
Since it is in the Constitution, it
should not be magni fled unduly, or
swolen to elcyphautine proportis
ini the sight of all the world.
Since we cannot hide our disgrace.
let us avoid the exaggeration of it
-Times Democrat.

FLAG PRESENTATION.
There was a large attendance at Camp

Cafery, last Sunday afternoon, to wit-
ness the presentation of a regimental
flag to Col. Hoods regiment.

At 5 o'clock, Mayor Flower, of New
Orleans, with Judge J. M. Thompson, of
Covington, drove up in a carriage, the
Mayor holding the beautiful silken flag.
They took a position In front of the
regiment, and when Lieutenant Colonel
Grubbs took off his service hat and
bowed to the speaker and his escort,
the silk was thrown to the breeze,
showing in gold on the feld of stripes.
"Second Regiment, U. S. Vol. Infan-
try."

Judge Thompson in presenting the
colors said:

"Ladies, Fellow-citizens and Soldiers
-The ladies, actuated by that patriot-
ism of which their sex has given so

many striking illustrations by deeds of
daring and heroic sacrifices, are here
for the purpose of presenting this regl-
ment with a flag, and upon me nas been
conferred the honor and pleasure of
being their mouthpiece.

This flag came into existence with
the nation. It was baptized in the
blood of patriots, sanctified by the suf-
ferings and sacrifices of the Bevol-
tionary War; led the nation to victory,
and floated in triumph over the birth
cf our Union. It has emerged in tri-
umph from three foreign wars, passed
through the giganic civil struggle that
convulsed a continent and deluged the
nation with blood, and still floats, the
object of love and reverence to those
who fought against it under the Seuth-
ern cross, as well as those who fought
under its own glqrlous folds.

"For more than a centuary It has
been the banner of freedom. A thou-
saud battlefields have witnessed its tri-
umphs, and the bravery of the American
navy has gained its glory on every
ocean. Even now the reverberation
of the guns of Dewey and his gallant
tars at Manila, of Schley and his seamen
at Santiago, and the heroic action of
Hobson and his immortal seven are
proclaiming to the world that the
American navy has lost none of itq old-
time matchless valor and skill, while the
'boys in blue' in the trenches of Santi
ago are proving that the American
army Is cast In the same heroic mold.
Soldiers. I know not to what soil or cll-
mate the fortune of war may lead you.
You may tread the soil of the Philip-
pines, where tropical nature has stored
amid strange forests and mountains
a wealth of vegetation and minerals,
awaiting the magic touch of American
enterprise to make a new El Dorado
arise from the sea. You may carry
succor and relief to the blood-stained
soil of our neighboring isle, where
peace and plenty have long since fled
before the artrocites of the Spanish
butcher. Or yours may be the first
American feet so press, with martial
tread, the soil of Europe, where the
proud and cruel Spaniard, dozing in
dreams past splendor and crimson with
the blood of millions, Is fast dying of
national decrepitude. But no matter what
the soil or clime, I charge you to ever
guard this flag as you gaurd your honor
and your lives.

"Itemember that its fair donors will
watch your record to see how you bear
yourself as men. That they will suffer
with you In your sufferings, share in
your cares and rejoice in your success,
and when you return with its staff
wreathed witathe laurels of victory, to
receive the thanks of a grateful nation,
ours will not be the weakest voices that
will join In the grand national paean
that welcome the return of the victorious
army of the republic. When its folds
are unfurled to the morning breeze or
reflect the splendors of the setting sun;
in the privations of camp and the fatigue
of the march, and when amid the clash
of arms it is obscured by the smoke of
battle, let it be your constant Inspira-
tion to noble deeds and noble endur-
ance. Remember what glorious mem
orles cluster around its past, what
great hopes are foundered on Its future.

"The Spartan mother told her son to
return with his shield or on it. When I
look at this body of men and consid-r
the material of which it is composed.
how you have left the comforts
of home, the hopes of business,
andl the tender ties of love and friend-
ship; some ot you first from partings
with mothers, whose eyes, alceady
dimmed with age, are further obscured
with the parting tear; some have torn
themselves from the arms of wives,
who, with pale cheeks and eager eyes,
wlUI scan the bulletins of every battle-
and think that you have done so from
so hopes of personal gain, but solely
actuated by two of the noblest senti-
ments that can stir the human breast-
love of glory and love of country-I feel
that this regiment has no need of such
caution, but that it will return with its
flag untarnished, and every star shin-
ing with new lustre from the gallant

deeds of Its brave followers
"You are most of you Southern men,

enlisted in a Southern State, and upon
Itn easwealv.. tn show the

loyalty of the South, and that you have
lost none of the valor of your ancestors.

"I hive no fear on this score, and I
predict that when the clash of arms
comes, that the soul-inspiring Southern
yell will rise as loud and clear and far
to the front under the Stars and Stripes
as it did under the war-stained banners
of the lost cause.

To your Colonel, a worthy son of
an Illustrious sire, whose desperate
fghtipg and deeds of daring are re-
corded in the history of our coun-
try, I consign this flag, laden with
the prayers and love of its fair
donors for the gallant soldier boys
of Flood's Regiment, who are to be
its loyal followers and brave de-
fen lers. And I charge you that,
it amid the smoke of battle you see
this flag falteriug the rear, in imita-
tation of the glorious deeds of the
the past, you raise it on high as a
tallism n to inspire the battle-thin-
ned ranks and advance it forward,
onward, and ever to the front till it
waves in triumph from the inner
line of the defenses of the foe."

Everybody applauded at the end
of the eloquent jurist's speech.

Lieutenant Colonel Grubbs, in a
voice that betrayed his emotion,
made an answer. It was short, yet
to the point. and was not without
eloquence. He said that Col. Hood
deeply regretted his inability to be
present to receive theflagin person.
Still his appreciation was the same.
In taking the flag he knew that it
would be guarded by the men to
the last, and if the time came they
would carry itto victory. The men
of the regiment appreciated the
gift of the ladies in this flag, and
as their spokesman he assured
them that it the flag fell within the
enemies lines, the white stripes
would not be the same color they
are now.

Loud cheers followed the receipt
of the flag, after which there was
a regimental drill.

The flag is a handsome one, of
heavy silk, with gold fringe, and
was presented mainly through the
efforts of the following named la-
dies: Mrs. W. U. Flower, Mrs.
0. V. Richard, Mrs. Delano, Mrs.
N. T. Merrick, Mrs. T. M. Burns,
and Miami Laura Porter and K.
McDougal.

CATHOLIC RETBEAT.
An Institution for Laymen near

Covington.

For nearly four centuries there
has existed the custom of retreats
in the Catholic Church, that is a
retirement to some secluded and

quiet place for the purpose of medi-
taticon, prayer and religious instruc-
Lion. It as an established custom
with religious orders, the periods of
retreat being observed either in ac-
cordance with custom, or for some
special occasion. A retreat for the
benefit of laymen is not ro common,
though in densely populated Catho-
lic districts they are sufficient in
number to be widely known. In
Canada and along the Budson river,
for instance, there are a number of
them, and in some Instances there
can be found as many as 200 Catho-
lic men observing a retreat at one
time.

Although the Catholics are nu-
merous in the South, a retreat of
this kind,if it exists at all, is con-
ducted in a very limited way.
However, the Jesuit Fathers of this
city propose to establish one this
month, wh'ich must, from the very
circumstanes surrounding it, soon
be known far and wide. They have
had for some time near Covington a
retreat for themselves, to which
they frequently took their boy stu-
dents. this is known as Mauresa
House, and was used by their nine
graduates as a retreat this past
month. Some time ago they pro-
posed to extend the privileges
of this place to Catholic laymen,
but the accommodations were very
limited and the undertaking would
necessarily have been carried on

It, a very small way. Fortunate
for the Jesuit Fathers, and thanks
to the generosity of a wealthy
Catholic lady, a plaee near Coving-
ton, just opposite Manresa House,
was given to them for this purpose,
which in every respect is an ideal
one for a retreat.

The mansion and grounds which
comprise this gift were up to a short
time ago the property of Mr. At.
wood Violett, and were known as
Olgalia. It comprises 140 acres
of beautiful grounds, planted in
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a handsome, roomy residence, fur-
nished throughout with every con-
venience, and an artesian well.
This place is shaded by some of
Louisiana's grandest oaks, and only
the twitter of birds disturbs its sol-
emn silence.

Siace this place has been in the
possession of the Jesuit Fathers, a
great swimming tang, to be supplied
with artesian water, was added to
its already numerous attractions,
and a more beautiful spot for
spending a few days of quiet and
retirement could hardly be found
in the Soubh.

The retreat is to be called Mont-
serrat House, named in honor of the
birthplace of society Jesuits, for it
was there that .3t. Ignatius, the
founder of the order, laid down his
armor as a soldier and began to
direct his attention to establishing
this society, now known throughout
the civilized world.

It would naturally be inferred
from the many attractions which
this place offers to a catholic desir-
ing to spend a few days in retreat,
that correspondingk? large expenses
would be attached to it. On the
contrary, there will be no special
charge for board, though each visi
tor will be expected to give some-
thing towards it for his food and the
care of his room while he is occu-
pying it. The purpose of this re-
treat is to give every Catholic an op-
portunity to enjoy isa benefit, and
not to confine them, to the ric alone.
The retreats will be conducted by
the Jesuit Fathers and will last from
three to six days. The best orators
in the order will preach the sermons
in connection with them.

There was a flag-raising over the
retreat Monday, July 4, which was
witnessed by a large delegation of
-New Orleans people Mr. J. J. Mc-
Loughlin was the orator of the day.
It is expected that the retreat will
be open by July 20.-Times-Demo-
crat.

THE REBEL TELL
Is Now the Rallying COy of All

American Troops.

The Baltimore Herald's Tampa
correspondent says: The Ameri-
can army has adopted thesebel yell.

The famous war cry of the con-
federacy is alive to-day, but it is
the boys in blue who unlimber their
vocal chords and screech like a lot
of old "Rebe" as they dash to the
charge.

The Rebel Yell, Jr., is limited to
the soldiers of no particular section.

The men of Maseachusetta yell
just as lastly as the men south of
the Mason and Dixon line. In fact,
the northern troops, and particular-
ly those from New York, seem to
place great confidence in the horri-
ble screech. The roar and rousing
cheer which encouraged the boys
of '61, who were battling for the
preservation of the union, seems to
live in memory only.

It has been succeeded by the
blood-curdling vell which the wear-
ers of the "ragged jacket" made
heard far above the howl of the
shell, the roar of the cannon or the
bark of the musket. In '98 the old
rebel yell is heard again.

It is not generally known that
yelling, when the charge is on, is
prescribed in the army regulations.

"When from 30 to 60 yards from
the enemy emit a yell," saith the
drill book. and the yell that fills the
air is the plain-old-fashioned Rebel
'"Y- Yo-Yo -Wo-Wo! The
New Yorkers turn loose a fearful
yell when they charge, and the Fifth
Regiment of Maryland lets go an
even more dangerous howl. The
round is nothing of the nature of a
cheeer. It is a wild, unearthly
cross between a screech and a yell,
that is calculated to not only strike
terror to the enemy, but to en-
courage our own boys. The yell is
suppose) to put the finishing touches
to the enemy. The Americans in
their charge, having covered all but
about 30 yards of the distance until
the Spaniards are reached, dash
forward from a double-quick to a
mad rush, yelling wildly, for the
triple purpose of encouraging each
other, confusing and terrorizing the
enemy.

There is not a question of a doubt
but that the battle cry of the Ameri-
can army is the "Rebel yell" of old.
and its adoption by the boys in blue
is a great compliment to the men
who set it to music of bullets thirty-
seven years ago.

The Fifth t9 ok to the yell most
naturally. There are men in the
command who "sang in the choir"
or "b1, ann woe are uwaguecu w
hear the revival of the old, but
never-to-be-forgotten "melody."

Captain Lee Goldeborough, of
Company I, says the yell, jr., is the
real thing, and is of the opinion
that it is the sweetest "music" he
ever heard.

When the "order of the charge"
is given the men start forward at a
double-quick. Then as the enemy's
line is neared, the spurt begins, the
yell is given, and all is over, per-
haps. During every skirmish drill
scores of men may he seen rushing
over the hot sands against an
imaginary foe, yelling like wild.
The yell it is hoped, will prove very
effective against the Spaniards, who
by this time have heard it, and un-
derstand that it is backed up by a
line of cold steel manipulated by
muscolar American arms.
