What i3 the mysiery of thi> absurd
fear of Lhe disease which never kills
in any oue year half as many peo-
ple as our familiar consumption
kills every year? This disease has
100,000 deaths to 1ts acconnt every
year in the United States alone.
The hizghest mortality ever recorded
for yellow fever was less thun
15,000. And in this Cuban war
anybody who can read plain figures
must see that dysentery, malanal
fever and other enteric disesses are
immenasurably more deadly than
yellow fever. Why, ihen, should
there be a punic whenever a case of
“*ganuine yellow fever’’ occnrs? —

Should be Established at
Covington.

Plan Endorsed by Promi-
nent Army Officers.

The expressed intention of Ad
jutant General Corbin to concen.
Lrate troops in the South between
the 30th and the 35th parallels and
keep them there for the winter or
until needed in Cuba or Porto Rico,
makes strongly appropriate a move-
ment on the pare of the business
men of New Orleans Lo obiain &
portion of the mobilizing army.  As
pointed out in the diates limg and
again, and substauiiated by the ap-
probation of Major General Lawlon,
Brigadier Geuneral Carpenier, l;‘rl-
vadier General Simon Suyder, Col.
Duncan, N. Hood and Major Frank
Edmunds, the establishwment of 8
permauent army post at Covington,
La., would redound in every way
o the benefit of the service. its
proxmity o New Orleans, oue of
the twelve large war supply depols,
and to her miles and ailes _or
wharves with railroad tracks ruoning
along tuereon, makes it vommend-
able, even ouiside of the health
proposition. 1. is bul mutering a
platizude to tell the people of _New
Orleans that Covington is cousider-
ed, und justly, one of the bealthiest
spots in the whole country. It
las every natural tacility for the
proper mainienance of a big army
post; pure runuing water, bigh
land and sandy svil, pine trees, and
another cousideration—very few of
she pesia of this secton uf the conn-
try —musquitoes.

J'he bealth of Col. Hood’s com-
mand while encamped vver at Cov-
ington for ywu months or more, 13 %
striking illustration of the salubri-
vuaness of the climate and its sc-
tual benefit to the troops.

They left Covingtor early in the
morning, arrived at the New Or-
leans and Northeastern depot, a
bundred ysrds from their ship,
about 9 o'clock, and could bave
been put aboard immedistely. As
you know, though, they were merely

The Situation in Cotton.

The colton crop is beginning to
move in large volume; but so con-
vinced are consumers, both at
home and abroad, of an excessive
crop, that there has so far been a
general disposition to hold aloof,

in expeetation of a lower <devel of
prices. As offerings have ascumu-

lated, this absence of demand has

forced prices downward, until near
months in the contract market
have actually dropped a trifle be-
| low five cents per pound.

The season has opened with a
general belief in a very large crop.
Those authorities who predicted a
large yield last season achieved
such prestige by approximating
the real yield that there is a gen-
eral disposition to accept their
predictions this year. The lead-
ing one of these authgrities bas an-
nounced his belief thai the present
crop is likely to exceed by ‘a con-
siderable amount that of last year.
A larger yield than last season has,
therefore, come Lo be accepted as
certain. g

The fact that colton producers
have planted for a larger crop this
year would seem to indicate that, ]
low as prices were last season, they
were, nevertheless, not so unprofit-
able as to discourage farmers. The
present crop has beeu economically
produced, with a view to selling it
at a very low price; hence it is not
&0 certain that a price even below
five cents per pound will mean dis-
aster. Cotton planting in the
South has been largely revolution-
ized within recent years. Farmers
now produce mast of their supplies
at home, heuce cotton has become
to a great extent a surplus as well
as a cash crop. Therefore prices
which, but a few years ago, would
have been considered disastrous,
are now accepled with equammity.
There is no doubt at all that the
tendency is to produce cotton at a
very low ecost. Curtailment of
acreage has been abandoned as a
very nnwise policy, and inslead,
farmers have adopted the plan of
diversifying crops, and ‘making
cotlon as much as poesible a sur-
plus crop. While this plan is in-
tensifled and diversified farming
has not yet obtained to” the same
extent in the South as it has in the
West and North, it is rapidly gain-
ing ground, and within a few years
we may expect to see the single-
crop policy entirely abandoned in
this section of the country.
Whether the low price with
which the season commences is an
indication of a low level of values
for the entire season or not is a
question it is impossible to answer
at the present moment. Should
the weather turn bad, or should
the receipts of cotton at the out-
ports fail {o bear out the predic-
tions of a larger crop than last sea-
son, & reaction from present low
prices will be sure to ‘uake place. |
If, however, the movement should
bear out the large estimates, it is
possible that prices may even go
lower for a lime;, although in the
