praises of the evil-smelling yellow
stuff to the end of time. The more
enthusiastic of the slphurites are
prepared to demonstrate, at least
to their own satisfaction, that their
favorite drug is a panacea for most
of the ills that flesh is heir to, from
a bad cold to yellow fever or a
broken leg. It is prescribed to be
taken both internally and externally
-to be carried in the sho'es and to

be swallowed in broken dopes. It
ti scarcely necessary to say that
physicians do not endorse the ax-
travagant claims put forth m behalf
of sulphur. To the contrary, they
rather advise that it be let alone.

lThere is danger of having the system
impregnated wi:h it. in wet weather
especially. as any farmer who has
given it to his stock can testify.
On the whole it best to treat the
grip just like any other disease--
send fora doctor and let him fight
at in his own way. The grip is not
an ailment to be experimented with.
It is bad enough to itself, and there
is always danger of its developing
into something worse. -Katchez
Bulletin.
