This, like many of Dr. Talmage's dis-

courses, recommends right doing for
this world, as well as preparation for
the Heavenly world. Text, .rob, 8, 14:
"Whose trust shall be a spider's web."

The two most skillful architects !n
the world are the bee and the spider.
The one puts up a sugar manufactory
and iae other builds a slaughter house
for lies. On a bright summer morn-
ing, when the suu comesoutand shines
upon the spider's *eb, bedecked with
dew, the gossamer structure seems
bright enough for a suspension bridge
for aerial beings to cross on. But alas
for the poor fly which in the latter
part of that day ventures on it and
is caught and dungeonedanddestroyed!
The fly was informed that it was a
free bridge, and would cost nothing.
but at the other end of the bridge the
toll .raid was its own life. The next
day there comes down a strong wind,
and away goes the web and the ma-
rauding spider and the victimized fly.
So delicate are the ilken threads of
the spider's web that many thousands
of them are put together before they
become visible to the human eye, and
it takes 4,000,000 of them to make a
thread as largeas the human hair. Most
cruel as well as most ingenious is the
spider. A prisoner in the Bastile.
France. had one so trained that at the
sound of the violin it every day came
for its meal of flies. The author of
my text, who was a learned scientist of
his day, bad no doubt watched the vo-
racious process of this one insect with
another and saw spider and fly swept
down by the same broom or scattered
by the same wind. Alas that theworld
has so many designing spiders and vic-
timized flies! There has not been a
time when the utter and black irre-
sponsibility of many men having the
financial interests of others in charge
has been more evident than in these last
few years. The bankruptcy of banks
and disappearance of administrators
with the funds of large estates, and the
disordered accounts of United States
officials have sometimes made a pes-
tilence of crime that solemnizes every
thoughtful main and woman and leads
every philanthropist and Christian to
ask: What shall be done to stay the
plague?i plague?

There is ever and anon a monsoon of
swindle abroad, a typhoon, a sirocco.
I sometimes ask myself if it would not
be better for men making wills to be-
queath the property directly to the ex-
ecutors and officers of the court and ap-
point the widows and orphans a com-
mittee to see that the former got all
thatdid not belong to them. The simple
fact is that there are a large number
of men sailing yachts and driving fast
horses and members of expensive club-
houses anid coniro'Mr.g country seats
who are not worth a dollar if they re-
turn toothers their justrights. Under
some sudden reverse they fall, and
with afllicted air seem to retire from
the world, and seem almost ready for
monastic life, when in two or three
years they blossom out again, having
compromised with theircreditors-that
is, paid them nothing but regret-and
the only difference between the second
chapter of prosperity and the first is
that their pictures are Murillos instead
of Kensetts, and their horses go a mile
in 20 seconds less than their predeces-
sors, and instead of one country seat
they have three. I have watched and
have noticed that nine out of ten of
those who fail in what is called high
life have more means after than be-

m fore the failure, and in many of the

cases failure is only a stratagem to es-
n- cape the payment of honest debts and

put the world off the track while they
at- practice a large swindle. There is

to- something woefully wrong in the fact
e that these things are possible.

careless, indifferent bank directors andrly boards having in charge great financial
ed institutions. It ought not to be possi-

t ble for a president or cashier or prom-
- inent officer of a banking institution toas swindle it year after year without deo

he teetion. I will undertake to say that
if these frauds are carried on for two
st or three years without detection either

rn the directors are partners in the in-
a famy and pocket part of the theft or

they are guilty of a culpable neglect of
* duty, for which God will hold them as
responsible as He holdf the acknowl-
-edged defrauders. What right have
prominent business men to allow their
names to be published as directors in a
financial institution, so that unsophis-
ticated people are thpreby induced to
deposit their money in or buy the scrip
thereof, when they, the published di-
rectors, are doing nothing for the safe-
ty of the institution? It is a case of
deception most reprehensible.

Many people with a surplus of
money, not needed for immediate use,
although it may be a little further on
indispensable, are without friends I

competent to advise them, and they are
guided solely by the character of the I
men whose names are associated with l
the institution. When the crash came
and with the overthrow of the banks I
went the small earnings and limited 1
fortunes of widows and orphans and
the helplessly aged, the directors stood
with idiotic stare, and to the inquiry of
the frenzied depositors and stock- 1

cateehisms and creeds ever written
and partaking of all the epmmunion
chalices that ever glittered In the
churches of Christendom will never
save your soul unless your business
character corresponds with your re-
ligious profession. Some of the worst
scoundrels in America have been mem-
bers of churches, and they got fat on
sermons about.Heaven when they mcst
needed to have the pulpits preach that
whilch would either bring them to re-
pent.nce or thunder them out of the
holy communions where their presence
was a sacrilege and an infamy.

We must especially deplore the mis-
fortunes of banks in various parts of
this country In that they damage the
banking institution, which is the great-
est convenience of the centuries and in-
dispensable to commerce and the ad-
vance of nations. In one hand it blesses
the lender, and with the other it blesses
the borrower. On their shoulders are
the interests of private individuals and
great corporations. In them are the
great arteries through which run the
currents of the nation's life. They
have been the resources of the thou-
sands of financiers in days of business
exigency. They stand for accommoda-
tion, for facility, for individual, state
and national relief. At their head and
in their management there are as
much interest and moral worth as in
any class of men, perhaps more. How
nefarious, then, the behavior of those
who bring disrepute upon this venern-
ble, benignant and God honored insti-
tntionu

We also deplore abuse of trust funds,
because the abusers fly in the face of
divine goodpess, which seems deter-
mined to bless this land. We are hav-
ing a series of unexampled national har-
vests. The wheat gamblers get hold
of the wheat, and the corn gamblers
get hold of the corn. The full tide of
God's mercy toward this land is put
back by those great dikes of dishon-
orable resistance. When God provides
enough food and clothing to feed and
apparel this whole nation like princes.
the scramble of dishonest men to get
more than their share and get it all
hazards keeps everything shaking with
uncertainty and everybody asking:
"What next?" Every week makes new
revelations. How many more bank
presidents and bank cashiers have been
speculating with other people's money
and how many more bank directors
are in Imbecile silence, letting the
perfidy go on, the great and patient
God only knows. My opinion is that
w-e have got near the bottom. The
wind has been pricked from the great
bubble of American speculation. The
men who thought that the judgment
day was at least 5,000 years off fo.und
it in 1598 or 1897 or 1896, and this na-
tion has been taught that men must
keep their hands out of other people's
pockets. Great businesses built on bor-
rowed capital have been obliterated,
and men who had nothing have lost
all they had. I believe we are started
on a higher career of prosperity than
this land has ever seen-if and if and if.

If the first men, and especially Chris-
tian men, will learn never to speculate
upon borrowed capital-if you have a
mind to take your own money and turn
It all into kites, to fly them over every
common in the United States, you do so-
ciety no wrong, except when you tum-
ble your helpless children into thepoor-
house for the public to take care of.
But you have no right to take the mon-
ey of others and turn it into kites.
There is one word that has deluded
more people into bankruptcy and state
lrison and ruin than any other word in
commercial life, and that is the word
borrow. That one word is responsible
for the defalcationstihd embezzlements
ar.dfinancial consternations of the last
20 years. When executors conclude to
speculate with the funds of an estate
committed to their charge, they do not
purloin; they say they only borrow.
When a banker makes an overdraft
upon his institution, he does not com-
mit a theft; he only borrows. When the
officer of a company, by flaming adver-
tisement in some religious paper and
ilt certificate of stock, gets a multi-
tade of country people to put their
small earningsto an enterprlae forcar-
rying on some undeveloped nothing, lie
does not fraudulently take their mon-
ey; he only borrows. When a younog
man with easy access to his employ-
er'a money drawer or the confidential
lerk by close propinquity to the ac-

count books takes a few dollars for a
Wall street excursion, he expects to
pat it back. He will put it all back. He
will put it all back very soon. Hlie only
borrows. Why, when you are going to
do wrong pronounce so long a word as
borrow, a word of six letters, when you
can get a shorter word more descriptive
of the reality, a word of only fivre letters
the word steel?

s our religion is a humbug.
Here Is something that. needM to be

sounded in the ears of all the young
men of America and iterated and reit-
t erated if this country is ever to be de-

livered from its calamities and com-
Imercial prosperity is to be establishedI and perpetuated-live within your
t means. Spend no more than you

make. And let us adjust all our bast-
ness and our homes by the principles
of the Christian religion. Our religlos
ought to mean as much on Saturday
and Monday as on the dao betweenand
rnot to be a mere peripbranis of sac-
tity. Our religion ought. to first clean
our hearts, and then it. ought toclean
our lives. Religion is not, as some
seem to think, a sort of church dedica-
tion, a kind of confectionery, a sort of
spiritual caramel or holy gumdrop or
sanctified peppermint or theological
anaesthetic. It. is anomniplled.t prin-
ciple, all controlling, all conquering.
You may get along with something less
than that, and you may deceive your-
self with it, but you cannot deceive
God, and you cannot deceive the world.
The keen business man will put on his
spectacles, and he will look clear
through to the back of your head, and
see whether your religion Is a fiction
or a fact. And you cannot. hide your
samples of sugar or rice, or tee or
coffee, iL they are false; you cannot hide
them under the cloth of a communion
table. All your prayers go for nothing
so long as you misrepreeant.your bank-
ing institutione, and in the report of
the resouroe you put down more spe-
*cie, and more fraetional ctpT•emey, and
more clearing house certificates, and
more legal tendernotesand more loans,
and more discounts than there really
are, and when you give an account of
your liabilities you do not mention all
the unpaid dividends and the United
States bank notes outstanding, and the
individual deposits, and the obligations
to other banks and bankers. An au-
thority more scrutinizing than that of
any bank examiner will go through
and. through and through your busi-
mness.

Gathered in ill religious assemblages
there are many who have trust funds.
It is a compliment to you that you
have been so intrusted, but I charge
you, in the presence of God and the
world, be as careful of the property of
bthers, as you are careful of your own.
Above all, keep your own private ac-
count at the bank separate from your
ncocunt as trustesof an estate or trustee
of an institution. That is the point at
which thousands of people make ship-
wreck. They get the property of oth-
ers mixed up with their own property.
They put it into investment, and away
it. all goes. and they cannot return that
which they borrowed. Then comes the
explosion, and the money market is
shaken, and the press denounces, and
the church thunders expulsion. You
have no right to use the property of
others, except for their advantage, nor
without consent, unless they are minors.
If with their consent you invest their
property as well as you can, and it is
all lost, you are not to blame. You
did the best you could, but do not come
into the delusion, which has ruined so
many men, of thinking because a thing
is in their possession therefore it is
theirs. You have a solemn trust that
God has given you. In any asemblage

-there may be some who have misap-
propriated trust funds. Put thein back,
or if you have so helplessly involved
them that you cannot put them back,
confess the whole thing to those whom
you have wronged, and you will sleep
better nights, and you will have the
better chance for your soul. What a
sad thing it would be if, after you are
dead, your administrator should find
out from the account books or from the
lack of vouchers. that you'are not only
bankrupt in estate, aut that you lost
your soul. If all the trust funds that
have been misappropriated should sud-
denly fly to their owners and all the
property that has been purloined
should suddenly go back to its owners,
it would crush into ruin every city in
America.

A missionary in one of the islands of
the Pacifie preached on dishonesty, and
the next morning he looked out of his
window, and be saw his yard full of
goods of all kinds. He wondered and
asked the cause of all this. "Well," said
the natives, "our gods that we have
been worshiping permit us to steal, but
according to what you said yesterday
the God qf Heaven and earth will not
allow this, so we bring back all these
goods, and we ask you to help us in
taking them to the places where they
belong." If next Sabbath all the minis-
ters in America should preach sermons
on the abuse of trust funds, and on the
evils of purloining, and the sermons
were all blessed of God, and regulations
were made that all these things should
be taken to the city halls, it would not
be long before every city hall in Amer-
ica would be crowded from cellar to
cupola.

Let me say in the most emphatic
manner to all young men, dishonesty
will never pay. An abbot wanted to
buy a piece of ground, and the owner
would not sell it, but the owner finally
consented to let it to him until he could
raise one crop, and the abbot sowed
scorns, a crop of 200 yearsl And Itell
you, young man, that the dishonesties
which you plant In your heart and life
will seem tobe very insignificant, but
they will grow up until they will over-
shadow you with horrible darkness,
overshadow all time and all eternity.
It will not be a crop for 200 years, but
a crop for everlasting ages.

I have also a word of comfort for all
who suffer from the malfeasance of
others, and every honest man, woman
and child does suffer f om what goes
on In financial scampdotm. Society isso
bound together that all the misfor-
tunes which good people suffer in busi-
ness matters come from the misdeeds
of others. Bear up under distress,
strong in God. He will see you through,
though your misfortunes should be
centupled. Scientists tell us that a
column of air 45 miles in height rests
on every man's head and shoulders.
But that is nothing compared with the
pressure that business life has put upon
many of you. God made up His mind
long ago how many or howwew dollare
it would be best for youtohave.- Trust
to His appointment. The door will
soon open to let you octand leteou up.

"That story," said a sportsman, after
listening to a thrilling experience
which a friend once had with a runa-
way team attached to a farm wagon,
"reminds me of an exciting and nearly
fatal ride thatI had on a hay cart when
up in the Adirondacks shooting last
November.
