Dr. Talmage Speaks of the Benefits
of a Religious Existence.

How It Makes Iin Devotees Happler
=Practical Religion the Friend
ef Lomgevity — @ospel of
Everyday, Life.

This sérmon of . Talmage pre-
sents a gospel for this life as well as
the next and shows what religion does
for the prolongation of earthly exist-
ence; text, Psalm xei., 16: “With long
life will I satisfy him.”

Through the mistake of its friends
religion’ hns been chiefly nssociated
with sickbeds and graveyards. The
whole subject to many people is odor-
ous with chlorine and carbolic acid.
There are people who cannot ‘pro-
nounce the. word . religion without
liéaring ‘in it the ‘clipping chisel of
the tombstone cutter. It is high time
that this thing were changed and that

as o heurse to carry out, the dead
should be represented as a chariot in
which the living are to triumph.

Religion. so far from ‘subtracting
from one’s vitality, is a glorious addi-
tion. It is sanitive, curative, hygienic,
Tt iy pood for the eyes;-good for the
ears, good for the spleen, good for
the digestfon, pood for the: nerves,
good for the muscles, When David,
in another part of the Psalms, ‘prays
that religion may be dominant, he
does not tpeak .of it as a mild sick-
ness Or an emancipation or an at-
tack of moral and epiritual cramp.
He speake of it as “the saving health
of all nations,” while God in the text
promises longevity to the pious, say-
ing: “Witn long life will 1 =atisfy
him.”

The fact is that men and women
die too soon. It is high time that re-
ligion joined the hand of medical sci-
ence in attempting o improve human
longevity. Adam lived 930 years.
Methuselah lived 969 years. As late
in the history of the world as Vespa-
sian there were at one time in his em-
pire 45 people 135 yeurs old. Seo far
down as the sixteenth century DPeter
Zartan died at 185 years of age. 1 do
not say that religion will ever take
the race back to antediluvian Iomzev-

man life will be greatly improved.

1t is said in Isaiah Ixv., 20: “The
child shall die a hundred years old.”
Now, if, according to Scripture, the
child is to be a hondred years old.

to 300 and 400 and. 300? The fact is
that we are mere dwarfs and skele-
tous compared with some of the gen-
crations that are to come. " Take the
African race.

My designis to:show that practical
religion is the friend of longevity; T
prove it. first, from the fact that it
makes the care of your health a pesi-
tive Christian doty. Whether we shall
keep early or late hours, whether we
thall take food digestible or indigesti-
ble, whether there shall be thorough
or incomplete mastication, are ques-
tions very often referred to the realm
of whimsicality, but the Christinn man
lifts this whole provlem of health into
the accountable and the divine.  He
says: “God has given*me this body,
and he has called it the templeof the
Holy Ghost, and to deface its aljars
ot mar its walls or ernmble itz pillars
is a God-defying sacrilege.” Ile sees
God's caligraphy In 'every page—an-
atomical and phymlagwn} mv,s.
“Tiod has given me a wondes
for noble purposes.”. ‘That arm “iﬂ:

Smoking your mervous system into
fidgets, burning ont the eoating of
your stomach with wine logwooded
and strychnined. walk.ng with thin
shoes to make your feet look delicate,
pinched at the waist until yon are
vigh cpt ‘in gwo; fand weither part
worth anything, proaming abount sick
headache amh pllplhtmn of the heart.
which yon think came from God,
when ther came from your-ewn: folly
What ri,ght bas any man or woman
to deface the temple of the Holy
Ghost? What is the ear? Why, it is
the whispering gallery of the human
toul. What is the eye? It is the ob-
servafory God' construeted. its tele-
scope sweeping the heavens. So won-
derful are these bodies that God
names his own attributes after dif-
ferent parts of them. His omniscience
—it is God's eye. His omnipresence—
it is God's ear. His ommnipotence—it
is God's armg ﬂWdﬁmy of the
midnight heavens—it is the work of
God's fingers. His life-giving power—
it is the breath of the s\:mnlghtr His
dominion—"the povernment chall ho
apon his shoulder.”

When it becomes a Christian duty
to take care of your health, is not the
whole tendency toward longevity? If
1 toss my watch about recklessly and
drop it on the pavement and wind it
up any time of day or night I hap-
pen to think of it and often let it run
down while you are careful with your
watch and mever abnse it.and wind it
up just at the same hour every night
and put it in a place where it will
not suffer from the violent changes of
atmosphere. which watch will last the
longer? . Common sense answers,
Now, the human body is God’s wateh,
You see the face of the watch, but the
beating of the heart iz the ticking of
the wateh, Oh, be carelul and do not
let it run down!

Again, I remark that prnt-tmnl Te-
ligion is a friend ol longevity in the
fact that it is s protest against dissi-
pations which injure and destrgy the
health. Bad men and women: live a
very short life. Their sins kill them.
I know hundreds of good old men, but
1 do not know half a dozen bad old
men. Why? They did not get old.
Lord Byron died at Missolonghi at
36 years of age, himself his own Ma-
zeppa, his mobridled passions the horse
that dashed with him into the desert,
Edgar A. Poe died at Baitimore at 38
years of age. The black raven that
alighted on ihe bust above his cham-
ber door was delirium tremens.

Only this and nething more.

Napoleon Bonaparte lived only just
beyond midlife, then died at St
Helena, and one of his doctors said
that his disease was induced by ex-
cessive- snuffing. The hero of Auster-
litz, ithe man who by one step of his
foot iu the center of Europe shook
the earth, kilted by a snuif box! Oh,
how many peoplé we have known who
have not lived out half their days
berause of their dissipations and in-
dulgences! XNow, practical religion is
a protest against all dissipation of any
kind.

“But,”" you say. “professors of re-
ligion have fallen, professors of re-
ligion have got drunk, professors of
religion have mizappropriated trust
funds, professors of religion have ab-
sconded.” Yeg, but they threw away
their religion before they did their
morality. If a man on & White Star
line steamer bound for daverpool, in
mid-Atlantic jumps overboard and is
drowned, is that anything against the
White Star line's eapacity to.take the
man acros the ocean? Awd if a man
jumps over the gunwale of his reli-
zion and goes down never to rise, is
that any reason for your believing that
religion has no capacity to take the
man ¢lear through? In the one case
if he had kept to the steamer his
body would have been saved; in the
other case if he had kept to his reli-
gion his morals would have been
saved.

There are aged people who would
have been dead 25 years ago but for
the defenses and the equipoise of re-
ligion. You have no more natural re-
sistance than hundreds of people who
lie in the cemeteries to-day. slain by
their own vices. 'The doctors made
their case as kind and plensant as
they could. and it was called conges-
tion of the brain or something else,
but the snakes and the bilue flies that
seemed to crawl over the pillow in the
sipht of the delivicus patient showed
what was the matter with him. You,
‘the aged Christiin mau, walked along
by that unhappy one amtil You came
to the golden pillar of the Christian
life; You went to the right; he went
to thae left.” That fs all the difference
between you. O, if this religion is
a protest aguninst an forms of dissipa-
tion, them it is an illustrious friend of
lonigevity., “With lobg life will I.sat-
jafy him.

Again, religion is a friend of longev-
ity in the fact that it takes the worry
ovt of our temporalities. Tt is not
work that Kills men, it iz worry.
Wher n n@gn becomes a genuine Chris-
them, ‘be: miakes over to Goil not only
his affections, but his family, his bosi-
ness, his_reputation, his body, his
mind. his soul—everything.  Indos-
trigushe will be, hurnewr wyrrying,
bechuse Ec} ig managing his affairs.
Ilow can he worry about business
when im apewer to his prayers God
tells him when to buy and when to
sell, antt if he gain that is best and
if he losze that is best?
