er, of New Haven, Conn., had given his
valuable collection of old musical in-

f struments to Yale university, and thatr. the gift had been accepted by the uni-

versity. The collection, which is con-
sidered one of the finest of itsikind in
the world, includes many rare speci-
mens purchased by Mr. Steinert dub-
ing his trip through Europe.

Mr. Steinert has devoted the past 20
years to making the collection, with
the idea of preserving the nearly lost
relies of the early development in mau-
sical instruments.

Foremost in importance is a series
of old clavichords, harpsichords, ham-
mer claviers and spinnets, showing the
development of the modern piano-.
forte. Another set includes a large
number of stringed instruments lead- |
ing up to the introduction of the vio-t
lin. One of the most interesting and
valuable pieces is a harpsichord by j
Kirkman, 1755, which once belonged
to Napoleon Bonaparte, and stood in ,
the drawing-room of his house in ,
