Out of 152 injories by
firesrms m sixty-seven citics, the
toy pistol caused 105. Gunpowder
explosions, incloding the premsture
blowing vp of many village anvils,
csused the injury of 187 out of the
list. Many of the injuries incloded
im the lists were rgported as pros-
pectively fatal.
