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TELEPHONES ON FARMS.

They Are Not Merely a Coavealeaee,
But a Good Badiess Invest-

meat as Well

In the locality where I live there
are several lines of telephones which
run through the farming districts to
the several villages. Many of the
farmers along these lines have placed
'phones in their houses, which puts
them in direct communication with
the villages. I recently visited a
farmer who lives three or four miles
from one of our large villages. In
this village he markets the produce
of his farm and of a large truck gar-
den. It has been his custom to drive
to the village three times a week with
a load of produce. Not knowing how
much he would be able to sell, he
would often take more than he could
dispose of, and this surplus, kept over
until the next trip, did not always
keep in a marketable condition, and
in this way considerable was wasted
during the year. This farmer has put
a telephone in his house which places
him in communication with his cus-
tomers in the village. He now receives
their orders by telephone, and know-
Ing what they want, he delivers it to
them on his regular nays of market-
ing. This makes marketing much
easier and pleasanter, and he thinks
the telephone a profitable investment
for him. Sometimes he wholesales

.•Wodae to dealers when he can get
a-Srices.: When a dealer

<it= l plage wishes anything in his
line, he can easily order it, if prices
can be arranged, or when the farmer
has anything ready for market, he
can "call up" the dealer and ask for
prices.

The telephone not only places him
in immediate communication with his
own village, but withieighboring vil-
lages, and, by telegraph or the long-
distance telephone, with the city mar-
kets. The farmer I have mentioned
grows seceral actes of strawberries.
By the aid of the telephone he is able
to learn without ~lelay, which is im-
portant to marketing berries, where
there is a demand for them and at
what price.

There Are many other uses of the
telephone for. the farmer in his iso-
late.circumstances, so that very often
he can make it convenient and profit-
able. I-have been in the railway sta-
tion when some farmer "called up"
the agent and asked him if the goods
he was expecting had arrived, and the
information would sometimes save a
trip to the station before the goods
were there; or he was asked to send
a message by telephone to some place,
with an immediate reply.

The telephone, besides placing the
asrmer in immediate communication

He
converses easily at any time with his
neighbor on any snbje2t of interest
to them.

Many farmers think that the cost
of the telephone is so great that they
cannot afford it. In my locality the
farmers own private lines on the co-
operative plan. There are main lines
operated- by individuals, or" orpora-

Tlons. The farmers have built private
lines which connect them with these.
Generally, a few individuals taking the
lead, the .farmers *e vksied In the
commiunity where the wires are t be
put up, and asked to subscribe to-
wards building the line. Some who
do -not wish to pay money are allowed
to furnish work, posts, etc. The wire
is put up at a small cost to each
farmer, but in addition to it, he must
buy his telephone to put in his house.
This costs him from $15 to $20. Then
he must pay his share of the taxwhich
is charged for connecting the farm-
er's private line with the main lines,
which in mOst of the communities in
this pection is two or three dollars
annually for each farmer. In one
neighborhood near me I do not think
the cost of putting up the wires and
buying the telephones was wore than
$30 for each farmer. rerhaps this
was only the cash outlay, and the
work contributed by the farmers was
not taken into account; I was not
definitely informed on this point.
Where there are isuch opportunities
for building farmers' line Z hit' can
be connected with main lines, surely
money or work expended in this way
will be well invested.-W. H. Jenkins,
in Country Gentleman.

RAISING DAIRY CALVES.

How the Young Thlnss Are Ped Sep.

On all stock and dairy farms it is de-
sirable or necessary to raise some of
the calves. It is not practicable or
economical to feed the youngsters on
whole milk, even if it were desirable to
do so. So skimmilk has to be used.

strips cut with an elongated circle and
bolted to the one by four inch strips
and covered with short pieces of thin
boards, keep hay or grain from coming
in contact with wheels. The front
guard or standard should' be fastened
to side sills by means of a full length
rods and just back of front arm and at-
tached so as to be raised up or dbwn
The stakes at rear end fastened in same
manner. This renders it more con-
venient to store away under some low
shed when not in use.-R. Logan, in
Farm and Home.

EXPENSE OF HAULING.

In New Jersey It Has eenReduced
to a Mialman by the Baildlas

of Stoeme Roeads.

Regarding the making of stone roads
the question is frequently asked wheth-
er the increased taxation does not
amount to more than the advantages
gained. State Commissioner Budd, of
?New Jersey, reports that before the
construction of good roads the expense
of carting a few pounds of produce to
market was so great that farmers,
where possible, found it much cheapes
to send by car or boat. But now they
are purchasing broad tread wagons.
which carry from 130 to 225 five-eighths
bushel baskets of vegetables and fruits,
while before they only carried from 30
to 50 baskets, apd-a.e retursing with
from three to five-ton loads of manure.
On the ferry leading to the Philadel-
phia markets this year the passage of
2,440 teams per day was counted car-
rying from three to five tons on each
load. Stone roads place the farmers
almost at the door of the consumer,
saving many intermediates, all of whom
are forced to have a profit. His in-
creased loads, the savingin transporta-
tion, the dispensing with the commis-
sion man, and the delivering of the
produce to the grocer or consumers
doors have resultedin saving to the in-
dividual farmer sums ranging from ten
to twenty dollars on each load.

Some Reaseans for Upraylag.
A correspondent of the Farmers' Re-

view recently wrote that he had no
faith in spraying; that if the birds
were protected there would be no need
of spraying. The attention of the cor-
respqndent should be called to the fact
that the prime reason for spraying, is
to prevent fungus attacks, such as
those producing the apple leaf scab.
Birds can have no effect in checking
troubles of that kind. Spraying with
Bordeaux mixture was first tried in
Bordeaux, France, to keep the boys
from stealing the grapes. 'e owner
of the vineyard found that it also saved
his grapes from mildew. Now, birds
have no effect on mildew. So it is evi-
dent that the preservation of the mlrds
does not remove the reasons for spray-
ing

spraying as an Iavestment.

It is about as hard to convince some
orchardists that they should spray as
it is to convince others that they
should insure their houses against fire.
The two acts are in a way similar. The
expense may be looked upon in either
case as insurance. The man that
sprays his orehard may never see that
he has escaFed disaster. He may never
appreciate the good he receives from
spraying. His enemies are so smai
that he does not see them approad
and perish with the poison that has
been placed in their way. But whether
he sees the results or does not see
them, they are there.--armers' e,
view.
