[Special Washington Letter.]T IILS might be called a story of
highway robbery, or, better, a
story of legalized larceny.

fSo long as a man is robbed, and sys-
tematically mulcted, it makes little
difference to him what form of opera-
tion may be adopted by the robber.
The purse which contains a dollar may
be taken at night by a burglar, or it
may be taken at midday by a bandit,
at the point of a pistol; and the meth-
od makes no difference to the one who
owns the purse, but is obliged to give
it up.

"I am paying $52 every year in order
to secure civility and fair treatment,"
said a permanent guest at one of the
leading hotels of this city this after-
noon. "I hand a silver dollar to my
waiter every Saturday night. Because
of that fact the waiter looks out for
me, gets my meals ready for me, an-
ticipates my wants and makes things
pleasant for me in the dining-room. If
I happen to take a friend to dinner
with me my waiter is promptly on
hand, bowing low and doing his best
to help me entertain my friend. Other
boarders at our hotel receive only
such service as the waiters are eom-
pelled to give them, and often they
suffer numerous discourtesies, whichauner numerous mascourresaes, wanca
are exceedingly disagreeable in the
presence of others."

A dollar every Saturday night isnot
much money, but it amounts to a fine
suit of clothes every year, with shoes
and hat thrown in. To the negro
waiter it amounts to half of his house
rent: and every waiter usualy has
four or five guests who pay about the
same amount for special services, al-
though the hotel proprietors pay from
$12 to $20 per month, and board, to
good waiters.

The saloons and hotel bar-rooms in
this city are closed on Sunday, by law,
but regular patrons of hotel bar-rooms
are always served with liquor, on the
quiet, and the police department seems
to be unable or unwilling to seal those
places. On last Sunday afternoon the
writer observed two colored highway-
men collecting tolls from these drink-
ing men. There is a door in a prom-
inent hotel which openas the way to a
small dark room adjoining the bar-
room. On either side of that door
stood a bell boy. in the hotel uniform.
When each drinking man approached
one of the bell boys opened the door
and escorted the visitor to a seat in
the private room. Then, taking his
order, the bell boy would bring him
the required drink and a card with the
price marked upon it. The customer in
each instance not only paid for his
drink, but gave the bell boy five or
ten cents for his service. If any man
should neglect to give up this "tip"
to the servant, on the following Sun-
day he would be told that the bar
could not be opened, or come other dis-
courtesy would be shown him.

Now everybody will be disposed to
say that it serves a drinking man right
to be mulcted that way, for violating
the law as well as for drinking on Sun-
day, but that is a separate thought al-
together. The fact remains that the
"tip" is required for that kind of sern-
ice, and it is robbery.

The hotel guest referred to above
gave a further bit of Information which
was interesting. He said: "For some
time I could not get my rooms put in
order early in the day. The chamber-
maid on my floor assured me that it
was impossible for her to get around
to my apartments earlier than noon;
she had so meuf work todo. But when
I began giving her a two dollar bill
at the end of each month she gave my
rooms earlier attention, so that now
I am well fxed and comfortably enter-

tained. 1 pay the hotel $250 per month,
but I am obliged to pay for every atten-
tion which I receive. Even the barber,
whose price for a shave is 15 cents, ex-
pects a quarter of a dollar; and he
gets it, because if he did not I would
get butchered Instead of barbered."

The system of giving "tips" pre-
vails to a greater or less extent al
over the world, but in no city is it
more rigorously sad extensively prac-
ticed than in this national capital.
Allof the servantsare negroes, and they
work together with the view of get-
ting all of the extra money the guests
can be tahJriofiijl gfilsag upto them.
Not onlr in t hIotlsc, but In the
restaurants, they expect and practi-
ually demand extra pay for services

rendered. The man about town who
takes his meals regularly at any par
ticular restaQrsa s soon singled out
by an tlhswaMtesas iad f he doesn't
feely give he may sit In loneliness at
s table, without havlag even the cour
tesy of a bill of fare being handed to
im. As asoon as the waiters know
thuat the guest wil, qven oeeasionally,
give up a dime or a quarter, they
hasten to attend to his wants as
soon as he enters the door.

FARMER AND PLANTERK.
TUE SUCCESSFUL PARLER.

Metheds to Parsue.

Many farmers read with absorbing
interest the recital of the experienees,
as given in some agricultural journal,
of that farmer who has made farming
ray. They ponder his manner of eul-
ture and methods of handling his
crops, and in most instances fully
actquitce in the wisdom of his
plans (f procedure. While meditadag
on them, at the noon hour, under the
shade of the tree or at the north end
of the house, the paper oft falls from
tbhe farmer's hand, and comparisons,
unconsciously perhaps, ate made be-
tween his own lot and that of the sue-
estiaul farmer, whose paying methods
are so forcibly pictured in the paper.
The instituted comparimons are too
often odius, even more, dissatifying;
a d the farmer rises slowly, delib-
erately gets his old straw hbat,,partial-
ly br;uless, and with a sigh, goes to
the task of the day. How much the
sigh may mean. It may be interpreted
by the line of conduct later pursued,
as nmeaning that the other man was
successful because his environment
and opportunities were different from
those of our friend and his advantages
better. "I could succeed, too, if things
were only different," is frequently the
wental reflection.
That's just the point, the changing

of existing conditiasL. B3ut such
changes can't be made as by a fairy's
wand. It requires the plan, then the
slow but sure adoption of this plan.
The successful farmer of whom you
read had his times of sitting under
his wozm-withered gourd.

The quiet teating adi some of the
ideas of dvanaeed farming is what is
needs d. Give some portion of a crop
unusual care, study Intelligently the
effi ct, and patiently await results.
Such trials may convince you that you
are farning too mnuch land, and yet
n t farming it enough. There is a dif-
ference. You can't follow verbatim et
literatim the methods oetan one. The
Iistory of any sace'fs j farming op-

eration can only be to-another an ob-
ject lesson, given on the general prin-
ciple thit what dse ian has done an-

cther mate may do. Don't conclude be-
cause the first effort is-mota blooming
success that it is a witheing failure
in toto, as did the farmer who declared
that potatoes grown in the spring,
however early they matured, would
not, if planted the same seasan, pro-

duce tubers, for he had tried it. When
ouestioned closely the facts were re-

eakltd that he had pulled a few early
potatoes from a hill and planted them

down somewlhere and they didn't
grow. It all experiments were con-
ducted on such premises we woald be
but little past the Indian's primitive
metbhe de of corn planting.

Do hogs need exeriese? is asked bya correspondent. Yea, at most periods
of their lives they do, although the

The sucking pig needs exercise, or
l,hethora and an attack of ,tulaulpa
may be expected: h tii e
thumps are most complained of i
when, after farrowing time,-there is
bad weather taft Xeeps tthe Ultter and
the dam confined to the pen, where
the former stick and sleep, and has
no work to do to keep it healthy. In
gtod weather, with room enough to
run about out of doors, the litter al-
ways get exercise enough, and rarely
has thumps. Growing pigs need some
exercise, too, but they can be relied
on to take all they need if given room
enough, and the weather is not too
unfavorable. Breeding pigs should al-
ways have plerty of exercise, or they
will become shy breeders, and the pigs
they have will- not be rigorous, and
they may even become entirely sterile.
When hogs get their growth and are
put in the yard for fattening, is the
time when they need exercise least.
For the short time that remains be-
fore marketing they can both safely
and advantageously be kept as quiet
as possible. The time is too brief for
them to suffer injury for want of ex-
ercise, and the feed will have a quick-
er effect if they do not run it off. The
answer to the question should there-
fore be that the hogs need exer-
else, but no particular pains need be
taken to see that they get it except in
the case of young pigs in Ird weather,
or in that of breeding stock that has
been fattened for the show ring. The
latter, when they reach home after the
shcws, need reducing, not by cutting
off feud ro much as by exercise, and
in doing this driving them around the
yard with a buggy whip for a while
each day is often recorued to.-Home-
stead.
