BThe.insurreCtion of tha.Boxers, al-
though heralded as a patriotie pri
ing, had its origin in hatred, and there-
fore resulted in munder, devastation
and the snbjection of its originators.
The leaders of the marauders and as-
sassins managed to compromise the na-
tional government, but their extermin-
ation of Christian ,missionarieq and
their convefts was not prompted= by
patriotism.' They Were actuated -by
greed and fanaticism, the lowest of hu-
man passions. They did not fight be-
cause they loved Confucius, but be-
cause they hated the God of the Chris-
tians, because they were afraid of
Christian schools and education in
Christian eitizenship. They realized
that men and women trained by Euro-
pean and American missionaries would
not fortver submit to the exacttons of
Chinese tax-gatherers and tyrannical
officials. Their fght the fore was, anji
Is, one for'he peppetyat of the mA~
role which harmsde the ainchh dyfas
ty notorious in every country and
province of the orient and has earned
or it the contempt of the white race.

I t would be going too far to say that
all Boxers are thieves and assassins.
The iatory of the organization would
contradict such a sweeping assertion.
The "Society of the GreatfBnwld",fas
organised as a protest and means of`
defense against the banditp.with which
the province of Shan Tung'was infest-
ed. It was, ar fact, a vigilance commit-
tee on a large scale, and accomplished
much good. Highway robbery was
practiced openly in every part of the
district; men and women were mhr-
dered for the sake of obtaining a few
cents, and rich persons were carried
away into captivity and: held for rash

That they acted with
the consent of the government at
Peking is the popular impression.

It k ail tSl
Intention bf the leaders fo begin op-
erations simultaneously in all of the
principal provinces of the empire, but
the impatience of the conspirators in
Shan-Tung upset their calculations.

The lateaee of Shade.
Experiments to flid the influence of

shade upon garden crops show that
shade retards germination of the flrst
crop of lima beans, but not of the mid-
summer planting. All root crops, as
turnips, carrots and potatoes, grow
larger leaf surface in shade, but small-
er roots. Shade improves salad erops,
noticeably celery. With-seeC •r-
