The New Year 1801.
Diary of a Young Man Who

Saw the Century Come In.

When the New Year's Day was
celebrated in 1801 the people of
New Orleans were just as hopeful
of the new century as are the peo-
ple of to-day. Some old croakers
contended that the city never would
increase; that it had been bandied
about too much from government to
government, and that there was in-
deed no possibility of its even taking
in the American settlemet outside
of the ramparts.

There is an interesting document
in the possessio of one of the old
Creole families of the city. It is
the diary of a long dead son of
France, who was a youth of twenty-
five when the nineteenth century
was ushered in. L ke many a senti-
mental youth of that age, he kept a
diary. In it, however, he was not
often sentimental, but hao trans-
cribed some very interesting pas-
sages of his lif. His account of
how he spent new Year'e Eve of
1801 is bo'h entertaining and in
structive.

The following is his entry, cover-
ing that evening and the midnight
marking the dividing point between

the old and the new century:
Dec. 31, 1800-I have just come

in from the banquette, where, with

pala, Henri and Jacques I fired off
e my pistol at the same time that the

-guns from the fort began to fire.
I We made a big noise, and frightell

t ed he girls so that they came in the

house. All the soldiers were lined

up oa the Place d'Arres, and they
were firing also. I felt very mag-
nificeut. It is not often that a man
lives to see one century go out and

another century come in. My heart

swelled as I thought that I had

lived for sunch a time.
All the people in New Orleans

were aery much excited about the

new century. All day my friends

were preparing to celebrate it.

After I left the bank to-day I went

to ntoine's billiard hall and took a

glass of wine with Andre Boisblauc.

We played a game of billiards and

Sbheat him fifteen points. I was

glad, as he had beat me last time.

As I walked home, feeling good

after that wine, I saw the black eyes

of Angele from her window on

Royal street. That girl, she knows

she runs me mad. I low ts. her,

but she looks at me so that I was

red in the face and could not walk

well.
At the house after dinner we had

some good wine and sat up to see

the new century go away. Angele
came over to see the girls, and that

makes me glad, although I cannot

talk well to her.
We talked as to what would ar-

rive to New Orleans during the new

century. Papa says he is much
dissatisfied with the Americans on

the outside of the city. They are
not cumme it ftaut like us, and try
to make trouble for the government
Papa says he hopes the city wall go
hack to France some day. He says
it is bonnd to arrive, and that New
Orleans will grow rich and be big.
I asked him if he thought that the
city would ever stretch beyond C(us-
tomhouse or Rampart street. He
says that it might go a few blocks,
but that thle ground was so bad that
it could not go far. Judge Dubos
said, with a very excited face, that
he thought the city would improve a
good deal. He said he believed
that in one hundred years it would
have 50,000 people. You should
have heard papa laugh. He has
been a long time here, and he does
not believe anytling like that.

I like to go to bed thinking of that
music, so I will st)lp now.-Times-
