A Variety of Suggestions Which May
Frove Useiul in Her Home
Work,

To prevent the croguettes from
aticking to the wires dip the frying
basket into the hot fat before fillingit.

Carpet tacks are said to be more
efective than shot for cleaning glass
jars. Half fill the jars ar bettles with
hot soap suds, add the tacksand shake
sigorously, says a bousehold author-
ity.

HOUSEHOLD ECONOMY.

How It May Be Practiced in the Pars
chase of Supplies for the
Kitchen,

In Woman’s Home Companion Mrs.
Mary Graham gives the following use-
ful hints:

“Fpr o good-sized family flout i the
largest item in the line of dry gro-
peries, and should be bought by tha
barrel. The mistress of a hovachold
whao studies economy will rareiy go
to the baker’s. Rolls for breakfast oc-
casionally, and opce in awhile s loaf
of bread for toast or as a change from

that made at home, should be the ex-'

ceptions. The cost of s barrel of
flour is seldom below five dollars, and
often much in advance, Never keep &
barrel of flour in & place thatisat all
hot or damp. In buying Indian meal,
Graham flour and cereals only smad
quantities are needed—say from seven
to ten pounds. They should be keptin
covered earthen jars and ina dryplace.

“Sngar is not enough cheaper when
purchased in large quantities ta make
any material difference, but it is a
convenience to have from ten to twens
ty pounds always on hand. Good cof-
fee can be bought by the sack as low
as 17 cents a pound. Thisisin'the beam
and green; but getting it in this way
saves about one-half, and it is very lit-
tle trouble to brown twe pounds ata
time. Put the coffee in an iron spider
with just a liftle butter, and stir it
often until of the right color. It should
always be ground the last thing hefore
using.

“Tea can be bought for much lessby
the box, and two kinds are a saving
where there are gervants, as they ara
most lavish users of tea, and as a rule
like the cheaper grades quite as well
as the better. In faet, they are likely
to prefer very inexpensive tea, for the
reason that beiling iz the favoriis
kitchen method of preparation, and ex=
treme strength and blackness a guale
ity much desired.

“Starch is much chraper bought in
bulk. #oap should be bought by the
box, and well dried before being used;
green soap is wasteful. For floorsand
caarse towels soft soap should be made
from the refuse fat by the addition of
potash, then boiling. In buying soap
care must be taken that it is ofjthe
right quality. Any good grocer will
help in the selection; a light yellow
soap is usually the beat ehoice, while
delicacy of flavor is the quality sought
for by the person of superior taste.”
