New York, Feb. 9.—Norburne
B. Jenkins, lecturer, optiziam and
art connolsseur, before taking a
trip about the country in Febru-
ary, 1899, took out a policy in the
Union Marine Insurance Company,
Limited, of Liverpool, insuring bis
baggage against loss or damage to
an extent not exceeding $4,000.

He sayn that one of his trunks,
containing jewelry and parsonal ef-
fects, valued at more than $7,000,
was destroyed by fire at the rail-
way station at Avita Springs, La.,
on Feb, 27, while it wag in the
ocustody of the Kast Lonisiana
Railroad Company.

.l 000, the full amount of the
policy.

As payment was.refused he has
brought an action in_the supreme
court, through his counsel Emannel
M. Friend, to recover the face
valne of the policy.

Two people ghot to death is the
result of Mardi Gras day in Amite
City. Mrs. Faraba Russell, an old
lady. and William Perry a young

man. The bloedy work was done
on the streeta of Amite City dur-
ing the progress of the magnificent
parade by the Carmival Club.
Cooper would no doubt have been
Iynched had he not been rushed off
to New Orleans, where he now oc-
cupies a cell in the parish prigan.

This termble donble tragedy
seems to be the result of laxity on
the part of someone in the shenfi’s
office, an Perry was a prisoner, and
wace supposed to be in jail. He
bad been convicted of carrying
concealed weapons at the recent
terms of ecourt sand aentenced to
jail, and hia time wonld not have
expired for several days yet, but
the official in charge or thesheriff’s
office allowed Perry to go on the
sireets to view Lhe parade.

The streets were crowded with
visitors to see the parade, and
Cooper was enjoying the sighta,
Perry left the jail and 'walked
down the street, saw Cooper and
started a fuse, and a fisticuft fol-
lowed, Cooper wae a very much
smaller man than Verry, and Coop-
er soon saw he was getting the
worst of the fight. Cooper fired
four timea, one ball taking effect in
Perry’s side, fonr and one balf in-
ches below the left nipple, from
the effecta of which he died an
hour an a half later.

Two of the other shots took ef-
fect in the body of Mrs. Babara
Rugeell—one 1n the head, just be-
hind the ear, and the other 1o the
left side, just above the nipple,
which produced almost instant
death.

Mrs. Rusgell was 65 years of age,
and her maiden name was Spring.
She left & famly to mourn bher
death.
