Locations 'for Suburban
Residences and Resorts

The Picayune prints some re-
marks explanatory of an enterprise
which, if carried out, would make
a most important addition to the
suburban resorts aud attractions of
the city.

It consists essentially of two
parts. One as to build a bridge
across Lake Pontchartrain, upon
which is to be operated an electric
railway to Mlandevllle. From
there electric roads are to be laid
along the coast in St. Tammany andI
Tangipahoa, to connect with all
important points in that region.

The other proposition to have
the railroad bridge so constructed
as to make it available for any
acqueduct to brmg water into the
city from the clear rivers of the
region mentioned. This proposition
greatly complicates what would
otherwise be a simple problem, by
mixing it up with the Water
Works case, that is already a
source of great and vaxatious litiga.
tion to the people of this city, for
if the charter of the Water Works
Company should be declared void
by the court of last resort, the city
Sewerage and Water Board would
have an exclusive right to furnish
and control the water supply of
New Orleans, and holding that
right and being placed under obli-
gations by the State Constitution
to exercise it under the exclusive
ownership of the city, it would be
impossible to share those rights
and duties with any private cor-
poration. If, on the other hand,
the Water Works charter should
ne declared intact and unassa'lable,
then there would still be little
prospect of an electric railroad
company being able to bring water
into the city from across the lake
for sale at a profit.

It would be wise, then, to drop
that part of the proposition in re-
gard to an aqueduct over the lake,
and devote all energies to the rail-
road proper. Not only on the
lake shore on the other side, but
on this side also, are handsome lo i
cations for residences and, pleasure
resorts, and a railway along the
coast on both sides would be de-
sirable, and until a bridge shall be
built, coast railways connecting
with daily steamers could do all
the business that would be offered
in the beginning.-Picayune. '

New Reoad for New Or-
leans and Covington.
The investigation into the

charges against the Carondelet
Canal and Navigation Company
has elicited some interesting facts
about the new railroad projected
for New Orleans. It is the Louisi.
ana and Mississippi Midland. l'he
facts have been developed as a re-
sult of the efforts of those inter-
ested in the railroad to prevent at
present the forfeiture of the char-
ter of the canal company.

The route contemplated by the
company as from New Orleans to
Mandeville, thence to Covington,
thence through Washington parish,
touching Franklinton, the parish
seat, and thence on up to Monti-
cello, Mies., about sixty m iles
from the Louisiana State line.
Ultimately the road will be ex-
tended to Carthage. In Missis-
sippi the road was chartered as the
Mississippi Midland, and in
Louisiana as the Louisiana Mid-
f land. It was always the idea of
i the promoters, however, to con-
solidate the companies, and for
that purpose a meeting of the
stockholders of both has been called
I in New Orleans on the 12th of
1 July. Mr. P. I. McCay is prest-
dent of the Louisiana Midland.
The two companies have done con-
siderable in the way surveying,
and it is said that the money neces-
sary to carry the enterprise to
conclusion will be available.
Indeed so much headway in the new
enterprise is reported to have been
made that recently, it is said, sur-
veyors of the Illinois Central were
sent into Washmngton parish to
run surveys of their own, and inti-
mations were given that the Illi-
nois Central, which would have a
strong competitor in the new reead,
could parallel the route.
