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FATHERHOOD OF GOD

Relationship Which Exists Between
the Creator and the Creature.

Ecrmon by the “Highway and By
way” Preacher in Which He Utters
bome Plain Truths on a Popular
Buoi Fallacious Docirine.

Text:—For as many as are ted by the
Spirit of God, they are the sons of God,
Yor ye have not received the spirit of
bondage again to fear; but ¥e have re-
ceived the Splrit of adoption, whereby
we cry, Abba, Father—Hom. §:14-15.

Universal Fatherhoud of God.—As
the progenitor of the human race, Ged
is its Father. The relationship thus
existing between God, the Creator, and
man, the created, is one of origin rath-
er than that of active association and
fellowship., That thiz is true is noti
due to any change in purpose or desire
of God towards the people of the world,
for He is the same yesterday, to-duy
and forever, but it is owing to the
prodigality of the human race, which,
beginning in the garden of Eden with
Adam, departed from the Father’s
house, and is no longer worthy to be
called the son of God. Since the will
of man was set up against the perfect
and righteous will of God, and every
man has sought his own way, he has
been in the far country feeding on the
husks of the perishable things of the
world, while the Father sits in His
house eternal in the Heavens await-
ing the return of the prodigal, whom
He longs to receive back into ihe lov-
ing relationehip of gom.

Paul, at Athens, an the summit of
Mars’ hill, from whence he could lock
out over the city given to idolatry and
every form of cultured godlessness
and lustful wickedness, takes ihe
thought of one of their own poets who
had written: “For we are also His
offspring,” and declares that he had
gpoken an eternal truth. Thedoctrine
of the universal Fatherhood of God
so popular to-day thus dates back to
eatly Greek cultnre nnd refinement if
not te a etill earlier date, and people
resting in the ease of their own con-
ceptions of who and what God was
needed to be stirred up by the declara-
tion that God “mow commandeth all
men everywhere to repent.” Into the
far country has gone this message
from the Father's House, He waitsin
patience and love, but while the son
remains mway, spending his substance
in riotous living, ke has no placein the
Father's House, nor has he any right
to call Him Father. Has mnot the
Father given him all “the portion of
goods that falleth to” him? He has
po further claim upon Him. By direct
choice he has hecome a stranger and
foreigner, and it is only through the
matchless grace and mercy of the
Father that the way back to the
Father’'s House has mot been closed
forever.

The Fatherhood of God is universal
in the sense that “we are His off-
spring,” and that ss Father He longs
and waits for the return of His way-
ward and- self-seeking children. The
Fatherhood of God is limited in the
sense that only those who repent and
return te the Father's House by the
way which He has provided are priv-
ileged to call Him Father and have &
right to a place again in the family
circle, Man may reason and speculate
all he pleases, and Iull tosleep the con-
science by high and broad-sournding
gentiments and subtle sophistries, he
may drag down to human levels God's
love and God’s righteonsness and make
himself believe that he is a son of God
and entitled toa place in the Father's
House, but when he comes to the end
of himself he will find that he is still
in the far country, and that the father
of hiz thought and reason was a God-
head “graven by art and man’s device.”
Ratan hoodwinked Adam into believing
that he could erect for himself a god,
knowing good and evil, and the father
of liars has been nt it ever rince. He
doezn’t care how beautifullr you talk
of the love and Fatherbood of Gad, or
how you denounce him (the devil), if
you only do not come to yourself. re-
pent and return to the VFather's
House. E

And if, while the worid iz talking of
the universal FatPgrhood of God, it has
no stom of truth on which to base its
claim, God's Word comes, and with Its
message of light proves the universal
Fatherhood of God by the universal
plan of salvation which it offers. The
testimony of God’s Word dees not seek
ta rob the world of a Father, but gives
to the world a Father, if it will only
accept Him on God's reasonable terms.
“For thig is n faithful eaying and
worthy of all acceptation, that Christ
Jesus came inte the world to save sin-
ners.” Thetactthat the world so stren-
unously argues its sonship relation to
God and God's Fatherhood relation to
the world proves how much it really
longs for and necds the true Father's
Jove and eare. And God’s Word, and
this feeble mezssage which we seek to
deliver in the name of our “Father
which art in Heaven,” only longs to un-
mask the world’s false notion of the
Fatherhoaod of God, which would leave
it at last naked and undonein the pres-
ence of the righteons Judge, and give
it a loving and forgiving Heavenly
Father, who sees the repentant child
while “he iz yet B preat way off” and,
rushing out to meet him, writes with
the finger of Hiz love dipped in the
blood of His only bepotten Son, His
full and free forgiveness, and. hushing
his pleading to be taken back as a
gervant, He reinstates him in his lost

position, and makes him a son indeed.
The Mark of Sonship.—“For asmany |
ag are led by the 8pirit of God, they are |
the sons of God.” Here is the distin-
guishing mark, the livery by which we
may identify those who have a right '
to turn their faces upward and cry:
“Abba, Father.,” And on the other
hand, the sons of men as distinguished
from the sons of God wear the livery
of this world and are ruled by the
“gpirit of man which is in him.” In
the second chepter of I Corinthians
Paul develops this thought fully and
shows that *the natural man receiveth
not the things of the Bpirit of God;
for they are foolishness unto him;
neither can he know them, because
they are spiritually discerned.” Fail-
are to recognize this important truth
Is the fruitful source of error and false
doctrine. Itdisqualifies man as a judge
of God’s thoughts and God's ways, and
sncourages him to put his trust in
the “enticing words of man’s wisdom”

rather than in the “demonstration of
the Spirit and of power.” Except as
the Bpirit of God teaches us ihere
cannot come one single gleam of light
of eternal truth to our souls. We may
be able to quote Scripture ns glibly
as did Satan when he met our Lord
in the wilderness and was forever van-
guished; we may be gkillful enough
to prop up man-made doctrine with the
God-given Word; we may, with the elc-
quence and logic of an Ingersoll, pull
the Hible to pieces and prove the mis-
takes of Moses; yea, verily, we may
be able to move our audience of thou-
sands with our brilliant and eloquent
man-made sermon busel upon God’s
Holy Word, and yet not receive one
ray of light ourselves from God's
throne, or gise out one single gleam
that will light some poor, dying soul
to Heaven, “For God hath revealed
them unto us by His Spirit; for the
Spirit searcheth all things, yea, the
deep things of God.”

The Office of the Spirit.—And if the
distinguishing mark of the sons of
God is the Spirit by which they are
led, how does the working of that
Spirit manifest itself? Jesus, on the
eve of His sacrifice for ihe sins of the
world, told His disciples that upon His
departure to he with the Father Ie
would send His Paraclete or Repre-
sentative back to earth. “And,” said
He, “When He is eome, He will con-
vince the world of sin, and of right-
eousness, and of judgment; of sin, be-
cause they believe not on Me; of
righteousness, because I go to My Fa-
ther, and ye see Me no more; of judg-
ment, because the prince of thiga world
is judged.,” The office of the Spiritis
therefore threefold, and, in His opera-
tion on the human heart, marks the
sons of God. First of all the Spirit
is a 5in convincer.

The world, consciously or uncon-
sciously, is striving to get away from
this thought of ein, Culture and in-
tellectnalism would seek to lead the
world to believe that it ¢can uproot
and autgrow sin. The process of
veneering the sin-sick, =in-marred
waorld s0 as to make man presentable
to man’'s eyes goes busily on in the
workshop of Satan, who is no more
pleased with the disgusting rags of
filthy wickedness than you are, but
is seeking to turn out a polished prod-
uet which he imagines he can hold up
against the blood-washed product of
Heaven and God not detect the sham.
“And He will convinee the world of
sin”—not because it is a seething cess-
pool of erime and horrible vice—but
because the world in its polished ele-
gance and refinement, “believes not
on Me” (the Christ).

Falze doctrine is insidiously at work
robbing the world of the God-sent mes-
sage that *“all have ginned and come
short of the glory of God,” and again:
“If we say that we have no sin, we
deceive gurselves, and the truth is not
in us, . . If we say that we have
not sinned, we make Him a liar, and
His Word is not inus,” The fundamen-
tal doctrine of one of the modern-day
false religions, which is one of the
antl-Christs God's Word declares shall
become manifest in the last days, is
that there is no such thing as sin, and
that the thought of sin only exists as
a mistaken notion in the material mind
of man. Oh, what heresy in the light
of God's Word, which from Genesis to
Revelation progressively develops
God’s marvelous plan of salvation from
gin! Take away the Divine indictment
of the world for sin and what further
need have we for the Christ or His
matchless sacrifiee ns the sin-bearer
of the world?

Again, careless indifference and zelf-
centered ease and gratification are
blinding the world and hindering the
Spirit in His work of convincing the
world of sin, This is what kept the
prodigal in the far country and made
him an alien and no longer ason of the
father out of whose loins he had
sprung. In the farcountry amidst its
sin, and yet not conscious of sin! What
a pitiable condition! How day and
night the heart of that father was
wrung with anguish for that wayward
koy! How during the troubled dreams
of the night and - ¢ anxious hours of
the day his thoughts followed that
boy as he went heedless and headlung
to the miry depths in which the swine
were wallowing!  Ah, we swho are fa-
thers can feel the fevered puisation
of that agonized heart, and you, young
men, in whom is planted the seed of
fatherhood, ean in sore degree under-
stand; yea, all, young and old, mothers
and daughters, are moved by the deep
sorrow of that home! Ah! how the
tenderest chords of the human heart
are set to vibrating in minor strain un-
der the zad story! FEut, turn you to
a sadder picture and try to understand
in faint degree what that sorrow in
Heaven must be as the Heavenly Fatkar
sees His eons in the far country and
they turn a deaf ear to His tender
pleading to return home to the Fa-
ther’'s House.

Urndoubtedly the father of the
prodigal exhausted every means at
his command to win his boy back
to the homeland and the old roof-
tree; but God has done infiinitely more
to win the wayward sons of men
back to sonship with God and a right
to a place in ihe Father's Honze,
“for He so loved the world that He
save His only begotien Son  that
whosoever believeth in Him should
not perish but have everlasting life™
In the counsels of Meaven the Fath-
er’s heart went out to the sons in
the far country, and as Jesus, the
Heavenly-begoltten Son of God, saw
the anguish of His Father's heart
He offered Himzelf as an Ambassador
to earth to win men back to God.

The Faithful Father.—And it was
necessary that He should come and
become a substitute for sinfll man
as he stood convicted of sin before
the judgment seat of God after cen-
turies of trial and constant and re-
peated failure. The prodigal son
eould not bring any of the filthy rags
of the far country back to his fath-
er's house. Notice how he is stripped
of his own covering and is provided
with suitable clothing out of the
father's storehouse., Man eannot
come back to God wearing the livery
of the world, but he must he stripped
and be clothed upon with the right-
eousness which is of God through
Christ. Hecause the father of the
prodigal was a faithful father he
must needs: remove all marks of the
far country from the repentant boy.
Because God is a faithful Father He
must needs remove every sin-stain of
the world before the sons in the far
country ean be taken back again as
sons and given a place in the Father's

House. “The sonl that sinneth it
shall die!™ were the words of God as
Ile placed man in the garden He had
prepared in all its beauty for him.
Ah, how the moaning of the trees
must have sent shivering through the
spaces of the garden to the hearts
of that guilty pair these words of the
righteous God, and how out on the
thorn-covered ground outside the
zarden must have begun to be real-
ized the meaning of this awful judg-
ment for sin as the father and moth-
er for the first time saw death in the
body as they gazed in anguish upon
the face of their dead boy, killed by
the hand of his brother, and that
hand rerved to the deed by the sin of
his parents! “The soul that gin-
neth it shall die!” That judgment
of a righteous God cannot be altered.
It never has been altered and never
will be altered. But God, “not will-
ing that any should perish,” hath
provided a way of escape through the
Heaven-sent substitute. The sinless
One hecame sin for us and bore the
guilt of the world in His body on the
tree and died for us that we might
be free from the guilt and conue-
quences of sin. Herein is manifested
the perfect righteousness of God,
apd the Spirit of God, having con-
victed the soul of gin. leads that soul
out into the light which sees Christ
as its Saviour and the way back to
the Father's House and true sonship
with God. Geds Son in the world,
Giod’s Son on the eross, God’s Son in
the tomh, God’s Son trivmphant over
death with the glory of the resurree-
tion snrrovnding 1lim, God's Son as-
cended and at the right hand of the
Father. (Oh, how wonderful! Geod
help us to understand such marvel-
ous truths and the infinite love that
gave them birth!) God's Bon come
into the midst of the far country
and leading the way back Home to &
Father's love and care. Yes, “for as
many as are led by the Spirit of God”
realize their dead and lost condition
in sin and turn to Jesus Christ as a
Savipur, and thus become true sons
of God.

Sons of God! O, friend, it will
tale the years of eternity to fully
tell the riches and glory summed up
in that relationship. “Behold, what
manner of love the Father hath be-
stowed upon us, that we shonld be
called the sons of God: therefore the
world knoweth us not, because it
knew Him not. Beloved, now are we
the sons of God, and it doth not yet
appear what we shall be: but we
know that, when He shall appear, we
shall bhe like Him; for we shall see
Him as He is.” The world hath noth-
ing to offer which can compare with
thiz matchless provision which God
has made for man in finding his way
back to Him, and the glory and bless-
ing of that sonship is not a futnure
hope beyond the grave, but a present
reality, “for,” our text goes on to
declare,-"ye have not received the
spirit of bondage again to fear.”
Fear of what? Fear of sin and Satan.
Who else iz there to fear but Satan?
For “the whole world lieth in the wick-
ed one,” and "“because your adversary,
the devil, as & roaring Jion, walketh
about, seeking whom he may de-
vour.” Yes, and agrin he comes ag an
angel of light and would lead astray
the very elect if it were poesible.

Ferfect Deliverance.—But don’t sup-
pose for a moment that the devil has
everything his own way. for the sons
of God “have not reeeived the spirit of
bondage again to fear.” Fatan hasno
longer any claim on you and can no
longer touch you if you, as a son of
God, take refuge in the One who has
completlely overcome him. The Spirit,
leading you as a son of God, brings you
out into the light of His completed
work in the soul. as you realize the
meaning of the third part of His mis-
sion in the world, that of “eonvineing
of judgment, because the prince of this
world is judged.”

Poor Christian on his way to the
celestial city, seeing the lions in the
path shead, was filled with fear and
dread and ﬁesitated to pass that point
until, as he drew nearer, he found that
the lions were chained. Blessed be God.
He has not left His sons to be torn by
unchained lions of the devil's breed-
ing. They are chained here and now,
and can’t touch us if we stay in the
narrow path and keep our eyes on
Jesus, our conquering Saviour. Dur-
ing the millennial age the devil is to be
chained from the world, but praise
: God, ever since the complete undoing
1.0f Batan in Gethsemane and on Cal-
i! vary, Satan has been chained from the
i gons of God. and he can’t touch them
!unless they backslide into the far
country and fail to elaim complete de-
liverance. What! Do you mean to
say that I do not need to fight the
Christian warfare? that Satan will
not buffet me and ensnare my feetin
his hidden traps? No, I did not =ay
that. You cennot expect to be any
freer from snch experiences than was
St. Paul, who was buffeted sorely, but
who fought a good fight and came
off more than eonqueror through
Christ Jesur, But God does say, in
the text He has given us, that the sons
of God “have not received the spirit
of bondage again tn fear.” We have
to fight, and fight desperately some-
times. until the cold eweat stands out
on our forcheads and everyvthing fails
but our faith in God and Eis promise
that He will not permit us to be
tempted above that we are ahle. Yes,
we have to ficht, but oot in fear of
Satan, the enemy of our s=ouls. hat
in full confidence in Him who has wen
the vietory over him for us. The Spirit
hears in wpan our =ouls the truth
that the prinee of this world has
been judged, and that the cons of God
are free, anu as we turn our faces
towards the Hoamreland and see our
Saviour's face we jevfully ery: “Abba,
Father,” and hear Him speaking back
to our hearts.
