"Article 47: Thela General Asselmbly shall
Wave no power to grant or aliiorlize a1y3
parish or unlluicipal a0lllt0or1ty to grant a1ly
extra compensation, fee or allowanlc e to a
public ofticer, agent, servanlt, or 'OlltracIorI,
our pay 11or auotlrize tile paylnetnt of a1ny
claim againust tie •itte or anly parish or
municipality thereof under any agreemlent
or coiltract mlade without express authori-
ty of Lhw; and all such unautolrized agree-

llents or contractls shall be luil Il and \olt,
but all agreements or contracts for work
of public improvements mnatde or entered
into by the tity of New Orleans prior to
tile twelfth of Mlay, 1002, are herely rati-
Iied and approved andl the City of Z.ew Or-
leans is hereby autlorized to lallke ill pay-
melllts provided for in said conlracts in ac-
corutance with the terlms and under the cola
ditions set forth in said contracts.

Hundred and Ninety-eight tl:1) there-
of.

Section 1. Be it resolved by tie Gen.
eral Assembly of the State of Louisiana.
two-thirds of all the members elected to
eaci house concurring. that an amendment
to the Constitution of the State of Iouisi-
ana be submitted to the qualified electors
of the State for their approval or rejection
at tie next Congressional election to be
holden therein on the first Tuesday next
following the first Monday in November.
1!i12. as follows: That Article 198 of the
Constitution of the State of Louisiana.
which reads as follows .""'No person less than
sixty years of age 't all 'be permitted to
vote at any election 'l the State who oohalH
not, in addition to the qualifications above
prescribed, 'have paid on or before the s st
day of December of each year. for the two

years preceding the year hio 'which he offers
to vote., a poll tax of one dollar per annumn,
to he used exclusivel) In aid of the public
schools of the parish in which such tax
shall have been collected which tax, is
hereby imposed on every male resident of
tius State between the ages of twenty-nue
and sixty years. Poll taxes shall be a lien
only upon assessed property, and no pro-
cess shall issue to enlorce toe collection of
the same excelti against arsessed property.
Every person ,'lgbe 0'. such tax sha.
bhfore being'fialltWe

d 
to" vbte. exhibit to the

Commissioners of Election his poll tax re-
ceipts for two years, issued on, the oflicia
form, or duplicates thereof, in the event of
loss, or proof 'of payment of such poll

taxes may be made by a certificate of the
tax oilentor, which shall be sent to the
Conmislionefts of" the several voting pre-
cincts, showing a list of those who have
paid said "two. years poll taxes as above
provided, and flre dates of payment. It is
hereby 'dldated to be" forgery, and punish-
able as such, for any tax collector or other
person, to ;antedate, or Ilter a poll'tax re-
ceilpt. Ans person wbt. shall pay the poll
tax of another or aduYffce him monrey for
that purpose, in order to influence his vole.
shall be guilty of "bribeli'.-nd punished ac-
cordingly. The provisionS of this section
as to the payment of poll taxes shall not
alpply to persI wIbo I re deaf and dumb,
or blind, nor To persons.under twenty-three
years of age, 'whorhave pid all poll taxes
assessed against them. This section shall
not go into opergtion until after the gen-
cril State' election to be held in the year
1900, and the Legislature elected in tile
year 1908 shall have autlhority to repeal or
modify tile saute ;" lie add the same is here-
by repealed, abrogated and stricken from
the Constitution of this State.

Sec. 2. be it further resolved, etc., That
the official ballots to be used at said Con-
gtessional election shall have printed there-
(n, the words "'or the proposed amend-
ment to the Constitution of the State of
Louisiana repealing and abrogating Article
1:18 of the Constitution" and, the words
"against tile proiosed amendment to the
C(onstitution of the State of Louisiana re-
pealing and abrogating Article 198 of the
Constitution ;" and each elector shall in-
dicate, as priovlded in the g'eneral election
laws of tile State. whether lie votes for or
against the proposed amendment.
