Forest Fires--lWarning!
DEPARTMENT OF TlE INTERIOBM ,

General Land Office E
Washington D. C., June 27, 1902

Large areas of forest, public and

private, are destroyed each year by C

fire. This destruction is an injury q
to everyone and is a great damage. h

especially in all mountain countries, a
whlere a regular flow of the streams .

is of vital importance. The forest t
is the most effective means of pre- r

venting floods and prodncing a I

more regular flow of water for irri-

gallon and other useful purposes.

To prevent the mischievous forest r

fires Congress passed the law apl-

proved May 5, 1900. which forbids I

setting fire to the woods, and for- f

bids leaving tires, camp fires and u

others, without list extinguishiang
the same.

This law provides a maximum

punishment, in a fine of $5000, or

imprisodment for two years. or

both, if a fire is ast maliciously, I

and a fine of $1,000 or imprison-
ment for one year, or both, it fire

results from carelessness.
It also provide:' that the money

from such fines be paid tothe aschil

fund of the county in which the of-

fense is committed.
DIRECTIONS.- Since so mpany

fires start from neglected camp
fires the public is requested as fol-
lows:

1. Do not build a larger lire than
you need.

2. Do not build your fires in

dense masses of- pine leaves, duff,

and other combustible material

where the fire is sure to spread.
3. Do not build your fires against

large logs, especially large rotten

logs, where it requires much more

work and time to put the fire out
than you are willing to expend, and
where you are rarely quite certain

that the fire is really and completely
extinguished.

4. In windy weather and in dan-

gerous places, dig a fire hole, and

clear off a place to secure your fire
You will save wood and trouble.

5. Every camp fire should be

completely put out before leaving
camp.

6. Do hot build fires to clear off

land, and for other similar pur-

poses, without informing the near-

est ranger or the supervisor, so that

he may assist you.
