For the information of our read-

ers, we copy the following section
from the game law:
"Sec. 8. Be it further enacted etc.,That the season for shooting wild deer

and rabbits shall open on the first day ofNovember and close on the first day of
April of each year, provided that theseason for the hunting of wild ducks
shall open the first day of September
and close on the first day of April of
each year, provided that the season
for the hunting, shooting and -llling
the wood duck and blue wing teal duck
shall open on the first day of August
and close the first day of April of each
year. That the season for shooting
and killing wild turkey, quail and part-
ridges shall open on the first day of
November and close on the first day ofApril of each year. That the season
for killing doves shall open the first
day of July and close on the first day
of March of each year. That the sea-
son for killing pheasants and prairie
chickens shall open the first day of
November and close the first day, of
March of each year. That the season
for killing upland plover or popabot,shall open on the first day of August
and close on the fist day of October of
each year,"

The Police Jury has made it unlaw-
ful to kill squirrels in this pariSh, be-
tween the first day of March and the
first day of October of each year.
