The full resources of
each parish, embodying agricul-
ture, fruit and truck industries,
mineral water, cotton seed and its
products, live stock, etc., should
be considered and cared for, with
a view to making a parish competi
tive exhibit.

"Your schools should also make
exhibits, both of work of scholarq
and teachers, as well as models of
Improved school buildings. I be
lieve if you will take this up.with
your progressive farmers and busi-
ness men we can accomplish the
object.

M andeville, La., Feb. 25.-At
Bonfouca Station a very successful
mission has been conducted by
Rev. B. Fontaine, C S R R., who
came last year from France.

It was built by
a lady, who owned the land on
which it staud*. In tront of the
church stands a mission cross forty
teet high. I'be church is situated
on a bayou two miles from Lake
I'ontchartrain. the ibayou was
iormerly called Bun Fouca, but
now Bayou Liberty. Most of the
parishioners come to the church in
skiffs and canoes. Bon Fouca
is twenty tive miles east of Maqde
ville and is attended from that
place by Rev. L. M. Roth.

pupil?
To bring out the best work .of.

the pupils there must be rules in
justice to the teacher andri for the
good of the pupils. If the rules
are set aside by the authority of
the parents, where is there any
justice to the teacher or progress
to the pupils? In the country
schools pupils are required to help
in keeping the school room neat.
and also to attend to keeping them
comfortable for all in bringing in
the wood. This duty is divided
among all, as they are not provided
with a janitor.

Some parents object to this rule
and allow the children to remain
at home, and others object to all
the varied duties that are always
required of the pupils of country
schools. It cannot be expected
that the teachers should do all these
things, while the pupils look on
i 'arents are welcome to come to the
school and see for themselvei what

is required of each child, and there
should be 'barmony between the
teacher and parents to bring out
the best there is in the children. If
rules are enforced when children
are unruly, then complaints are
made, and this causes trouble all
around
