SANITARY TREATMENT OF THE SICK
RUOM,

“1. Place patient under mosqu:to
bars and keep him so protected
from ‘mosquitoes durng the day
and night for three full days, so
as to prevent infection of mogqui-
toes.

2. Screen openings of the room,
doors, windows, transoms, ete.

‘3. Fomigate room with snlphur
to destroy possibly infected mos.
quitoes as early as poseible after
lfourth day of fever.

BANITARY TREATMENT OF NEIGH-
BORHOOPE TO PREVENT SI'READ
OF FEVER TFROM CASES
INTRODUCED,

Destroy the only vehicle of 1n-
fection—the stegomyia mosqaito.
Pour into each oistern a cupful
of\kerosene or ingurance oil, and if
the cistern be not screened repeat

this every week.

Pour oil 10 cover surface of every
collection of water not stocked
with fish or removable by drain
age.

After thus cutting off the source
of supply, fumigate .all rooms to
kill adult mosyuiloes.

Sulphur barned in an iron pot is
the surest way, avd if ased in
proper quantity will not injure
fabrics' or colors. One pound to
au average room 1s suffictent, 1f the
room be closed, and one hoar 1«
loog enough in ordinary cases.
The fames of eulphur will not re-
main long, and honsehold ammenia
sprinkléd about the room will has-
ten their departme. .

The fumigation should be done
in the morning, so that the room
wil be free of odor by mght, and
it should be done preferably in dry
weather. Do vot neglect the down-
slairs rooms in two-story bouses.
Other methods of fumigation
should be adopted, such as bura-
ing of pyretbrum or insect powder,
which is not anpleasant, or the
volitihziog of  liqud chemical
preparatiuns, or the spraying of
hquidls prepared fer the purpose,
but sulphur is the mot certain m
results,  © - 4 .}
