SHARPENING FENCE POSTS

Hew the Task May Be Made Easy by
the Use of a Tripod and
0Old Btump,

Though labor and time-saving devices
for all sorts of work are so common, one

.| ofien sees a man sharpening fenee posta

in the old way by holding the post with
one hand and wielding the ax with the
other. There are several ways in which
the work can be made easy, twoof which
will be given. For the frst plan, take
three rails of egual length and fasten
them together in the form of a tripod.

THE TRIFOD.

Set a block in the ground, or, better yer,
use the stump of a tree which has been
cut, leaving it about a foot above ground.
Hollow out the middle of the stumpito
form a place to rest the post, and place
the iripod in position before it. Place
the post with its lower end on the block
ready to be cut, and let the upper end
lean apgainst the tripod, resting  be-
tween two of the ratls. Both hands can
then be used in chopping and the work

be quickly and emsily done. Another
way, suggests the Farmers' Revlew, is
to have the block or stump near an out-
building, where a piece of timber can ko
nailed pn the corner in proper position

.| to hold the post while being sharpened,

This takes a little less work in prepara-
tlon than the first plan, but the work

| must always be done In thé same placs,

while by the other plan the tripod can
be taken anywhere it is wanted. -Inthis
connection the chopping block used in
splitting wood might be mentioned.

| Much labor may be saved by providing

a sound soMd block, as less blows are
required on a perfectly solid foundation
than when a yielding one {s used. Either
select stump of a tree as described for
the first post eharpener, or take a knot-
ty length cut from a log, making it
abont a foot jong and setting it on end
in the ground so that it is only about
four inches above the surface. Ifafew
flat stones are placed directly underit,
it will make a still firmer foundation.
This forma a block that is practieally
unylelding and the work is much eaPier
by its use.

SHELTER FOR FARM ANIMAL

Fs the Barbwire Fence All the Proiec-
tion the Btock Has in Cold
Spring Days?

- Mothing looks more absurd than to
gee a herd of cattle on a stormy day
seeking shelter behind a  barbwire
fence. The folly of this method be¢omes
mare apparent when we remember that
such treatment demands a large quan-
tity of feed._ Amnimals that receive no
ghelter require more feed than those
protected  from the gevere freezing
weather of winter.

A good shed or shelter for cattle will
save at least one-hulf the feed bill angl
the cattle will do better. Some SLOCK
feeders are of the opinion that building
gheds for their catile is.a useless ex-
pense. ] do not think so, and I believe
‘every fair-minded man will agree with
me when I say that a shed will more
than pag for iteelf in one or two win-
ters in the amount of feed it will rave
for the average stockman. Pl

In order to keep stock in'a thriving
eondition we must maintain the ani-
mal heat, declares the Orange Judd
Farmer. This is done by feed and ag
a matter of fact more feed lo necessary
in winter than in summer to maintain
the necessary animal heai, Now the
question arises can this heat be main-
tained by feed, and 1f this be true, &
great saving can be effected By glving
gtock the required shelter i climates
that grow more or less seévere at difl-
ferent times in the year. If it is pos-
gible to make this saving by providing
shelter for the cattle it is apparent
that money thus spent will prove a
good investment. Tt has been a mat-
ter of much surprise to me that stock-
men have not given more attention to
this subject. It is a matter of busi-
peas and a subject of paramount im-
| portance.

'|: SCALE" IN AN ORCHARD.

New York State Entu_malogist Tellz
of Treatment and Suggests
; “  a Wash.

The proper treatment of San Jose
seale in a large orchard is somewhat
ol a problem, and the results obtained
must, in the nature of the case, depend
mainly on the thoroughnesswith which
the work is performed. We suggest,
first of all, says State Entomolgist Felt
of New Yorl, in the case of an or-
ehard, that it be thoroughly trimmed
and an effort made, to keep the trees
8z near the ground as possible be-
cause of the diffculty, and sometimes
impossibility, of spraying the upper-
most branches. We have in mind, for
example, one large commercial orch.
ard in New York state in which 2 num-
bher of trees had their tops nearly de
stroyed by the srale, though the own-
er was able to preveat serious in-
jury to other partg of the trees. The
tops were cut out of some of the trees
early in 1903, and Iast fall they were
in much better shape than others
which had not been seversly pruned.
The San Jose scale had nearly killed
the tops-of these latter, so that the
uitimate result was about the same in
both cases, with a marked increase In
vigor where the top was removed fn
the spring.

There appears to be no hetter wash
for the destruction of the San Jose
scale in New York state, at least, and
probably to the south of us, than the
socalled lime-sulphur wash, provided
it is properly prepared. This means. el-
ther active bolling of the constituent
material with some water for at least
30 minutes, or effecting a combination
by means of some chemical such as sal
sora or caustic soda. The action in
these latter cases should be hastened
and improved by the employment of a
small quantity of hot water. We be-
lieve there iz nothing better than a
thoroughly boiled lime-sulphur wash
containing 20 pounds of lime and 15

-ponnds of flowers of sulphur,

It may be prepared In the followlng
way: Bring several palls of water
nearly to a boil in a large iron kettle,
adding the lime, following at once with
the sulphur, and stir thoroughly so as
to mix the ingredients, and repeat the
operatlon from time to time =0 that
the material will not cake on the bot-
tom of the vessel. 'There should he
a deep red or even a greenlsh shade in
the clear liguid at the end of 20 or 35
minutes, provided the operation has
been properly performed and the lime
is of fair gquallty. Steam bolling is
equally effective provided the steam
pipe extends nearly to the bottom of
‘the barrel. Siraly and dilute this ma-
terfal with enouifr water to make 56
gallons, and apply at once.

The seeret of suecess lies first in ob-
taining a proper wash, and secondly,
to an equal extent, in’ making a thor-
ough application. We advise a most
careful spraying of "all parts of the
tree, treating each at tlmes when the
wind #s in the opposite direction and
making an effoit thoroughly to coat
every limb and twig. We further sug-
gest, in the case of an old orchard bad-
1y infested with the scale, that this
treatment be given in early winter and
then repeate:d shortly before the buds
appear in the spring. The reason for
this is that the rough bark of nld
trees iz very likely to protect some of
the seale insects, and at the outset it
is desirable to perform a most " thor-
ough job 'in order to give the treea
an opportunity to rlegain their normal
vigor.

ON LOADING HAY.

Some Suggestions Wkich Will Help
to Keep New Hay from Heat-
ing and Epoiling.

The most essential point in loading |,

new hay, says a dealer, in Couniry
Gentleman, 1s to see that it i3 not
loaded fat-—that is, with the flat sides
of the bale up. When loadedithis way,
with the smooth sldes of the bales to-
gether, no space is left for air, and
as a consequence it invariably heats
A properly loaded car has the edges or
rough sides of the bales together. This
allows air space between the bales,
and always prevents danger of heat-
ing. Do not try to load cars with the
purpose-of beating the reilroad out of
a few cents in weight. [i’s much bet-
ter to pay In excess of the actanl
welght, if necessary, for the selling
price of your hay will more {han
make up to you the exeess frefght ox-
pense.. In putting up hay, it dep=rds
largely upon. whom you 'ship to as i»
the size of the bales, If you ship i3
small jobbers who deal almost exclo-
wively with the retail trade of tha
elty, it 18 advieable to make the bales
small, but generally the trade on ihe
market will create az good a dem;ind
for 75-pound bales as ftor 6i-pound
bales.
